In later times Seaman Field, Esq., a
fornmer partner of the large i druggist house of
Field & Morgan. of whom Mathew Morgan also
was then a partner, had espoused one of the
accomplished daughters of ex-collector of cus
toms Duboturg, whose brother, the archbishop,
if we are not omistahen, was afterwards promo-
ted to some grand bishoprice in France, under
the Bourbon rule. In consulting some Ma-
sonic records in our possesssion, we find that
brother P. F. Dubonttrg was Worshipful Master
of the Perfect Union Lodge in 1812, which
again confirms what we already stated in our
former notes, that nearly all the ancient co:n-
nmercial firms had been connected with our
Masonic associations and Lodges.

Among the ancient French firms of which
we have already ennui-lrated a good many
namtes, and whtich we shall not now ihre
repeat, we fliud however rooti to mintion that
of Jan i aptiiste eModesti Liefevre, who for
nmarly half a century establlieed in our city,
h t s lft unhblemished memory forn strict
ioltnircial integrity. This worthy nmerchant

i the French import1 tion e Bor Bordeux lie -hbutness, was also an ctive menmber of the
Masonic fraternity and WItor-hipltl fiaster of
the Polar Star Lodge, under tle French or
modern rite. However we shall d ot enter
upon any further details in this respect, and
having already furnnished siticient proof to
establish the intimate connecetion between the
bulk of our commercial houses and that very
intlential society, which has always in nun
enlightened community exercised a most ben-
eficial and healthy action. We shall refer our
readers to another ancient building in Royal
street at tilhe upper river corner, as we have
designated it, and St. Peter street, not fir
from the told city council house called in
Spanish times the cabildo or the townm chapter.
This solid, massive looking three story high
building, dates no doubt from the beginning
of this century. It belonged in former times N
o Yoes Lemonier, a much esteemed prar-
icioner or physician, and it may still be in the v
ame famnily for ought we know. At this
huilding w•re kept the Masonic meetings of
the Worshipful Lodge La Chanti, under the
French rite, which flourished for a number of
tars under the luspicee of aaelt s'orthv
