A
copy was subsequently sent to Mr. Eggleston, with
a request that he would get an expression from the
proper authority, and he furnishes the opinion of
the deputy commissioner of internal revenue.
There has been considerable difference of opilnici
among the underwriters of this city, as to the
valuation of whlisky "in baond" for purposes otr
general average contribution :

"Sir-Permission has recently been granted by
proper authority to merchants in this city. to ship
Swelisky to.New Orleans, and perhaps ina other

dollars per barrel, being the cost of the whisky,
and government tax added. Now, when they ship
