copious extracts from the recent address of the
Bishop of Georgia to the conventiuo. We copy
the following interesting passage on the subject
e above mentioned:

The emancipation of the slaves, which has prac-
tically taken place since our lust meeting, has
placed the diocese of Georgia under no new onti-
gations; it has rather freed her from a earfuol re-
sponsihility. The church in our diocese needed no
instruction from abroad upon her duty to the
slaves within her border. She had always consid-
ered slavery as a trust committed to her by God-
a sacred trust to be held by her until taken out of

r her hands by permission of the same power
r ho placed it there. Slavery was no ilsti-

tution of her making. Georgia protested
Sgaainst its introduction into her limits
again and againt bat it was thrust upon heraby Esglish and New England cupidity. When
thus forced a pon her, without her desire, its de-
scenotfrom fatherto son, and its rapid increase
make no difference in its guilt, if guilt there was.
That still rested upon those who brought it here.
following after them to judgment, where it wil:
one day meet them. The duty of the church was
to act sider certain circumstances in which she
found herself-circumstances not created by her-
SBelf bti permitted to exist for the trial of her
faith and zeal. And wonderfully has she per-
formed her work. Never, in the history of the
world, has there been such a rapid and effective
missaionaay-work a the christian church has per-
formed in this land in connection with slavery.
For we must remember that the slaves. when

heabroght bprepap tea perid asIo late as 1808, were
e" iaise savages a our missionaries are now

saibattaig with, to very little effect, upon the
coast of Africa ; were the same savages aS are

attinggaoh other's throats day after day, and
perpetrating enormities which disgrace humanity.
Spon their own soil, even in the very sight oc
miaionagy operations, An yet, within the period
of two centuries, there has been made out of thesea savages a Ohristian people, havinga eear discern-

ment of right and wrong, understanding very dis-
tinotly theisystem of our religion,having educated
teachers of their own ;color and their own race,
gentle, kind and, until meddled with, faithful and
affectionate. The number of communicants in the
various churches of the South far exceeded in
proportion to population that of the whiten. They
had churches of their own in all the large cities,
managed by themselves, containing thousands of
communiceats,.and in the rural districts they were
visited by missionaries appointed speciallty for
their benefit, or they mingled in the same religious
Instruction with their owners, eating of the same
consecrated bread and drinking of the same con-
secrated wine. Their behavior during the long
fierce war which is now terminated, is thie sub-
limest vindication of the institution of slave-
ry, as it existed among ns, which could
have been offered to the world. With years
of preliminary agitation about the rights of
the slaves and the cruelty and barbarism
of the masters-with hordes of deceitful fanatics
scattered through the Southern country, some in
the guise of teachers, some of peddlers, some of
book agents, some of mechanics, and all alike tam-
pering with the slavs-•with a war which reqoiredthe absence of all the able-bodied and the warlike
from home-with a proclamation of emancipation
esounded In their ears as early as 1862, and sum-

mosing them virtually to strike for their rights-
with large armies of those who called themselves
their friends traversing the country and thundering
at their very doors-these people never once
lifted their, hands or their voices voluntarily
against their owners, but with nobody to coerce
and restrain them save weak women and infirm
men and' boys too young for military porposes,
a they remained quiet doile industrious, obedient
exhibi tig in no case, that I have ever heard of.
insabordinsation or iasorder. Any cruelty they may
havesince exaibllefdthey.lav learned from other
teachingthanours--any bararisminto which they
may have alnee lapsed, they have fallen into after
they had passefromaunder orle influence. Where in
the world's history has there been a case like this
offerbek~ne and quisetntoss where an inferior

rice haibeen oppreased by a saperigo, and had
the means given it of vengeance ' Our own times
fdLbitah'htb~'lOntaoete in fearful contrast-the
one of the ferocity of the French in their terrible
overthrow of the church, the monarchy and the
aristocracy, and that of the negroes of St. Domtain-
go, who have fulnished to this age a name for
eotehiug inhuman and barbarous. One oe two
things is therefore clear, either that these people
sfforeanpo oppression worth the name, or that
slavery 'praducedt Christian virtues through its
tancalang.,to e arppliee, olfthe most rare and strik-
Iong character.T 

TheA' lent of things lead to two important
-ti'usulte. First. ittindlnates the Chrisltan

harhe in the South from the obloquy that has
i hebilee upon it, as if t was winking at atitba-sus and unohristian system, and doing noth-
ing to amallorate it-a vindication which it ought
to hayer and whichI now lay humbly upon its
aaltar. o peple have ever labored more faith-
fully, more devptedly, with more aelf-dsnial, than
h iave Southera Ch•istans to do their best for the
slaves committed to their trust. Very many have
I known who have given up their lives for their
Sreligious instruction; many whohave impoverished
themselves that their slaves might be comfortable
or free. Almost every minister for half a century
past has devoted some of his time to these poorer
members of his flioclk,2 and very many more would
have kneeled at our altars, had they not preferredta more expiting worship and a more enthusiastic

exhibition of their feelings than we allowved. I
say, without tear of rightful contradiction, that if
a slave did not relieve religious instruction it wasI because he did not care abaut it, or because he
was-a some remote position, where the whitest were as bdly off es himself.
