The German Troops In the Field.

A correspondent of the London Daily News thus
describes the appearance of some of the troops
who have taken the field in Germany:

We should takena hint from the Austrians as to
the manner they diminish the weight of the car-
tonche box with sixty rounds of ammunition. This
is a very great improvement, with little or no ex-
"pese, by a small round belt whiclpassesthrough
rings. This belt is attachedto the ponch, and also
to about the middle of the pouch-belt, so that
when the men run the cartoache box remains
steady, prevents the destruction of the cartridges
in striking against the soldiers' hips, and prevents
the painful abrasion of the skin of the hip on a
long day's march in hot weather. A British solt
dier inaction, is obliged to use one hand to hold

tthe pouchsteady if he do not wear a waist belt, a
capital contrivance either to rupture him or to de-
prive him of breath.

The Austrian soldiers are in general strong,
healthy fellows, and look if they would stand " a
lot of killing." Their white unifos m, which
alwayslooka clean, (I suppose by hot pipeclay,)
has a very good effect, with their neat little light
blue

ept," always worn except on fete days,

whenthey have the old British cap at top, with a
little stripe of common lace of yellow color. This
cap is made of coammon pautebotrd, and costs the
soldiers, when all ready, about one shilling and
three pence. They are well shod, and in wet
weather wear black cloth gaiters, turned in at
the ankles, buttoned over their Kentish gray
tronesre.The uniform of the Bavarians is of a dark Kent-
lsh gray color, with a hi and apparently heavy
helmet, tipped with hlact ir. They are a stout
body of men, requiring a little brushing p, not
seeming to pay much attention to "military ele-
anoesa."
The town of Frankfort has a battalion of the

line, which is recruited from discharged soldiers
of the different German governments. Their
-clothing is of a superior description ; their pay
and rations are very liberal, and after five or seven
years' service they become entitled to a gratuity of
aboua five hAndred guilders, with the right of clti-
nenship. They havea peculiarlyneat appearance,
and are decidedly the best nourished men in garri-
son. Foreigners must be astonished at the well
fed appearance of the Frankfort garrison upon
what seems to us their small rations. But this is
easily accounted for. Out of One hundred soldiers,
at least eighty have female friends, the servants
of the inhabitants. These all carry baskets on
their arms, which contain the choicest morsels
from their. masters' tables, for the sustenance at
their military heroes.

The Frankforters, being ofd soldiers. have all
the female cooks on theirstaff, while the Austrtans
pay their attentions to the nursery and chamber
maids. The Bavarians solace themselves with
bec, while the Prussians are so drilled from morn-
lug till night that they are glad o remain in bar.

AUSTRIa, PaIterSl AND ITALY.

There wasi a desperate battle in Bohtemia on tihe
27th. The Parota telegramrrs, dated Nalrtad, say
an imperial battle, in which cavalry and artillery
were principally engaged, tad been in progres toa-

t day. The Austrians were driven back from near
e Scult to arowiz, and three flags and many prison-
era were taken. The loss on either side isun-

known. *

A Breslau telegram says the Prussian army
creps attacked tie enemly at Franrkenu. Tile bat-
tie began at 1I a. M. ; the Austrians were driven
iack in the direction of Jeoafstadt.

A Vrietnna telegram of the 2uth says it is officiallyc' announced that at the battle near Sralitz, tile
Prussians lost many prisoners and eighlteen guns.

Tie general telegraph companylrtr of Great Biritain
ftretish ardditional particulars concerning the cil-
agement at Cuatozza: The left wing of the
Italians were attacked at varirous points simul-
taneously, and crusited before the remainder of theIS army could come to its aid. After tihe battle, the
army of the arch-duke advanced in pursuit of the
Itahien army, which up to that time had rriutained
Sthe position it had pr'eviously. It was however
drawn from Valeggir, and compelled to recross
the Mincio. the Austrians also crossing that river
and taking uip their position on italian territory.

The two armies then stood facing each other,
tile Italians at Niola, and the Austrians fve miles
tnorthtward at Soliferino, and it was probable that
another engagement would be fought. The robject
of the Italian movement on Saturday was to with-
hdraw the Austrians from the line of the P, and
tallow Cialdini to crss. The movement having
failed, Cialdini remained on the south tide of the
river. The reverse of Sunday, the 24th, has in no
way disheartened the Italians.

The New York eerald's Madrid correspendgnce,

25th of Jane, details all the serious circumrstance-

troops were joined by a large body of peasants towhom the soldiers distributed arms, who aided

Over one thousand of the insurgents were killed

Two generals died of their wounds soon after-

ward, and the Liberal General Narvaez was
wounded. Martial law was in full force. Two
thousand persons, Spaniards and foreigners, were
arrested, and some of them were shot in Madrid.
" Long live the Republic," were tire cries of the

r revolutionists in the capital. Iberian unity, or the
fnsiat of Spain and Portugal, is the exciting idea
of thie advanced Liberals of Spain. Trade wat
very injuriously affected by the disturbance. It
was thought the Spaniards would order another
naval demonstration in tile Pacific.
