Minmos.--Until the fifteenth century glass mir-
rors were not very common: but non they are to
be found in every house in the civilized world.
The, masser in which most looking-glasses are
made Is. as fsllows: A large stone tktble is peroe
pared, with a deep grove around the ellges, into
which the mercury may flow and drop from one
corner into bowls placed there for that purpose.
The table is made so that it can be easily tilted to
one side, but at first is laid horizontal. It is then
carefnlly covered with tin foil, over which mercu-
ry is poured and allowed to settle, until it has
reached a smicient thickness. The mercury and
the tin foied readily unite, and upon the amalgam
thaes formed the plate of glas, which has been
previously cleaned with great care, is laid in such
a manner as to prevent the air from getting be-
tween the metal and the glass. The superfluous
mercury is then allowed to run oall, and heavy
weights are placed upon the glanss to keep it in
place. This pressnre is' continued for several
oars, when the glass is turned over and put in

a frame to dry, the side covered with the metal
heingleft uppermost. Several weeks are required
for the process of drying, after which the mirror
in reedy for framing and ner.
