The duties required of these health officers are c
of a purely medical character, to be prescribed '

by the Board of He, Ith. As medical men only, C
1;ill they be qualified to perform their duties, as
may be nmferred from some of the subjects which

liSl engage their professional attention; such as,
the observation of the predisposing causes of epi-
demic diseases in relation to local sources of in-
fctioq; the influence of the various disinfectants
on the neutralization of mephitic poisons; the k
operation of certain mephitic poisons on the l
community to which their attention may be di- I
rected, and the sources of the poisons. Their at-RK tention will also be called to the subject ofventila-

tion, the undue crowding or huddling together of
the wretched poor, particularly during epidemic
easonsa ; and, frequently, tile diagnosis and treat-

ment of diseases requiring prompt official inter-
ference and report will come within their legiti-
7 mate province.

It is very clear that the street commissioners,
usefal as they are in their proper sphere, are not
qualified as a class to execute the duties thua.con-
templated by the Board of Health in the appoint-

NT ment of medical inspectors.
The question may be suggested, are these duties

necessary to be performed ? The above named
influences in the generation of disease are too well
known to all hygienists to admit of doubt; and it
follows as necessary consequence that they
should be oarefully attended to.

Whoever else may feel indiferent or hostile to
this subject, let it not be said that tle city fathers
are unwilling to meet it in a spirit of candor and
liberality, and to co-operate with the Board of
Health in their intelligent and commendable zeal
for the welfare, prosperity and future sanitary ex-
cellence of the Crescent City.
