We
had hop ed that some modificatiotn of its p1i-

viions would hIave removed any necessity of

Relief extended to her woufld
be only a proper protest against that shocking
violation of tho laws of war, of humanity and
of nations, which consigned her husband
to the gallows. Who will dare to say that to
stigmatize that act as it deserves, is a proof of
