of the citiens; and with a prels alot; uuatn
mously expr otfig sentiments f tlae sute tet r :
is it a matter of surprise that 1 should pause and

Scommence to reflect on the consequetnces, both
as regards the future security of the glvernmeot
and the fate of Union men in thoe outh. it these
men who once attempted to break up the Union
succeeded in grasping the power of the nation
again. I bad seen that, while professing with
their lips renewed allegiance to tte flag and
oblivion of the past, that, emboldened by the
i pacific policy of the President, they were hecom-
igs arrogant, intolerant and dictatorial. They
glory in the apparent schism between the Presi-
dent and Congress on the policy of restoring the
States latey in -rebellion, and rub their hands
with delight at the idea of a civil war in the loyal
States.

In view of all this array of strong, stubborn
facts, I frankly own that my views of the con-
ciliatory policy, in winning back to allegiance
those who have been engaged tn a war to destroy
the Union,- have undergone a change. The in-
tolerant spirit engendered by slavery still eaxista;
the lotaof property and failure of all their hopes
can nter be forgiven,. and though I regard them
as impotent to resist the constituted attthorities,a enforced by the presence of the military, yet I am
convinced they would renew the rebellion to-
morrow, If they saw a prospect of success.

Imtpressed with the truth of these views, fore-
'soeeing the necessity for the futore security of tlheUnion, and the safety of the lives of Union men

in the Sooth, that the amendment to the Constitu.
tion adopted by Congrerss, and submitted to the
several States tor ratihficoation., should prevail; endfully realizing the fact, that the amendment would
never be ratified by the present legislature--I
own, I was in favor of the reassembling of the
convention of 1864, af the only meas of secuar-
ing ratification as required, and thereby ensure thenadmission of our Representatives into Congres.

The legalright of the convention to continue
its functions, ls a question, I stppose, ptlpercly
pertaining to the courts to decide. Slaators atl
Representatives in Congress, of gegiat learnitg,
and men of high legalattaintments in Sewn Orleans.
have expressed the opinion that ntrler tile resolu-
tion of adjournment, the convention could law-n fully re-assemble. A distinguished Demoocratic

Senator in this city took the same view. For my-
self, if I had any doubt on the sublject, tlticli I
have not, I should have deferred to the opinion of
abler men,.

The total number of delegates composing theconvention was one hundred and fifty; the number
Selected, ninety-three. The quorum was ficled at
seyenty-six, this number being a majority of the
whole. There were twenty-seven parishes repre-
setted in the conyention, entitled to fifty-one del-
egates, and adding thereto, ten vacancies to be
filled would make sixty-one delegates to be
elected.

Besides, there were some ten or twelve dele-Sgates, who, disapproving the emancipation clause,
refused to sign the Constitution, and who may be
ranked with the extreme conservatives. Counting
the sixty-one delegates to be elected to be of the
same class, and the balance of the convention to
be radical, it will he seen that parties would haverbeen nearly equnally divided. I have gone into

Sthese details to show the falsity of the charges
rthat have been made that the convention would

t not have represented the wholepeople, and that
Sit wan intended to be peaked. Everyparish wonuld
have been represented--about one-half having
elecoted their delegates in 1864, and the other half
in 1888,making a just equihibrium between those
who opposed and those who sustained the cause
of the Confederacy.

There are no sdfrnahisilng clauses in the Con-
stittleon of 1864. The much abased members of
that body hadItia their powerto have made a Ctoi -
stitntioo. astringent against those engaged in the
rebellion, an Teanessee and Missouri have done.
They punrsued an opposite course, believing and N
trusting as I did, that these men would be actu-ated by a spirit of tolerance and forbearance, in h,
retarn for the liberality shown towards theta. 0
How the members of that convention have been a
treated individually by the very men in whose 1
honor and good faith they trusted, to say nothing N
of the scorn and vnlllfleation fulminated against athem as a collective body, and the Constitution d,
they made, let the record of the bloody doings at
the Mechanics' Institute on Monday, the 30th alt.,a,•wer.
In keeping with their unrelenting policy to main-

tain the power of the State in their own hands ex-
clnsively, they opposed the meeting of the con-vention of 1864. They needed no bettor monitor
than their own conscience, to tell them, that by
their proscriptive conduct, they had forfeited all
claim to farther liberality from the original mem-
bern of that convention. They resolveditmust beput down, crushed out at all risk, and the terriblescenes of the 30th of July, confidently predicted in
case the convention met, was the result.

The letter of Mayor Monroe to General Baird,
accompanying this communication, is convincing
proof that it was the'determination, if every other
means failed to resort to force. Everything was
arranged on Sunday preparatory to that purpose.
The police received their orders, and on Mondaymorning they were in large numbers at the corner
of Canal apd Dryades streets, each having one or
more revolvers on his person. Why were theythere, except to commit violence ? Admitting all
that has been charged against the speakers at the
Friday.night meeting; they counselled nothing
mote, than the blacks should come armed to de-
fend the convention in tase the members were at-tacked; admitting they had assembled there forthat purpose, what occasion was there for alarmn.
unless it was meditated to assault the convention?
The inference is Irresistible from the massing
of the polce alone, that it was designed
to break np the convention by force. For
this purpose a beginning was necessary
and opportunity sought for. This soon oc-curredby the arrival of a procession of blacks,
with munsic, onp their way to the place of meeting
of the convention, which procession had to enter
thpe street, throngh the crowd of policemen and
Cfztph at the corner df Canal, and were met
with insults and jeers, whncb brought Ont a clli-sion. A, hot was.Bred, but ended in nothing sert
on. The net acst of violence was the arrest of a
colored man by a policeman, in front of the
InttitUte, Vt for what offense I am unable to
nay. The crowd of colored persons assembled,
naturaily betcame excited at this occurrence, the
same as a bpdy of white men would do under the
lame eircuma MnCee. Some took the side of the
POliomen. othere the side of the prisoner; brick-
ats were thrown, and a shot fired, the testimony
