Some eg
twelve or fifteen negroes advanced down Dryade fa
street to a brick pile and commenced throwing fir
bricks into the crowd toaards Canal street. At oti
this time there was a considerable accession to st
the police force, who were deployed across Dry- in
ades street. The order was given to clear tine r
street, and they advanced toward the Institute. dt
The first fire from the police appeared to have no ho
effect on the crowd of negroes. The second fire n
drovemost of themfronthe rickpilebac towarda ul
the Institute. I noticed one negro who continuedi nt
throwing bricks and calling o the crond of ne- I w
groes to cone forward. At this time many of the o
police were engaged in trying to keep the crowd ul
of white citizens back out of Dryades street. i no
Snoticed a person dressed in United States otlicer'a w
uniform co-operating with the police.

Besides in New Orleane, 145 Esplanade street, I

am recorder of conveyances in this city. On the30th of July, 1866, about 121 I went to the In-
stitute; went into private secretary's office. I
bad been there but a few minutes when the fight
began right under the window. I was looking nut
of the window ; I saw little white boy trying to
escape from the negroes; he sheltered limself be-
ind sa pile of bricks and picked up two brichks

and faced the crowd of negroes that was chasing
him " they made a rush at him; he threw his two
bricks and started to run. At that time a police-
man seized the boy by the arm and waved his
hand towards the pursuing negroes, telling themi
"keep off, he is arrested. "The policeman at this
time was moving very fast from the crowd of
negrges, when he was fired at by some one of the
negro crowd; two shots were fired at him; he re-
turned the ire over his shoulder. At thit moment
the ferin became general on both sides,
almost mmnltaneously. The negroes were
driven off by the police, some going ofland others
taking refuge In the building. I remained in the
room about an hour with the reporter of the
"Times" and several other persons. i pasred outby the front door of the braiding. I noticed about
twenty negroes in the vestibule, some five or sixof whom had revolvers in their hands. I asklted i
them what they were doing there; they said they
were sent there to guard the convention; two of
them were wounded; firing was going on at the
tite ; t passed out without molestation. I hoard a
man (white man) inthe vestibule, his name I think
is - , at one timo a harbor master here, say
to the negroes, damn you, shoot them. When Igtotnt leftll and saw nothing more of conse-
quence, bnring thetime I was inthe secretary's
uffice, Mr. RI F. Dannuy and Judge Howell came
in. Both of them were muck alarmedt during the
progress of the riot' ountside. It. a'. Daunoy was
armed white in the secretary's offioe.

The riot on Monday, 1tcth
July, 1t06, was the result of the meeting on Fri-
day night, the 27th July, 1r6o. At that meetinge a
on Friday night severalspeakers addressed a mnl-et1
tittde of negroes ant some white persons, oilpo- e
rite the Mechanics' Institute. All of the speakers
whom I heard used most violent language, ptarti, -
larly a man named Dostie, who asugested to tie in
crowd that unless the rights of loy:t citizren and ti
his colored brethren were onceded, tlhat the an
streets of ewn, Orleans would run withe reliel
blood. Farther on in his remarks, he urged, for
thesame reasons, the extermination of tile pe-
pie-meaning those who were not of his way of at
thinking. In reply to those remarks of Diostie,
the negroes yelled, "We will! we will!" The at
remarks of the other speakers wl om I heard, were d
pretty much of the same character as those made cc

oy Dsthie. I considerthst that meeting, and those
harangues, were the causes of the bloodshed that w
followed on Monday. Dring the riot of Monday,
the police used every exertion to save the lives of P
Messrs. Hahn, Howell, Shaw, and many others tB
whom I did not recognize, even to the peril of tb
their own lives. Speaking of Dostie's speech--
after exhorting the negroes to the extermination
of the whites, and intihe same strain, and develop-
in his aegaments, he called them "Hell-born and
hellbound villains, or scoundrels-God damn

them." e ended by exhorting the negroes to
come to the meeting at Mechamca' Hall, on Mon- at
day, armed, and he wanted no cowards amongst a
them. During the meeting of Friday night, 27th
July, 1866, I was on the balcony of my house, op-
posite the Miechanicsg' Institute. h

Thsloetingswas addre=edt by h
several speakers, ands not giving my attention at
the time to the meeting I am uoable to testoiy as
to much that was said by them. I heard one ot the I'
speakers-say that the "rebels" had whipped us at I
Bull Run.and Manassas, ail load kept whipping
us until the naatre eiizens of Louisiana (I think
he called them) with the dark skins, load been
called on, when we had succeeded in saving the
Union, the colored men thereby entitling them-
selves to the right to vote, or words to that tffect.
