But it is asserted in suppo4 of the
authority claimed by the congress now in posses-
sion of power, that it flows directly from the laws
of war; that itis amongthe rights which victorious
war always confers upon the conquerors. and
which the conqueror may exercise or waive in his
own discretion. To this we reply, that the laws
in question relate solely, so far as the rights they
confer are concerned, to wars waged betweeu
alien and independent nations, and can have no
place or force, in this regard, in a war waged by
a government to suppress an insurrection of its
ownpeople, upon its own soil, against its author
ity. If we had carriedon 0 uccesful war against
Sany foreign nation, we might thereby have ac-

qmuired possession and jurisdiction of their soil,
