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MARTIAL LAW IN DONINO.

It is pleasant to us to sac agreeable things.

It sharpens our appetite. It improves our di-

gestion. It makes our heart smile. It puts
us in a goad humor with the world; and it

makespa-think we are a very good natured

fellow ourself when we can smile away the

ditly disposition of the less genial. Especially
were we in a good humor at the recent con-

junction of Fort Sumter and Plymouth Rock.
We almost forgave the Mayflower for not foun-
dering at sea. We thought that a little of the
chivalrous spirit of South Carolina mingled
with the generous wines which flowed in the
city of Brotherly Love, might, if freely im-
bibed by the Saints, have lessened that acer-
bity of disposition for which they are noted,
and might have infused into their souls enough
of humanity to induce them to unbend a little
from their stiff uprightness and consent to
mingle with "human mortals" like ourself.

We "smiled" several times over the har-
mony of the Philadelphia convention. It
seemed to us an assemblage of patriots and
statesmen, who met to assist the great work
of the President in "unrolling the Constitu-
tion;" in burying the dead issues of the past ;
in resuscitating the kindly feelings of the
various sections; in.discouraging the presence
of despotic influences throughout the country,
and in renewing the uitality of the republic.
We saw beatific visions in the future. We
saw the lion and the lamb 1Ting down to-
gether-not, as at present, with the lamb
inside the lion--but peacefully, side by side.
We heard generous sentiments uttered in
Faneuil Hall. We saw Lowell freely disgorg-
ing the "fond shekels of the tested gold,"
and returning to their proper owners sundry
spoons, forks, sugar-tongs and other legiti-
mate spoils of war. We saw the Father of
Rivers expand into that inland sea which
binds tqgether so many indicsuluble itoterests.
We heard no more
" The neighing steed, and the shrill trump.

The spirit-stirring drum,the ear-piercing ife;'
but instead, the soft cooing of the turtle and
the amatory note of the shepherd mingling
with the lowing of grazing herds, bespoke the
return of that peace and happiness which are
assoitited with a golden age far different from
that of Butler in New Orleans.

This bright .vision of dawning prosperity
added to our delight, for we are of a peaceful
disposition, and a shepherd's life possesses
many attractions for us. And though we are
no Orpheus, our genius in music being, in
alet, limited to a very indifferent execution on
the jews-harp, ouamr feelings were so harmonious
that our soul was thrilled by such dulcet tones,
that Apollo :must have envied us the enjoy-
ment of a melody so sweet

And while indulging the pleasing anticipa-
tons which so charming a picture brings be-
fore the fancy, we felt that the sketch was a
reality, when we heard the President proclaim
"that peace, order and tranquility and civil
authority now exist throughout the whole of
the United States of America."

Encouraged by such reassuring words,
officially promulgated, we looked hopefully
forward to the future, assured that our bright
dreams would not prove altogether "a pastoral
fable." We felt tat we could eat our frugal

meals in peace ; and even looked hopefully
forward to the happy time when the little flock
which an illusive faney had assigned us might
grow in numbers as we waxed in prosperity,
and thud enable us to offer"to the Phillis of
our affeotfons the whole of our heart, and the
half of our flock. Already our feelings were
beingmovedtotenderness, whenwe bethought
ourself of the various pathetic speeches of
love-stricken shepherds, as rendered by the
poets, from whose works, we would remark,
we have chiefly derived our profound knowl-
edge of pastoral life. We were becoming vain
enough to think it not impossible that the
cherished hopes of many a vanished year
might yet be fulfilled in the happy fruition of
those fond expectations which disconsolate
swains are accustomed to indulge ; and our
heart was beginning to awaken to a full sense
of the' felicity of that lucky animal whose
happy fate was hymned in such pathetic strains
on the pastoral harp of T. Hood, poet :

"When Peggy's arms hcr dog imprison,
How much I wish my fate was his'a ;
And often would I stand and turn
To get a pat from hands like her'n."

It was a declaration of martial law without re-
servation, ' simple, of itself," like 'Falstatios
sack.

