atill more remarkable ias ile suppl; of water to
Glasgow, the cmnmereial metropolis of the west
of Scotland. Good water being much needed in
that city, it was deternined to tal Lo h :,atrine.
at a distance of twenty-five miles. The -saler is
370 feet above the sea level, and its quality very
fie, having only one degree of hardness, and io
all only two grahls of solid matter to the gallon.
The water is first conducted by a tunnel lo975 feet
long through a mountain, and then by aquoeducts.
pipes and tunnels to the reservoir near Glasgow--
a distance of about twenly-five miles.
These are great works and worthy of the ad-

vanced civilization which characterizens the age.
But efforts 1.re now being made, in England. to go
far beyond any previous achievements in this
respect. Most probably.before filtecn yenars hrve
passed, London will be supplied with pure water
from the takes and rivers of North Wales, a dis-
tanet of one hundred and seventy miles, and a
bold engineer haa proposed that Manchester and
the leading towns in the cotton-spinuing districts
of Lancashire shall get their supply of water from
the lakes of Cumberland and Westmoreland.

There has recently been laid before tie town
aouncil of Liverpool a plan, which was first pro-

posed to that body twenty years ago, for supply-
ing Liverpool with water from Lake Bala, in
Wales, where the river Dee has ins rise, a distance
of sevorntyeight miles, and it is probable that
this great work will be aceomplished. 'te
It has been calculated, on very close examina.
tion, that the Bale Lake can supply 3,469,554t00i
cubic feet of clear and pure water every year-
'equal to 21,622,607,483 gallons-being a minimum
'yield of 50,000,000 gahonos each day. As tile
population of Liverpool is now about 500,000, this
wonld give one hundred gallons of water per day
to each man, woman and child, which is very
much more than they, can cbnsume, the number iff
biaths in private houses there being very small,
chiefly awing to the present inadequiate osupply of
water.
If the Bale lake be tapped, Liverpool will tavo

suticileht ater therefrom for double her present
population. The present average consumprion of
each inhabitant of Liverpool is only twenty gal-
lons of- water per day. Lirerpool is not much of
a manufacturing town, and therefore not nonch
water is used for trade purposes. The engilneer-
ing difficulties are few-only a few aqueducts, in-
chiding one over the Mersey far below the town,
and about one and a quarter mile of tunecllini.

Either this plan will be accepted, or another
most costly aud difficult, for getting water from
Gmberland"at a greater disl•nce andl through a
smountainous district. The cost of bringing water

into Liverpool fronm the Bale Lake is estitunted at
i$7,500,000, but there is so much guess woont i
these sort of rough calculations that it will probh-
bly amount to $10,00,000 or even as nmunch as
$12,000,000; not too large a price to pay for good
water and abundance of It in a great city.
It in admitted that the supply of water in Phil-

adelphia in tnadequate. In taoe summer there is
not enough of it, and in the winter it is muddied
from the rain and floods. Besides, few will main-
tain that the water of the Schuylkill, at Fair-
mount, is pure. It has been proposed to follow
the example of New York and other great cities,
and bring a sufficient supply of good water fronm
some dantanee. What bas beet done, within
living memory, in Marseilles, New York
and Glasgow, and the propositions (almost
certain to be acted upon) of supplying London
and Liverpool with water from North Wales,
ought to quicken our action for the same purpose.
The next censusa will show a population of over
eight hundred thousand in this city, and its in.
crease may be relied on. It is absolutely .teces-
sary to provide good water and abundance of it,
even if we must go to the expense of conveying it
soame distahce from the Detaware.-[Phila. Press.
