Aung. 17.-The acting commissioner of internal
revenue has decided that by the ninety-sixth sec-
tion of the act of Jne i0th, 1864, flax prepared
for textile or felting purposes until actually woven
is exempt from tax, and by the tenth section of
July 1oth, 186. flax and the manufactures thereof
are exempt from tax. The maoufactures of
fa are thread and cloth, and as such are ex.
empt; but if ach anufactnres are purchasedfrom the original manufacturer or in market and
made into thread yarns, warps or clothing by thepurchiaser such articles are not exempt from tax-
ation, as they are not manufactured from flax ;
the word manufacture being construed to mean
the primary operation of separating the fine fiber
er skin of the plant by Ihacking or combing.
Cloths, fabrics or articles composed in part of
flax and partly of other material, are not regarded
as manufactares of flax, and are not exempt from
tax.

Crash, diapers, eheetinge, etc., the warps ofwhich are cotton or other materials, and the fill-
ing flax yarn, are liable to a tax of 5 per cent. adSe ram ender the new law. When such fabrics
are dyed, colored, printed or bleached, if pre-vious sly asmeseed and the tax paid thereupon, they
are liable o aly to atax of 5 per cent. on their in.tIcreased value.

a dent crop of last year; that fall wheat, though insome sections injured by the severe frost, is gen-
nerally very heavy on the ground, and has promise
fof being of a very fine unality. Ifahe crop of bar-
ley is enormous, exceeding even the heavy crop
of last year. It is by far the finest ener known.

It is remarkable that almost every country hasa the same report of aboundance. The front town-
ships on Lake Ontario of late years have beena al-
most barren. The midge or the weevil have de-
voured the crop before it was ripe, and the farm-r ersa have had the wretched yield from well-cleared
farms of five to ten bushels per acre. All this isf now changed. Some of these same farmers have
Snow crops of unexampled magnitude and qnallty,
Sthe yield being estimated as high as fifty bushels
to the acre. The country in the interior, especially

[tle newer and more recently settled, continues to
yield as in past years, only more abundantly. The
fall wheat crop m one county north of Toronto, isa estimated at an average of thirty-five bushels to
the acre, a yield which is quitee ual tothat of the
agreloltoral districts of Great Britain.

We write, of course. with the knowledge that
the crop is not secured. The above is as yet only
in prospect, and experience warns us that many
chatces may intervene to prevent the fulfilmentt
of these expectations.
