Rumors of Mr. Stanton's withdrawal fronm the
cabinet are again afloat. He was more obnoxious
to the Northern conservatives than any one in Mr
Lincoln's cabinet, ra tie despotic measures of the
war were more attributed to him than any one
else. At the Philadelphia convention some pro-
posed that a resolution e adopted asking his re-
moval, bhat it was determined to leave it to each
delegation to take such action asaa thonghtbest.
Mr. Stantoli is certainly not ic sympathy with the
President's policy ; and in many respects his re-
moval is very desirable. He is kept, I think, in
office to give a sort of loyal republican sanction
to the administration; for no one can charge him
with being in league with traitors. There is no
certainty that he is to quit the cabinet. Unless
the change takes place by September we may
assume that it is not now in the programme, for at
that time the cabinet sets out on its reconstrueted
basis, by Brolwning iking Harlalo's place.

There is no doubt but that retmovals from office
will be a policy more generallyadoplteld thuan here-
tofore. This is the vital question in tile Sonthern
States. Some of the delegates to the late ctoncll-
Sion didn't hesitste to say they cotld do nothing
without removals. Politics tllcre means buiness.

The impression in the estcinformed circles lere
is that Maximilian is tottering to his fall. Tile
success of tile Liberals. tile failure of the eoltpress
to obtain fcrthrr aid in Europe, tile exisoocies of
the European governments torbidding attention to
Mexican athairs, with the eideil t disposition Of
the government of tis Unsited States to throw
their weight against Maxmiilsan, all cousiro tol
show tihat tie fates are against him. Tile Pres-
denthas been urged to tale a more decided stand
with Maximilian, but Mr. Seward's necessitated
war diplomacy has been o mtncle on the govern-
ment.

The radicaipress is busy trying to give a newo
start tothe New Orleans riot exciteennt. It is
Sasserted that the only radical paper in New Or-
leans is suspended for fear of nlob violence, and
all the Union men are supposed to have notices too
leave served on them. These troubles in your
city were a perfect God send to the radicals, atnd
they cannot afford to be done with them.

The call for a National Union Convention of
soldiers, to meet at Cleveland, is considered an
important matter, and will be made a success. A
srong. demonstration of this kind will produce a
good impresion. It is crious that the maddest
men are those who were never in the fight. The
radicals see the danger of this soldiers' convention
and they have called one. They will try and
frighten the soldiers with the idea that the pen-
sions, etc., will be stopped, themoment the South-
ern delegates are admitted.
