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The basiness year just closed has been marked
sy increasing prosperity in our city and State,
and by a steady improvement in nearly every
department of trade. The effects of the late
disastrous war could not, of course, have been
entirely obliterated since its close, but the people

-everywhere appear to have been impelled by a
-determination to regain their former enviable
position, and none can fall to admite, while, at
the same time, all must feel astounded at the
'recoperative power exhibited by most of the
Southern States. The, losses inflicted upon
Louisiana in the partial and almost total destruc-
tion of her agricultural labor system has been
generally pronounced irreparable, as no reliable
substitute for slave labor had been anticipated

even by the most sanguine; but the patriarchcal
conduct of theplanters generally towards their
nervants, when the institution of slavery was
looked upon as perpetual, had so won
the ' affection of the better portion
of the recently emancipated descendants of
Africa that very many of them have been and
still are, laboring faithfully with their old masters
and most trusty friends, despite the unjustifiable
Sntermeddling of freedmen's bureau agents and
.all other adventurers. It is painfully true, how-
ever, that we can no longer calculate upon re-
ceiving 200,000 to 450,000 hhds. of Sugar, and
corresponding amounts of other crops as the an-
nual tribute of the Pelican State, but our expee-
tations are now quite restricted, while our hopes

are buoyant, and our faith in the future as strong
as ever. With a fair field and no intervention on
she part of radicals, or other enemies, we have
'the confidence and the manhood to work out a
glorious destiny. Without further preface we
enter upon a retrospect of the past year's opera-
tions, and in doing so may, for the purpose of
comparison, have to draw upon the columns of
our more favored neighbors, who remained in the
city and kept their readers posted on business ope.
rations throughout the war.

Cotton.
lThe market opened on tle Ist September, 183,

with a stock on hand of 83239 bales, and a good
demand for both the foreign and domestic account.
The Western rivers though falling, were yet navi-
gable for light draft boats and cotton was being
forwarded to market with the utmost dispatch
both by rail and water. 'The ruling quotations at
the close of business on the 31st August, were as
follows, viz : ordinary 30:32v.; good ordinary
35(,37c.; low middling 39OSi40c.: middling 42c.;

" Thepapersfromthe East and West continue to ts
discuss the condition of the large stocks of Wheat d'
stored in tile warehouses atChicago, andthe con e
elusion appears to be quite unanimous that the ti
grain is wholly unfitfor consumption, and that its S
presence anywhere the roming season, will be t

productive of mischief to the public health, par- n
ticularlyif the cholera:shouldprevail.

"We have information from Chicago which fully r,

confirms all we have said, with respect to the grain.
We are told that sogeneral was the disaster that a
befel the crop of Illinois and Indiana, that no nom-
her one Wheat came to Chicago. The board of
trade of that city, resolved to change the number, ft

and gave what wasbefore styled nunber two, the
rank of number one.

" The wetharvest extended everywhere in that T
region, asd as. the Wheat grown was naturally

soft, it was more liable to injury from dampness.
Our information isthat there isnodiy, hard,sound
wheat at Chicago, unless it be a little brought
from the northward-from Wisconsin, Iowa or
Minnesota-where the craps were fine and the
harvest dry. There is a large fleet ef'sail craft
and propellers lying at Chicago this winter. and
holders of this damagedVWheat intend to ship as
early as possible, to get the stuff off their hands
before the warm weather makes it whoUly worth-
less. They will push this grain to Buffalo,
Oswego and other ports below, and make the
best disposition of it that they can, proviced the
health authorities do not interfere.

" A New York grain dealer says the Wheat will

pat find a market there in the spring. He adds t

that the Chicago Wheat now lying in New York
is badly heated, and nearly spoiled already, and
he wants no more of that grain at any price. It
is now pretty well understood that the health su-
thoritiedlof New York will take action to exclude
the rotten and damaged Wheat from comieg to
that port. If that is done,then, of eo•nse Buffalo

and Oswego will decline to receive it, mad it will
go back upon the hands of the West to. enrich the
soil, or be fed to the swine.

" Tihe millers in Rochesters, so far as we have
conversed with them, fully concur in all that we
have stated with respect to Chicago wheat. They
ground some of this in the fall, which was pur-
chased for sound grain, hut which proved the re-
verse. The flour would not pass, and they lost
more or less by the operation. They deeline to
have anything more to do with Chicago wheat.
Their mills will stand Idle ii they cannot procure
grain elsewhere. They inform as that the crop of
last season in Wisconsin, Minnesota, and Iowa,
was not only large, but the grain was fine. They
will rely upon these States for supplies next
season, and they do not anticipated any scarcely
that will greatly enhance values. One miller who
traveled through that Northwestern region last
fall, says the quantity of wheat brought out by the
farmers exceeded his expectations fifty fold, and
all he saw was very choice."
