It therefore appears that, of the six district
judges, four-Abel, Thomas, Leaumont and
Duplantier-have always been Union men.

Of the five supreme judges, three, a ma-
jority-Labauve, Ilsaley and Taliafero-have
always been Union men, and Hyman, it is

We think if General Sheridan were only to
dismount from his stilts for a little while, and
tonsent to view facts and to draw inferences
in the same manner that ordinary people do,
he would perceive the great'injustice he has
done the judiciary in the representations he
has mase in reference to them. The misfor-
tune of his position seems to be that, while
ignorant of the tre sentiments of a people
whom he persists m governing, and almost I-
totally unacquainted with the individual ele
ments of the community, he nevertheless
fails to mingle suffieiently with them to
enable him to form an intelligent judgment
of facts that are plain to the whole com-
Rmunity.
