At Pittsburg, at noon yesterday, the river was
falling, with 23 inches water in the channel, with
clear weather, at a temperature of 88 degrees
above zero. By the mark at the waterworks the
river had fallen 4 inches during the twenty-four
houras preceding 6 o'clocke yesterday morning, at
wlich'time therewere 7 feet and 2 inches of water
in the channel. Darilng the remainder of the day
it continued to recede at the same rate.

Plrrsnuoa, Angust 31.-Quite a number of new
boats are being pushed forward to completion in
a quiet way at this point. The Ezra Portgr, a
new sidewheeler, for the Red River and New
Orleans trade, is almost finished, as is also the Belle
Vernon.
