most disagreeable and injurious weather has come
to put a dtamper on llt their htopes. Itrainsalmonst
continually every day. It is so long since last we
osaw a single clear day that we have almost for-

gotten- the appearance of the suit. Of course,
almost all cotton picking is at a stop; and if there
is ever so little a quantity picked, its quality is
greatly damaged by the heavy rains and the damp-
ness of the atmosphere ; in many cases threaten-
ing to rot while bcing stored, when not yet
completely dry. If the caterpillars should make
the" ac ppoasae after this, we may well enoter-
taio serious feartes of'what nmay be tlhe fate of the
greatest number of our planters. On this crop de-
pends not a little more or a little less gain, but
their very means of existence. If a crop ever so
small is secured, then there is some hope lelt for
the future ; but to those who will fail, there is hbut
the most desperate poverty and miseryleft.
The following frank and sensible notice is from

the Baton Rouge Gazette of the 4th inst. :
p Desiring at all times to deal fairly and candidly
wilth ouir frieods in the country, who depend upon
honest inforination to guide them in their inter-
course with our city, we feel bound to state, that
there have been several cases of tle cholera in
certain places in the outskirts of our city. The
places mostly infected with the disease are the
penitentiary and "catfish-town. A number of
the oases have proved fatal.
We believe it is generally conceded that

cholera is not a contagious disease, and need not
ioe feared on this account. It travels aboutin the
most mystcriouu manner, oftentimes visiting the
most healthy localities and passing over others
which, from inherent causes, would seem to
invite it.

We can hardly think that our country friends
would be running any risk of contracting the dis-
ease by coming to town at present, but of this
they will of course be their own judges. So far
as safety front cholera is concerned, one place
would seem to afford as much guarantee as anoth-
er-the citys much as the country-unless, per-
hbps, It he in the pine region, which is a safer
retreat, comparatively, from epidemics than any
other.
Tihe Opelousas Sentinel of the 1st inst., says:
During Othe week we have had almost daily

Ihard stoiwers of rain, and generaIIlly dark gloomy
weather, which mlst have sa bad effect on tlhe
:o:tt•l crop, which, as we remarked in another
place, is extremely protmisig. Si far, however,
we have lnot hard of any serious damage havion
teoen done, and clear weather ina day or two will
take all rlight again.

changed again, itd there is a prospect of its re-
nlainuig clear.
