'thle week were barely 30,000 bales, at a decline of

Ad. per lb on the opening rates. The closing quo-
tation last evening was 13d. for middling against
l;ijd. at tie opening of the week, our market pre-
sents nothing for special remark. The stockt on
hand is ample to supply any general demand, but
factors, in many cases, withhold their offerings,
and the supply upon the market is still restricted
and irregular. Tile weather to-day has been ex-
ceedingly unfavorable for outdoor operations of
any kind, especially transactions in the leading
staplll, as it rained almost continuonsly from the
opening of business to the close of the market.
The sales, nevertheless, foot up about1000 bales
at previous figures, but factors this evening were
less diposed to offer their supplies, in view of the
lprobable damage to the growing crop, by recent
heavy rains. As remarked in our lat, however,
the latter may have been partial, and may not
I fve extended to the whole of the cotton growing
country, but shoulb the contrary prove to be the
case, we may vory naturally calculate;upon a
hieavy falling off of former estimates of tihe grow-
ieg crop and of a proportional advance in plrices
at no distant day. iThe malnlet closed nusettled
thi o evening at yesterdays rla otationos ewhich 0we
repeat as folnulls, to-wit: Ordinary 2102,0;(, good
ordinary 2 0-29!e., •low middling 3(otdlo. and mid-
dling at 30% t:.
