New Otrlean. to hils father in this city, which
throws some additional light upon several points
connected with the late deplorable outbreak in
that oily, which, all acceountsasree, was provoked
by the attempt of an illegal body of men to ts-
semble and overthrow the constitution and gov-
ernment of the State-an attempt which was ac-
companied with the- vilest and most murderous
threats against all who might oppose them, anod

rlthetiotiiflediIatery harangues tothe negroes,
inviting.them to a carnival of blood.
The writer of the letter isa Boston man, and hil

testimony is entirely reliable. One cannot read
the account he gives of the determination of'a so
called conamission of inqiitry to take only sich
evidence as pleased them, without being en
lightened in regard to the way in which testimong
concerning the Memphis riot was taken and the
manner in.which reports from the South, so muco
applauded by radical 'papers, have been manu
factured.

The letter will be found worthy of a careful
perusal.

Dear Father-When I last wrote to you I im

piled a promise to give you a detailed account of
my experience in rendering i my "testimony" sc
called, before the burean commission convenec
for the ostensible purpose of investigating thl
causes of the late disturbance in our city, and t,
fix the Zesponeibility of the same upon the propet

Sparties. rwould that some more potentpen cools
undertake the work so- eminently desirable, o
showing to the woirld the partiality and injustice
of these "star chamber" investigations. Theit

lenormous abuses of power, their criminal per
versions and distortion of the facts brought to thtei
notice, and their arbitrary suppression of the it
terace of any facts which might tend to over
throw their prejudgment of causes brougit befuor
them for trial, cannot remain forever concealed
but it reste with us to see to it, that the disclosure
shall not be made at too late an hour, wheu, all
possible mischief having been accomplished, thic•
remain to us nothing but repentance.

During the time that the arrangements for bring
ing about a meeting of the " Convention of 1n0us
were isprogreas, thad been so situated as to bh
pretty accurately informed of the movements thao
were being made to prevent it from coming to
getheri and 1was enabled to form a correct ies
of the motives which actuated those in cenflic
withits ideas and designs. Indeed, fifteen min
utas before the meeting was called to order ofa that eventful day, I was present in the Mechanics
it Institute for the express purpose of ascertainin:
what the probabilities were that a riot would
ensue, in order that I might be prepared to take
energetic measuros,in case of need, for the troo
tection of the business, in carge which, dining
the absence of my employer, I hat been left.
Such being the case, the summons of the " Com-

mission" to appear before them and testify, swas
'recaeved with satisfaction and obeyed with alac-
rity, for I was convinced that my testimonywould
do much to correct the prevalent opisiou with
some people, thatthe outbreak was the initiative
steps an a programme of massacre, which, if not
inaugurated, was at least aided and encouraged
by the mhnlcipal anthorities, and which had for
ito object the extermination of Unioniats and the
re-establishment of Confederate rule.

Arriving at headquarters, I was.nshered into the
main hall, and there gratuitously informed by an
individual, who, if he was sot hired for that ex-
press purpose, was well calculated to excite curl-
osity as to the precise nature of his employment,
thatI had nothing in the world to fear (?)--that
the examination would be thoroughly fair and im-
partial-and that the committee had already ex-
amIned two hundred and fifty witnesses on both
sides of the question. (A very fair two weeks'
work, I thought, but said nothing.) Greatly re-
assured by the kind words and manner of this ur-
bane functionary, I entered the august presence
of the "commission." and was immediately sworn
to tell the truth. Having had some little experi-
ence upon the witness stand, I presumed that I
ahquld be, called upon to state all I knew of the
occurrences of the 30th of July, upon which testi-
mony I expected to be cross-examined. I could
have undergone this process with considerable
equanimity, but when, to my great astonishment,
they reversed. the process, and commenced with
the cross-examination, it was with difficulty that I
restrained myself from attempting to depose the
judge advocate, and reorganize the court upon
ideas somewhat more in consonance with generally
re-hoi edsnotiosj of what a court of justice should
be-a move which would probably hare cost me a
night or more in the guardhouse,

Isoon regained my composure, however, re-
flecting that the seat of power, greatness and
kiotledg o eas,'aftei all, not on the corner of
Julia and Carondelet streets, and that I should
soon be rceleased, s sadder, though a wiser man.
I therefore, for the remainder of the timue, amused
msyetf"avith a contemplation of the marvellous in-
genuity of these fellows, in proposing to me ques-
tions which they knew must be answered to their
apparent advantage, and incarefully avoiditg ts-
interrogatory which could have been otherwise
responded to. If the city authorities or the citi-aens of New Orleans finod any advocate present,
bi certainly did not make timseltf ntuuwn: and so
my testimony has gone in as all I know albout thelot. My testiony, to hbe see, amounted to verylittle; bsitenohbh, with the manner i whlich it
ras elicited, to show the "animus" of the iissuili-
tion, and to satisfy me that the result of its aInbors
sill not be worthy of credit.

Pass we now to the consideration of anothermost potent instrument for the gratilication of
malice and the furtherance of lauly ptrposecs. I
efer to the illustrated newspaper preis. As anexample there is none better than the journal
known as '" Idarper's Weekly.'

