Count of
Chambord will be universally regretted at Venice,
where he was much respected for his great ki;d-
ness of heart and general amiability.

The Emperor of Morocco, as a token of gratitude
to the medical art, to which he owes his recov-
ery from a severe illness, has ordered a French
medical man to organize four large hospitals in
the towns of Tetuan, Taffi, Tangiers and Fez.

It is asserted that a tradesman of Paris has the
intention of opening several " Bouillon," for the
sale of soup, etc., made from horse flesh.

A portefani called Smith and a woman called
Brown, by trade a huckster, both natives of Lon-
don, love each other tenderly and desa*e to be
united in marriage, but there is one obstacle to
their being so, for the fact is that one or other of
the parties is always in prison ; when one coames
out of the house of correction, the other goes in.
In a very short space of time, Smith has been im-
prisoned nineteen times and Mile. Brown fourteen.
The 10th of last month, however, for a wonder,
both were free at the same time, and everything
was prepared for the wedding. Unluckily, when
Smith, on the wedding day, was going to the
house of his fair bride to conduct her to chdrch,
lie could not resist the temptation of stealing a
pair of boots which were hung at a shop door.
Caught in the act, poor Smith, instead of going to
church, went to lrlisoa, and thus a marriage which
has been contemplated for five years, has been
again obliged to be put off.

A prison van arrived a few days ago at Toulon,
containing twelve young girls from 1I to 22 years
of age, all healthy and good looking. These
young girls, who will shortly be joined by sixty
others, have been sent from the house of correce
tion at Clermont, in the department of the Oise,
in order to be placed on board the Ceres, which
is about to sail for Cayenne.

It being the desire of the French government
to colonize that country, these young women are
destined to be married to those prisoners in the
penal settlement who have been distinguished for
theirgood conduct. Each couple will have agrant
of land and money advanced to them in order to
purchase the articles necessary for farming per-
poses.

Amongst the crowd of persons who, a few days
ago, were amusing themselves at the Jardin des
Plantes by watching the gambols of the monkeys,
of which the zoological society has so splendid a
collection, was an elderly gentleman who wore a
long beard. This gentleman, whilst watching the
playful animals, approached unconsciously too
close to the cage, when one of the mischievous
monkeys seized 'him by the beard, and drawing
his face close to the bars, commenced to causse
him in the most disagreeable manner. All efforts
on the part of the elderly gentleman to disengage
himself from the monkey's grasp were in vain,
and it was not until five or six of the spectators
had come his aid that AM. X. was rescued from the
animal's grasp, and this not without his beard be-
ing considerably damaged in the struggle.
