Crops on cUne River.

CANE RI VoR, Sept. 10, 1800.
Tn the Editor of the New Orleans Crescent.

Sir--In a note I addressed you a short time
aince, I promised to write again in a few days;
but I did not do so, from the fact that I desired to
give you correct information in regard to the
workings of the caterpillar. Up to within less
than a week the worms have been only menacing,
not destroying our cotton, but, as it were, all in a
night, they commenced their ravages, and ere this
reachles you, I doubt if a leaf or a young cotton
boll can be found on Cane River. It is remark-
able that they have been with us for over a month b
without doing the least injury to the cotton, con-
firming the theory, long since established among
tihe planters, that it is absolutely necessary for the
cotton weed to arrive at a certain stage of matu-
rity before it is attacked by the worm.

In 1858, I planted in cotton a piece of land
which hiad been inundated. About the 10th of I
September the worm appeared, destroyed all of r
the old cotton, and did not touch a.leaf of that i
planted a month later, nor was it touched by them t
after it reached maturity, though I account for t
tlhat from the fact that it was too late in the
season.

What will be the loss by the ravages of the
worms in this region, it is difficult to estimate, for-
the cotton crop, from an extremely unfavor- I
able spring was at least a month later t
than usual, and the large quantity of cotton V
planted after the devastating overfow in May.
Someplace theloss at one fourth, others at one t
third, whilst others put it at the low estimate of one I
half. Now, so far as the young cotton is con-
corned, I am convinced that there will not be
more thal one-tllird or one-fourth of a crop t
made, and as the quantity of old cotton thatl
escaped tihe high water is so small thine entire crop
we may safely say, of the parish, will not reach
an ordinary half crop. To this, let ous add, or de- t
ductif yon will, the labor producing tie crop, and t
if Natchitoches parish makes a half crop of cotton
the writer will be most egregriously deceived, and I
ie is one of the oldest planters of the parish.

If the ravages of tihe worm have been as great I
throughput the cotton region as along Red river,
then indeed was the writer in the New York Ex-
pIress within bounds when he wrote to fhat jour- n
nal, that the crop would not reach 1,20,00,. Mty t
estimate is between eight hundred thousand and a I
tmillion, and not a bale over it, and the probability 1

is that it will be under that number of bales.

These who pretend to calcnlate the extent of
the approaching crop do not appear to take into
the calculation that the freedmen do but about
two-thirds of the work they did anterir to enman-
cipation, and that as a general rule they go to
work about tunrise and eease their labors at sun-
set, which in every five days they lose a day's
wori;. Again, in a large umajority of cases they
claim and receive tile half c every Saturday,
which in a loss to tle planter during the y"ear, of
one entire working month. Neither is it taken
into the calculation tihe fact that there is not one.
1 all of the land usually planted in cotton now in
cultivtinvati nor is there one-half of the laborers
in the fields that we had anterior to the war.

What, then, is the legitimate reosult.1 Why, that
much less than a half crop, under the most favor-
able circumstances can iossibly be made. Taking.
then. the above facts together, which is the true
basi- lfor a calculation--particularly the late
spring, overflow and caterpillar-and the entire
crop of cotton cannot possibly reach a million of
bale..

trops In Northwest Loutyllna.

,Sir-The history of ia eason is the history of a
crop, and a person at all acquainted with the cul-
ture of cotton can approximate the yield of a crop
before gathering time by informoing himself of the
nature of the season, without hoving seen a single
field. In Northwest Louisiana the year 18GG stands
without a parallel for its disastrous casualties.
The backing up of the high. water took a large per
centage of its alluvial lands. The heavy, down-
pouring, incessant rains were. however, its great
inflic:-,n. These, setting in during the first week
of February, continued with scarcely any inter-
mi-eion until the second week of June. Bedding
up lime, which usually begins about the middle of
Febrclary, was delayed for wee-!:, and was finally
accoml,lished by skipping here eand there--chou"-
ing the dryest spote lirst, but struggling thlrogh
the mud all tile time. Planting, that sheold have
beeen flni-eied by the middle of April, was then
hardly begun. The planter delayed under the
trrlpe that le might still ib favored with a chan.e
tlr it his rough, mnld-broken ground ill better
order for the seed, or at leas that the rains
w eohl utp long enough to dry thle grounld,

so that he would not be cmrpelled to plant
in te moad. tle was fiially obliged to
put in the seed :raplhazard--mud or no mud. Al
large portion of tile seed sown was to oldl,or hadi
been badly saved; consequently the stands in
some cases were very defective, and in others
they failed altogether. Going through the scrap-
ing with such stands as could be got either by
filling up or replanting, his eflbrts were again
paralyzed and his hopes destroyed by the con-
tinuous floods, which, falling on the tender plant
after being scraped, and before the dirt, or rather
mud, could possibly be thrown to it for protection
and support, the plant was beat down into the
ground; washed up by the roots; drowned in the
drill or scalded to death by the pools of water
gathered around it. Nothing approaching a full
stand was heard of in the country. Less than
half a stand was the general condition. Planters
have an adage, that " if you don't have the stalks
you won't have the cotton."
Ou the 7th of May a most destructive hail storm

