Most favorable accounts continue to he given of

the immense and unprecedented corn crop, under
which the vast fields seem to groan. This is of
course the leading crop, as it has long been fur-
nisting the food bothl of men and animals. This
year'sgrowth would supply bread for the whole
continent.

But all of these crops of corn as raised from
year to year are not consumled by mnan and beast,
nor yet are they sold into a far cotuntry. A por-
tion, perhtaps a tithe, of each year's prolific
growth is embalmed. The living essence and
spirit of the corn is taken from the beady kernels
by a magical process, and is then intrued in ves-
sels of wood, stone or glass as a pious memento,
which grows more precious from year to year. In

Elfect of removta of Forests.

At one season the earth parts with its warmth
by radiation to an open sky--receies,at another.
an inmoderate heat from the nolbstruetcd rays
of the sun. Hence the climate becomes excessive,
and the soil is alternately parched by the fervors
of summer, and seared by the rigors of winter.
Bleak winds sweep unresisted over its surface,
drift away the snow that sheltered it fromt the
frost, and dry up its scanty moisture. Tile pre-
cipitation becomes as irregular as the tempera-
ture ; the melting snows and vernal rains, no
longer absorbed bya loose and bibulous surface and
pour down the valleys senaward, instead of filling a
retentive bedof absorbent earth, and storing up a
supply of moisare to feed perennial springs.

'The sail is bared of its covering of leaves, bro-
ken and loosened by tile plow, deprived of the
fibrous rootlets which held it together, dried and
pulverized by sun and wind, and at last exhausted
new combinations. The face of the earth is no
longer a sponge, but a dust heap, and tihe floods
which the waters of thie sky pour over it hurry
swiftly along its slopes, carrying in suspen-
eion vast quantities of earthy particles which in-
crease the abrading power and mechanuical force
of the current, and, augmented by tile an cd and
gravel of falling banks, till the beds of tihe streams,
divert them into new channels, and obstruct their
outlets. The rivulets, wanting their former regu-
larity of supply, and deprived of the protecting
shade of the woods, are heated, evaporated, and
thus reduced in their summer currents, but swol-
len to raging torrents in autumn and in spring.

From these causes there is a constant degrada-
tion of the uplands, and a consequent elevation
of tile beds of water courses and of lakes, by the
deposition of the minelal and vegetable catter
carried down by the waters. The channels of
great rivers become unravigable, their estuaries
are choked up, and Iarbors which once sheltered
large navies are shoaled by dangerous sandbars.
Tlie earth, stripped of its vegetable globe, growss
less and less productive, and conseqiueintly less
able to protect itself by weaving a now network
of roots to bind its particles together, a new car-
ipetig to shield it from winandan sun land scouring
rin. Gradually lit becomes altogetlhcer barrel.
The waonlieg of tile soil from the snoontains leaves
bare ridges of sterile rock, and the litct organic
mould which covered them, now swept down intoi
the dark low grounds, prmaotes a luxurianlce ofi
aquatic vegetation that breeds fever, and more in-
sidious forms of mortal disease by its decay, and
thus tile earth is rendered no longer lit for the
habitation ofman.--[>areh.
