In fact, the ob-
je$t of government, reduced to its simplest
empression, is the protection of precisely those
rights of life and property, which Mr. Stevens
declares to have been forfeited by the reduc-
tibn of eight millions of people to obedience
toithe •bernmhnt of'thelUnited States. The
DOclaration of Independence, a document

Not evsna th Czar of lRussia ever made any
distinction between his Polish and his Rus-
sian subjects. If he claimed to exercise the
power of exile aid confiscation he claimed
that power as well against Russians as against
PBles; by virtue of his supreme will as Czar,
and not by virtue of any additional powers
acquired by conquest, apart from the general
power to govern.

Austria, for nearly twenty years, made
strenuous efforts to induce the Hungarians
aid Venetians to send deputies to the Austrian
parliament, and, on the suppression of the
Hungarian insurrection the Aulie Council rat-
ified all the aots, except one, of the revolu-
tionary,goveranent. The doctrine in Europe
is, no*that'a conquered people lose their
rights of life and propeity -for this is a doc-
trine left now-a-days to cannibals and pirates--
but that as against foreign nations they lose
their right of separets government, and, as to
the dominant party, they become assimilated
to the people of that power in regard to their
po4itical rights and privileges. If, then, thepeople of the Southern States hold towards I

And so it
Sis if we rightly interpret the language of the
secretary when he declares that the object of
the proposed revision is to "render the ad-
ministration of this branch of the revenue i
system more simple, economical and effec-
tive," and to "better adjust and equalize the
duties on foreign imports with the internal
taxes upon home productions."

The existing tariff is complex and cumber-
some in the extreme, and it seems to have
been framed only with one object, that of
protecting certain classes of manufactures.
Indeed the whole revenue system of the

country appears to have been adjusted with a
view to the accomplishment of this object.
A large revenue iscollected, it is true; but the
method adopted in laying the duties and im-
posing the taxes under which that revenue is
collected, is essentially false. The true doe-
trine is to adjust such systems not merely in
such a manner that the largest possible rove-
nue shall be collected, but that the largest
possible revenue shall be collected consist-
ently with the development of all the great
industrial interests of the count ;y-agricul-
tural, commercial and manuf_ctut:ng. The
fatal error heretofore affecting all our tariff
systems has been the effort to accommodate
them to the protective theory by
means of what is speciously called "ir-
oidegal 'protection." Now, if the protective
theory is intrinsically wrong, any system
which embraces it, even in part, must be
wiong just to that extent. Iatead, there-
fore, of aiming at "incidental protection"
the object of the law-maker should be to
avoid such a schedule of duties and taxes as
will operate as a special stimulus in favor of
particular interests, or branches bf industry.
