Wilkes Booth and he. Dead Blody.

F rom the Cincinnat Union.]
The Louisville Courier has the following :
Wilkes Booth, whose body Secretary Stanton

took so much pains to dispose of, so that no man
should ever know the spot where it was buried, isreported to be in Europe. The story is, that the
Sman who "Boston Corbett" so heroically shot,
and whose body Stanton refused to exhibit to any
one that ever saw Booth, was a poor wretch hired
by the assassins to personate Booth. in order to
facilitate the escape of the latter. Whethee re
be or be not any truth in this story, it will never
cease to be a suspicious circumstance connected
withthe fate of Wilkes Booth,that Stantonrefused
to deliver the body that was brought up from Vir-
ginia to his friends, or even to let them lookSupon it.

Dating a couple dr months from the time that
Booth, the assassin of President Lincoln, was shot
and killed by Boston Corbett, in the attemplt to
capture him, sensation stories like the above have
been of frequent occurrence. Of course there is
not a shadow of truth in the tale of Booth being
still alive. The body was fully recognized as be-
ing that of Booth, and although tales were told
about it being secretly taken out to sea and sunk,
and others about it being buried at midnight, in
an obscure place, by two men employed by the
government, and who were sworn to secrecy, yet
facts, known to but few, and carefully kept from
ethe newspaper press, show that the body was
d given over to the relatives of Booth, and that it
was buried either in New England or in Canada.

The facts, as we had them at the time, on au-
e thority not to be doubted, are as follows:

A few days before the body of, Booth so mys-
d terlously disappeared, our informant, a resident
of New York, and favorably known as a dramatic
writer, was called upon after bank hours to cashi, the draft of an uudertaker, a near neighbor. who
stated that he had received an order from the
Booth faminly to repair to Washington with a
coffin, and there to receivre the body of Jihn
SWilkes Booth, which would be sirretderid to
Ihim on their order, and to convey it Nortl 1or
burial. The undertaker said hle would return,and
pass through New York, en route with the body.
on a Thursday evenhing, or on Friday mo:n'a!g af
the saoes weelk.

This morning, after the undertaker left Wash-
ingtou, the report camse by telegraph that the
blily had mysteriously disappeared--that it hal
bees secretly Ibried--one report said in an old
field, another in the penitentiary yard, and still
another that it had been taken to sea and sunk.

The undertaker did not return to his family
until some days had elapsed. He came from rithesNorth, lut declined to give any informatiuu rela-
tive to the place where Wilkes Booth. nol dr ani
other name, had been buried. Should ioi t it out
lie said. the grave wou'd ie violated and ti:

The fol-
lowing is the address which passedl, with one ac-
cord. in the Dreone: "Madame-We are halppy to
lay at your majesty's feet the homage which is
doe to the charity of the womano and the courage
of the sovereign.

shown itself worthy of the Napoleons. The first
emperor of that name visited the pesthouse ofJolla; you have visited the cholera patients of
Amiens, as you had already done those of Paris.
Such deeds are never effaced from the memory of
the populations. France owes to your charity
its respect nod love; it owes to your courage all
its admiration."

Her majesty the empress and the prince impe-
rial left the palace of St. Cloud on ounday morn-
ing at 9 o'clock for Biarritz. The emperor handed
the empress and prince imperial into the magnifi-
cent carriage which has been manufactured ex-
pressly for imperial use by the Orleans conmpany.
The emperor shook hands With the two ladies in
waiting, (Duchess de Malakoff and Madame
Fleury,) and took leave of the officers of the
houselield appointed to accompany the illustrious
travelers. The signal was given by the emperor
at eight minutes past nine, and the train started by
the iattgnolles Chenuinde Ceinture for Ivry, whire
several directors of the railway were in atrtenod- '
ance. The chamberlain on duty invited these
gentlemen to attend her majesty, and they ac.
cordingly entered the saloon carriage. The train
left at a quarter to ten tfor Bordeaux, and rescued
Biaritz early on Sunday morning, only stoppings
for a few moments at Tours, Angouleme, Libouroe,
Bordeaux, Dax and Bayonno. Tie (es;a, of
I[adrid, states that the Queen of Spain, slo itlli
her children is enjoying sea baths at tier chateau
of Zarauz, on the coast of Biscay, proposes to go
to Slan SeLastian to meet the emperor and em-
press. The Countess of Montijo, her imperial
rsicsety's mother, has been giving a series of
brilliant soirees in Madrid to tihe elite in rankli,
worth and genius of the Spanish capital.

when the blnom is ot the rye, (for no particular
reasbon, at that floral season, except that she was
"shy,":) she did not outrage our feelings by
taking too much to drink and cutting away witlh
the chap that drives an "ugly donkey cart.'"
Phillis was a very different young woman from
Jemima Brown. She was faithless" as the winds
and seas," not as a pair of sixteen shilling trow-
sere, made not to sit down in. The pretty, pleas-
ing, though foolish, sentimental ballad has anlmot
