MaR KsLortc's R rENT INTvoVIEW wITH Mn.
Davis-Mr. Davis's Rapidly Faiiag lHeazlth.-
We take the following from the Petersburg Index
of Saturday:

Mr. Keley returned to the city yesterday morn-
ing. We do not feel at liberty to give any de-

tailed account of the interview, but it must prove
of interest to our readers to know of the health
and manner of life of their former leader and fel-
low captive.

The gentlemen arrived at the Fortress before
the- breakfast hour on Tuesday morning last, and
were immediately shown into the department of
the casemate occupied byMrs.Davis. Aftersome
time Ahe prisoner came in, bowed, emaciated,
blind and tottering along with the help of a cane,
as if the years of a century had passed ovet him.
I A perfect wreck physically, his mind is said to re-
taIn all its clearness, and the conversation at the
breakfast table, which turned upon politidal liter-
ature, was marked by a brilliancy which, remarked
our informant, was all the more appealing forI being mbdued and chastened.

His spifisn were good-that is, no melancholy or
lack of interest in general subject was apparent,
and no word came from his lips evincing a dispo.
sition to murmur, or aregret that he should be nowsoufring for a auose which is lost ' It is best as
it is," said he emphatically. "Neither power nor
success could have taught me as has this suffering.
Only these circumstances could have made me the
man I am."

Being asked if it were not possible that his
weakness of body had extended its influence to
the mind and created a lassitude which he mis-
took for resignation, he quickly responded, " No;
my mind was never more clear nor strong than-nowe."

Upon all the political questions of the day he
spoke unreservedly and plainly, but without bit-
terness, and was peculiarly fervid in expressions
concerning the kindness shown himself and family
by his people. His quarters are comfortable, but
his life 'necessarily monotonous, as he reads with
dificulty and is not strong enough for much excr-
rise, Mrs. Davis is with him.

Of the mission to Washington we can say noth-
ing for the best of reasons, not even knowing
whether an offcial interview was obtained.

One deduction from what we have heard we
cannot restrain, lirt imprisonment fast brings the
illustrious victim to that state in which the things
of this world seem as nothingness. His enemies
are preparing his character, chiselling it to that
perfect proportion, which makes great events and
'whole peoples, in history, cluster around and
seem secondary to the man of the age. Radical-
ism is making a greater than Washington of this
dying man.

Mr. Joseph Fry, a native of Pensacola, formerly
of the United States navy, made his appearance
in the city yesterday. Since the termination of
the struggle, in whict he gave evidence of hib
soldierly merits, he has been residing in New Or-
leans, and is now visiting his home with aview to
engaging in business. It is strange that such com-
petent seamen should be outof employment when
good captains of vessels are so rare.

DISTURBANCE BY NEGROES.-On Sunday after-

noon, at Tallahassee, Fla., the police officers ar-
rested a negro, when a large crowd of negroes,
armed with picks, interfered, and thlreatened to
rescue the prisoner from the police, using towards
them the most insulting and profane language.
The officers finally succeeded in making the ar-
rest, aofter some little difficulty, together with some
three or four persons who had interfered. That
night a large crowd, some armed with loaded guns
and pistotls, appeared before the Court House. A
posse of citizens were quickly assembled, when
the negroes fled. They fired one shot, which
broised the skin of Mir. Charles Hopkins. The
congregation were coming oat of the Methodist
Chuirch, and one of the small shot passed through
the skirt of a lady's dress. The leaders of the
mob have not yet beenarrested.-[ Ibid.

HYDRAULIC RAILwAYSo•- f. Girard, a French
engineer, has constructed an experimental railway
Sat the village of La Foucnohere, between Paris and
St. Germain, in order to make a practical test of
Sthe se of water as a motive power instead of
steam. This invention is a ecurioos application of
the principle that water lessens the friction be-
tween two metal surfaces. In his system the
wheels of railway carriages are replaced by iron
skates, which differ only in shape and size from
those used by skaters, and the mode of propulsion
is thus described: Each carriage, instead of hav-
ing four wheels,has four skates. The skates have
a ledge on either side so as to fit on the rail, but
not ton closely. The upper part of the skate next
s- the surface of the rail, is hollowed at its center by
a small groove; the groove is pierced with holes
t communicatiog with tubes leading to a reservoir
in the carriage, in which a mass of water is sub-tjected by means of compressed air to a pressure

e of from seven to eight atmospheres. The turning
of a faucet establishles the communication be-
twee the reservoir and the skates ; the water
then rushes as from a hydraulic press, through the
a holes in the grooves of the skates, and a layer of
water is interposed between them and the rails,
on which they are thus enabled to move as on the
smoothest ice. The friction being thus reducedto a minimum, the tractive or propelling force canhoe greatly reduced.

SThe method of supplying the carriage reservoirs
Sis as follows:

"LBetween the rails is a longitudinal tube, re-
ceiviNg water at a high pressure from a reservoir.

I established at a high level; the tube is provided
Sat every fifty yards withl a kind of stop-cock,
which enobles a powerful jet of water to be
directed horizontally in the direction the train
moves in. The first carriage is provided with a
needle which opens the stop-cocks; the water
rushes forth against small paddles, placed under
each carriage, and communscates to the train such
an impetus as to enable it to ascend very steep
gradients without any dimitltaion of speed. By

San ingenious contrivance a portion of this water isI conveyed by the turn of the paddles into the reser-
voir of the motive carriage, and is utilized to neu-
tralize the friction between the skates and the
rails."

Hd. Girard's model railway consists of two lines;
one, horizontal, is forty metres in length ; the sec-
ond, fifty metres long. has an incline of five centi-
metres per metre. The trains asceind the gradientSwith a rapidity folly equal to that of ordinlary
trains propelled by steam. Nothing, it is said,
can egceed the ease of the motion, and the facilitywith which the trains can be brouglht up, by the
mere cuttiog off of the water supply, is urged as
a powerfiul argument for the adoption of these
skates instead of wheels on ordinary railways.
The invention has attracted the attention of scien-
tific men in Europe.
