steamer Neptune sunk in the bend below Cairo,
and it was reported that she had a large amount
o silver on board. As there were no western
bell orwrecking boats in those dlays, no effort
'to save any part of her cargo was made until
twenty or twenty-five years afterward, when a bell
boat, after long search, succeedqd in finding the
wreck, well buried in the sand. A large quantityd of lead was recovered, and, among other articles
brought to the surface, was a keg of butter,which,d fr aushort time after being opened, was appar.
ently as fresh and sweet as when it left the upper
air's many ,bars before. But by the time all
hands had examined it, the delicious butter began
to show signs of decay, and in a few minutes
emitted such a detestable odor that the bystanders
were glad.topush it overboard with long poles,
with their noses tightly compressed by their fin-i gere and thumbs. A carpenter's toot chest wras
also found, thelb t•cs in which, when opened,
seemed to be in a :emarkable fine state of preser-
vation-the wooden handles and the planes ap-
pearing almost uninjured, while the iron seemed
to have only a small coating of rust. In a few
houres, however, after being exposed to the air,
the entire woodwork crumbled into dust, and the
iron became so tickly coated or eaten up with
Srust that it could be broken in pieces by the fin-
gers. It -was never known, publhcly, whether any
of theslIver was recovered,.but many persons
thought that the divers could tell more about it
than they eter did: If none of the silver was re-
coreped, the owners of the bell-boat were never.
theless well paid for their enterprise by the recov-
qry of lead and other articles'from the wreck.
