(tot up atdaylreak, morning foggy, wi'l1 little
wind, statrted to the falls as soon as I',ad swal-
lowed a cup of coifee. Found the ri'ter a little
lower than yesterday. Took my satoad on thie big
rock near the tail of the rapid.

•ied several flies

without success, and ultimately put up two black
hackles, one with salmon colored hody, other
with blue. On the second cast, raised a heavy
fish, wlicl I pricked;turned around and took
-half dozen throws in another direction, hoping the
big one would il the meantime forget his rooglh
treatment. Took two little fellows just over half
a pound, which I returned to their element.
Thought I'd give the big one another show, and
got last to him first cast ; with all my exertion
could not prevent him making the rapid, taking
out nearly all my line ; nevertheless, having put
the brake on; succeeded in turning him, when ihe
came back to me like a skyrocket, preventing me
from taking in the slack. I feared that this run
had effected his liberation, but on getting reeled
up, was agreeably surprised to find that I still
held him. Five minutes more brought him on his
side, when Collins neatly bandied his lauding net,
and had the satisfnation of safely securing a good
four and a half pounder. Within in an hour and
half, I had killed eleven fish, averaging two and a
quarter pounds, when suddenly they stopped ris-
ing, and all my skill was wasted forl could not
raise a fn. This striking peoularity in both trout
and salmon filintg, which no fisherman can fail to
have observed, I am unable to account for. That
all the inhabitants of a portion of a stream should
desist to feed instantaneously, when a few min
utes previously they have been seizing with avid-
ity young flies, is a subject on which 1 should like
to hear tlie opinion of some competent authority.
I remember asking an old hand, wltose success in
his neighborhood was a hosehold word, and his
response was that it was cased by a sudden eange
in the -tmosphcre. This answer somewhat aston.
ished me, nor could I reconcile myself to the idea
tliatafn h who. in tile majority of instances, lay
some distance beneath the surface of the water,
should be cognizant of a change wvlich is impercep-
tible to us. From want of continued success, I
chlangedt mporsition, and removed to a hole some
way ticrtlee down. a fter much difficulty from
tie quannity oflu ush that grew on the margin of
tile stream, and tle lndlitding of a rod among such
obstalclles, I reached the water. The apltearantce
l thie rpool mc th pleased me, but it was duiicult to
fish, froml th timer growing eo closie thie water,
ald wading being almost out of the qulestion, from
the rough acnd irt!eglar bottom, tthick;ly packed
wit lIaree boulders. iBeing obliged to umake a
virtue t necesic ,-i witl shorltt lille and it quick,
coctratc-d cait, I commenced oleratieot.

In taking my last throw,
I was so near the broken water that my trail fly
was wvithout doubt in it, when, without seeing a
lish, I felt a smart pluck at my line. On eleva-
ting the top of my rod. I found that a smnlchlou
had taken iy hook. Iteeling up to get rid of the
iniumtralnce, and fetching himn to the surflace,
what was moy sorprise to see ao immense trout
It-ai :it tile unfortolnate captive, fnd in tile twink-
ling of an eve had Iny reel going at telegraphl
speed. Here was an adlventure, truly,but one, out
oi which I could scarcely expect success. iiun-
nin, out something like fifteen yards, tile interlo-
per bieca:me sationary. and well I knew he had
returned to his sanctum, to probably pouch hiy
batit it pleaoture.

earth, setting the pllnt in the centler, hoeing and
sriing thlr earth around it once a week. Others
lill tlile sole, with rith tlant from thie bottom of the
bayou, or rich swamnp moc!h, and make large,
white hlearl and solid cablatge

Turnip seeds of all kinds masy be sown broad-
cast and hburrowed, raked or brushed in. The
hest wsy is to prepare, thIe grounrd conmletely.,
Ihave a light rake, anrd i pnlank fourtleen incse
wide, and its length just equnl to tIle width of tlhe
bed, say tell fett. Make t groove in the earth ty
tihe edge of thIe plank half' an inch deep. and put
from live to ten turnip seeds about five inches
apart. When thle pilots are large enough, thin
out to tws turnips in each place, and when as
large as turnips, take one front each bill for table
use. Ruta baga turnips and beats may be planted
in the same way. leaving one plant i l each ilaee
instead of two. Tile width of tle ilank wrill marl
tile space between tie rows. h'iiurteeln iirlhes is
a sui table space for most vegitables growing in
bedIs.
It sowing seeds broadcast, they should lre mixed

with dry ashes or sand. A tablespoonful of seed
should sow a space ten feet wide and filty feet in

After beds are sown in drills it is usually best,
either ill dry weatller or pelting rains, to cover
them with a thin coating of mioss, excluding most
of the direct rays of the sun. They should be ex-
amined daily, and as sroon as tile plants begin to
break through the soil, the moss should be
thrown off.