No. 15 is the order of Gen. Sheridan which
announces, in effect. that General Baird':
martial law was not the precise quality of the
article best suited to the occasion; that ' .martial
law," however, "will be continued and en-
forced so far as may be required for the pre-
servatiop of the public peace and the protee-

tion of life and property." We may infer fromn
this that Gen. Baird's martial law may have

had other objects than the preservation of the

public peacoe and the protection of life and

property. But No. 15, while thus diluting
the strength of the raw article prescribed in
No. 60 by the addition of a little "1pullet-
sperm" to Gen. Baird's "'brewage" still left

the prescription on the books, to be applied,
we suppose, in case the strength of the patient

should be sufliciently restored to admit of its
use.
But No. 2 annuls Gen. Baird's martial law.

It wipes No. 60 out of existence. But as No.
15 is precisely the fourth part of No. 60, the
proper harmony of figures could not be pre-
served without a fresh combination of 15 with
2. No. 2 accordingly reiterates No. 15, which
being thus re-invigorated by the fresh impulse
given by Nc. 2, is supposed to have increaosd
the intensity of its martial power sufliciently t,

leave No. 10 in the cold and to reign instead.
We have accordingly only to discos er the exar t

proportion of martial law in this latest "br ew-
age" of No. 15, to be fully aclquainted with v::r
duties as geod subjects.
We are informed in the order itself that ii

is only "martil Iaw," to "he otin a d

enforced so f.r ra- ma be requied or t

preservation of the public peace an :e l:I
tection of life and propertyv." T:e czar u:
Iussia exercises something like that ilnd of
martial law over his dominiosns, a cept that
he usually states what "smay be required."
The sultann o' Turkey has a like fancy for ardi-
trary rule. e -en the king of Dahomey exert-
himself to maintain the public peace -o ans'lo-
gous principle,, barring his want of
thordugh acquaintanee with the mystery of
figures. It is also the custom of some of the
more powerful of the Chinese mandarins.
Any the ruler of the Japanese would probably

be tempted to commit hari'-kari if thwarted
in his purpose of maintaining "the public

peace" in his own way. But in a country of
constitutional law, where the civil authorities
are officially declared to be supreme, we
regret to see the military authorities reitera-
ting their.defiance of the established laws of
the land.

We had hoped different action from General I

Sheridan. He has proved himself a gallant I
and a brilliant soldier. We had hoped he
would set a worthy example as a citizen of
obedience to the laws. If he arrogatesto him-
self a superiority to the Constitution and the
laws of his country, and sets up his will in
opposition to them, how can he reprove others
for doing the same thing? But this last
declaration of martial law is nothing less than
an assumption of complete control over every I
department of the civilgovernment. He tells
us that he will "enforce" martial law for cer-
tain purposes. But martial law is military I
rule, which overthrows all law and installs
itself instead. General Sheridan may assert
that he does not intend to interfere with the
constituted civil authorities ; but as martial
law is simply the exercise of his will, he may
change his opinion to-morrow. Besides, he
has already interfered with the ci-:l law when
he declares himself above it, and announces
that he will enforce martial law as far as
he may think it necessary. And if it be not
necessary to interfere, the publication of his
order is reduced to an officiald absurity, and
a needless assumption of power.

Gen. Sheridan has been betrayed probably i
by the impolitic action of his junior i'nto a
wrong position. When he first camei to
Louisiana it was' to suppressa certain govern-

sments that were in opposition to that of the

United States, and to restore the authority of
the United States Constitution. He ]Ias done

this. He forgets that thd authorities no, 1
here are as much those of the Unitd

States as he himself is, and that in sup-
pressing them he is in fact defying the laws I
and the Constitution of his own government.

We think that he must soon regret the false C
position in which he has placed himself--will
gracefully withdraw from his attitude of deti-
ance to his government and will lend his sup-
port "to the preservation of the public peace"
in the mode pointed out in the laws and the
Constitution.

Mr. Lemuel Lane, of Newbergy district, S.