When a boy at school, I recollect tlhat I had i
more love for the piccures ia ty geography and
history than for the ioformatin contained ln the tittext; and I really gathered much informatlon,,
such asit was, from the representations of natia!a
objecto and htistorical events which werea therein

to my surprise, also, I learned the pictures in my-e
history of the execution of iMary Queen of Scotat,the death of Wat Tyler, tle surrender of Corna-
wallis, and ether events of hiltoric interest, were hfar from bmeng the productions of an artist whot l
was present on the spot, but were, on the con-i
trary, pure tietions of amind and conceits of a
brain which guided the hand of an artist, years t

and even centuries after those events had taken
place. Reflecting then weith what facility a tie
could be perpetuated by this means of transmis- tsion, which by appealing to the eye of the ihno- c
rant andunthinking, in the same manner as to

dthat of the educated ndjudicious, divest entilrely '
the history of events of those delicate lights andshadgaes of meaning which are so necessary to a
eotr bt understnding of tlem, and whicl can
alone be compassed by oral or written description. kSI early decided to accept with dilstrust all suelhi
popular means of concveying information, and to
Sgive the preference always to the evidence of my
owt senses or the verbal testimony of veracioust
witnesses.

The President'. St. Louli Speech.

At the banquet given to the President on the
9th inst.. by the citizens of St. Louis, Mr. John-
1 son made a speech, which we find but imperfectly

reported in the Republicaa of the 10th. We make
out from this report that, during the course ofthe
discourse, voices in the throng cried out, "New
Orleans "

The President then said :
Perhaps if yon had a word or two on the sub-V ject of New Orleans, you might understand more
habout it ttan you do. (Laughter and applause.)

SIf you will take up the riot of New Orleans, and

trace it back to its source, or to its immediate
cause, you will find out who is responsible for the
blood that was shed there. If you will take up
the proceedings in their caucuses you will under-
stand that they-the radical Congress--then knew
(cheers) that a convention was to be called which
was extinct, by its power having expired ; thatitSwas said,and the intention was that a new gov-
ernment was to be organized; and, in the organ-
ization of that government, the intention was to
0 enfranchise one portion of the population called
th., cclored population, who had just been emnan-dcipated, and at tio same time disfranchise -white
men. (Great cheering.)

When you read the speeches that were made or
take up the facts,-on Friday and Saturday before
that convention sat,-you will there find that
speeches were made incendiary in theircharacter,
exciting the black poplation to arm themniselves
nand prepare for the shedding of blood. (A voice.
"that's so!" and cheers.) You will also find that
the convention did assemble in violation of law,
and that its intention was to supercede the recog-
nI ized authorities to the State government of Lou-
Sisiana, which had been recognized by the govern-
ment of the United States, and every man eigaged
ini that convention, with tlhe intention of suplerced-
-ing sod upturning the civil government which hadSbeen recognizcd by the government of the UnLited

i State--I soy that he was a traitor to the Constliltu-
tion of the United States. (Cheers.) And hence,
a o tind that another rebellion was commenced,

I Laving its origin in the radical Congress. These
men were to go there; a government was to be or-Sgauized, and the one in Louisiana was to be super-
' ceded, set aside and overthrown. Arid then the
qlestion was to come tip, when they had estab-I lished their government--a question of political

Spower, which of the two governments was to be
recognized-a government inaugurated under this
defunet convention--set ip in violation of law,
and withiout the will of the people; then, when they
had established -their government, and extended
universal or impartial franchise, as they called it,
to this colored population, then this radical Con-
gress was to determine that a government estab-
lished on negro votes was to be the government of
Louisiana. (Voices"never" and cheers aud"hur-
rah for Andvd.'')

So much for the New Orleans riot; and there
was the cause and the origin of the blood that
was shed, and every drop of blood that was shed
is upon their skirts, and they area responsible for
it. (Cheers.) I could trace this thiing a little
closer, but I will not do it here to-night. But
when you talk about New Orleans, and talk about
the causes and consequences that resulted from
proceedings of that king, perhaps, as I have bepn
introduced here, and you have provoked ques-
tions of this kind, though it does not provoke me,
I will tell you a few wholesome things that have
been done by this radical Congress, in connection
with New Orleans and the extension of the elec-
tive franchise. I know that I have been traduced
and abused. I know it has come in advance of
me here, as it has elsewhere ; and that I have
attempted to exercise an arbitrary power in re-
sitting laws that were intended to be forced upon
the governmeit. (Cheers, and cries of hurrah.l
That Ihad exercised the veto power, (" Bully
for you.") That I had abandoned the party that
elected me, and that I was a traitor because I
exercised the veto power in attempting to arrest,
and did arrest for a time, a bill that was called a
freedman's bureau bill. (Cheers.) That I was a
traitor! And I have been traduced. I have been
slandered. I have been maligned. I have been
called Judas Iscariot, and all that. Now, my
countrymen, it is very easy to indulge in epithets.
It is very easy to call a man Judas, and cry out
traitor: but when one is called upon to give
arguments and facts, he is very often, found
waiting.
Judas Iscariot! Judas! There was a Judas

once, one of tike twelve apostles. The twelve
apostles had a Christ, and He never could have
had a Judas, unless He had had apostles. If I
have played the Judase, who has been my Christ
that i have played the Judas with? Was it Thad.
Stevens? Was it Wendell Phillips? Was it Chas.
Sumner? (Hisses and cheers.) Are these the
men that set up and compare themselves with
the Saviour of men, and is everybody that differs
with them in opinion, and that tries to stay their
diabolical aid nefarinni prolicy, to be dlrrnrnced
as a Judas? ("lurl-ah for Andyr" and eheers.)

Judases, there -were unbelievers. Yes, while