swept through this region, leaving scarce a ves-
tige of the cotton plant in its terrible track. All
then in tile extended range of tile storm at that
late sea.eon had 'to begin anew-plow up and
plantover-whieh brought the most of them to-
wards 'lhe lst of ,nay-. To work to advantage
dlrin•r tihe continuanee of the, heavy roinse was itn-
possible. The grass sprung up, choking the
plr ant and cheocking its growth, far ther
than thie plow and tile hoe could possi-
bly crt or cover it lup. gven where
fredirnen worked diligently, which was not al-
Ways the case, the cotnsequlentce \ear the crop
got aliostt irretrievably inr the grass. A great
dea! re-.e thrown away even ofll the short er pt I
the hand-plnlted ir order to try and save the
bnalance. In tile meantime thIe talk--choked
with crab gracs, shaded with weed-. drowned rby
daily llruds--madd hardly any growth. The rains
suddenly reased the second week of June. (12th.)
tlanters strained every nerve to clean out their
crop,r and for which they now had ample time, as
notea shower fell sufficient to cool the ail or or lay
the dcAt until about the middle of August. tl
doing which, however, es is always the case of
"cottonr in the grass," tie already delicieut stand
was still further reduced by the hoe. During the
prevalence of this long drought the thermometer
stood from ninety-three to ninety-eight in the
shade. A steady, dry north wind-not a drop of
moisture in it-continuing all the time, tIhe cotton
stalk threw off nearly tle whole of the middle
crop whilst suffering under this long drought ; the
fields looked scorched as if fire had passed
through them. On the 18th of August the
rains begun again, and there was a heavy fall
of water every day until the twenty-ninth:
since which, to date, there have been seven
rainy days. Where there is any size and
spread of weed• the bolls are rotting on the stalk,
and where opened the seeds are sprouting. Fol.
lowing the rains of August came the deslructive
army worms, and although " their effects may
have been somewhat exaggerated," yet I must
beg leave to differ from your state of the market
reporter when he says, in the issue of the 11th
inst., they "no longer attract special attention,"

ntless the remark be confined to the city. They
do occupy the continued and anxious attention of
the planter, as they are certain to destroy the

whole of the top crop and that portion of the
middle crop loft by the revele drought, not yet
suffioelntly naltured as to be beyodl their
reach.

As to the yield of the crop in all this section,
from the best information within my reach, it will
require from three to five acres to nake a bale as
a general tIing, whilst fron a half to three- I
fourths of a hale per acre will constitute the very
few and far between exceptions.

MONROE, LA., Sept. 15, 1866.
M fy object in dropping this note is to give youI reliable information in regard to the present con-

dition of the crops in this section of the country.
I Such Information, from accurate sources, being a

matter of consequence to the commercial as well as
lagricultural interests of the country, if desired,
s you may publish the same in your journal.

It has been too much the case with correspond- c
ents to take for granted what they have heard in a

i relation to crops-of this section particularly, and,

I dare say, it has been the case elsewhere-and to
f many who know better, it has been a source of

t some amusement. They have gone to both ex-
Stremes-somefor the fancied purpose of sustaining

r the credit of the section, and others, no doubt, a
I with the view of attbctiog the cotton market in

favor of the planters.
Heretofore, in old times, in determining the

good or bad character of a crop, comparison was
made between the amount of labor employed and
the quantity of land cultivated. Thus, the planter
I who worked forty hands, with four hundred acres
in cotton, would have been considered fortunate
to have made four hundred bales. This, now,
from the inefficiency of the free-labor system, is
lost sight of, and nothing is considered but the
general appearance of the crop, witlhout reference
to anything else, the amount of labor being on-

t derstood to be out of all comparison with what

,was formerly required. Tile inference, from this I
state of facts, must have an important hearing in
the calculations of those who attempt to foretell

I the extent of the crop.

I know of no mar in this country except, per-
I haps, Capt. C. W. Phillips, whose crop is in any- .
thing like the old ratio to the amount of labor em-

t ployed, and no crop, at the most faaorable season

of the year, which would have been considered
really good. What is the situation of thing, now,
the 15th of September, a time at which usually one-
lthird or at least one-fourth of the crop was
lhoused ? Picking has not fairly commenced, and
the cotton, so far, which has been gathered is of a
very ordinary character, rendered so by the con-
Oltinuous storms.

We have had almost constant rain for the last
month, commencing at a time when the crops
were suffering from an excessive drought. This
caused the forms, which would otherwise have
matured, to fall, and now, after this continuation
of stormy weather, the bolls, and the very cotton
itself are rotting to an alarming extent. To cap
the climax, the army worms, or cotton caterpil-
lars are making thread-work of every field. A.
I write, I look out upon a field of four hundred
acres, and from this distance ithas the appearance
of a dea of spider-webs.

More of the crop is younger than ihave everhe-
fore known, owinog to the extremely wet spring,
and the consequent difliculty of procuring stands.
Thile worm is particularly destructive to this. Tne
old cotton has been injured more by the continu-
ous wet weather than it will be by the worm.

All calculations, as to the crop here, (for I can
speak knowingly of none others,) have fallen
down one half from what they were six weeks
ago.

I was in the parish of Mforehonse on yesterday. I
saw but few small crops. The worm was there
doing his work. I saw several gentlemen from
the swamp, the cotton region of that parish. They
all assured me that the worm was at work.

It is impossible to calculate the amount of- dis-
tress which will be occasioned to the people in
the country, and to a great extent to those of your
city from a failure of the crops. Thousands
who had saved a little from the wreck of their
fortunes, emharked it all in this El Dorado vision
of becoming rich in one year. In many, many
cases, it had as well been thrown into the Missis-
sippi river. There is, however, one- class who is
hoenefitted, at all events-the freedmen, who have
been clothed and tenanted, well fed and taken
care of in sickness, and whlo sill end the year
with money in their pockets, if they havse been
frugal. Yours truly.