The paymaster general's department is daily
receiving from five hundred to one thousand

appliaeitions for extra bounty, under the equal-
ization act. As the military board having in
charge the preparation of rules and regula-
tions qffecting the disbursement of the Sf0,-
000;000 has.'not yet reported, these claims will
probably retnain on file for some months yet.
It is stated that Paymaster General Drice will
officially inform all interested in this appro-
priation,as soon as their accounts shall be
ready for adjustment,

At Tipton, Mo., on the 28th of July, the
Rev. Harvey Chapin, Presbyterian minister,
aged 60 years,oandlate of Michigan, was burned
to death by the accidental catching fire of
his dwelling house. Himself and three chil-
dren were at one time safe from danger, but
in his anxiety to reach a trunk lying at the
head of the stairs, and containing a ssmali
amount of gold, he fell with the burning
stairs, and in a moment more the entire roof
fell upon-him.

Exactly so; but why not thein tax nhat
ten cents a bushel, and Indian corn four
cents a bushel, and butter three cents a
pound and eggs two cents a dozen ? Why
see:ct cotton as the solitary agricultural pro-
dunct to be nmade the object of taxation ? The
fact is that no such oppressive and onu-rous
tax as this exists in the civilized world, and it
is made doubly unjust by the thct that all
other agricultural products are free of taxation.
The impost of three cents a pound on cotton
is about equivalent to ten per cent. on the gross
market value of the crop. Ten per cent
which is at least double the averago of profit
returned by capital invested in agricultural
pursuits. Now, suppose that this rate of
taxation were carried out in all branches of

agricnltore, and that one-tenth of the .ross
v:une of all fIarmt' products thrioughout the
country were seized by the govcernimnt, whst
woual be the rcan!t The value of the t,•ar
pr,:ets te tiie United Statea is about three
thousand million dirllars ; ten per c. nt.

which they are om ere noitted. The Tribune
thinks that as the debt has to be paid, it
mrokes little difference who pays it. Yory
well-admit the proposition. But after all
it seems very strange that so much pains was
taken to sin-1e out cotton for taxation whilst
add other agricultoral products were suf tred

to go scot free. If it makes so little differ-
ence who pays, o why were not the corn

growers of Illinois and the wheat
growers of Ohio and New York
called on for a trifle in fter the way of contribu-
tion to pay off that sacred public debt? Why
were not the potato raisers of Maine, and the
hay farmers of the ,middle States, requested to
add a small sum to the annual revenue of the
country, just outry of gratitude for the preser-
vation of the Union and the triumph of the
old flag? If it makes so little diference who

pays, why is a drawback to the whole amoutton. It
of the tax allowed to the manufacturers of
metton goods--but only after the tax has been

paid by the planter? The fdrt is that the
whole history of taxation in these modern
times shows nothproitble bing so unjust, so tyrannical,
and at the same time so ignorantly stupid as
this tax of thrhiee cents a pound on cotton. It
will be sure to work injury, even to the govern-
ment which expects to profrtnbe it , and especi-

ally to the class for whom the dominant party
profess so tender a regard. If cotton raising
is so profitable a business as it is assumed to
be by the contrivers of this tax, so enormous
an impost as ten per cent. on the gross pro-
ceeds of the crup will reduce its profits to so
great an cxt,_.nt as to drive capital out of the
businer-s. Thus the wealth of the co'natry
muiast he diminishetd to the extentthat indu'itrc
tails to rentp its nat-atd rewuard. The c-ta
ma:ifacr tuners, swo s erc the chief schet:rs in
this t fir, ill olerr that they might obtlin a alo-

noplry of thle i:,•nm. roewn cotton, wili event-i
ally linad that thuir supply is cut short, ani their
priti s propoi:tionately sctsened : and the :on-
sumers of otol., goids--that is to siay, the

whole people-will sufibr in the enhancued
price of clothing. And, in the meantilne.
while these processes are going on, the wages
of the negroes will inevitably be reduced, in
the first place by the efforts of the employers
to accommodate themselves to the exigencies
of this unparalleled burthen, and finally by
the reduction of profits accruing from the less
remunerative pursuits into which capital will
ultimately be driven, and, in the end, it is
pretty sure that the government itself will de-
rive no increase of revenue from this tax. The
machinery of collectors, assessors and weigh-
ers, established for its collection, will absorb a
portion of it ; another portion will be off set
by the diminished ability of the cotton plant
ers to pay other taxes, and perhaps all the
Idst will be more than balanced by the ne-
cessarily diminished consumption of those
articles of necessity and luxury in which a
large part of the tax would have been expend-
ed, and which are all subject to internal re-
venue duties.
