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The Late Father J. J. Mllltton-Reqnlem

Yesterday, a solemn requiem mass was cele-
brated at St. Patrick's Church, for the happy.
repose of the sotul of the late Reverend Father
James Ignatius Mullon, fopnder of the church and
its pastor for upwards of thirty years.
The services were deeply impressive, an un-

usual number of the Catholic clergy of the city
participating, and an effective choir adding to the
interest of the exercises.

The celebrant was Very Rev. G. Raimond, ad-
ministrator of the diocese, in the abpence of
Archbishop Odin. Rev. Jeremiah Moynihan, of
St. John's Church, officiated as deacon, and Rev.
J. Flanagan. of St. Theresa's, as subdeason. In
the sanctuary were Rev. Fathers Cornelius Moy-
nihan, of St. Peter's, William Murphy, Ainthony
Jourdan and Daffo, of the Jesuits' Church, and
McGee, D'Hensicourt and Kenny, of St. Patrick's,
the latter of whom acted as master of ceremo-
nies. lRev. Fathers Jobert and Subileau, of St.
Augustiie's Church, were the chanters.

By some mistake it had been publicly announced
that Reverend Father IR. Kane, who, for fifteen
years, had been the associate and intimate friend
of the deceased, would deliver a panegyric.
Father Kane, though called upon unexpectedly to
discourse upon the life and character of his late
friend, acquitted himself eloquently and forcibly;
and absorbed the attention of the congregation, in
contemplating a vivid picture of the genius and vii-
tues of their departed pastor. Fathier Kane having
previously, at the funeral of Father Mullbn, given
an outline of his personal history, the remarks of
the gentleman, on this occasion, were confined to
a review of the sacerdotal moinistrations, and an
anoalcis of the mental and moral qualities of tihe
deceasel, and, brief as the discourse was, not con-
oBuincg over twenty minutes, his power of mind,
moral excellences, and religious devotion, were
depicted in a felicitous and most impressive man-
ner.

Wells against the city and
State. The house was densely crowded, and the
utmost interest was maniifested in everything that
ewas caid and done.'
The meeting was called to order by A. B.

Ja.. I'. Freret, Esq., wa0 placed in the chair,

and Me-rs. Samuel Bell, William tHenderson, E.
Tisdah:, Newton Richland, Samuel IMcConnell,
George ltuleft and Henry Wood were crhosen vice.
pre.idestr. A. B. Brco!n was chosen secretary.
Tthe object of the neepting was stated by Mr.

Frerrt to be a refultation of the charges contained
in (;Gev. Wells's extraordinay letter, andu, in read-
ing this document, he stated that little did lie ex-
pect to flida man born upon the soil, whose
father was a signer of the Constitution of 112,
when Louisiana was admitted into the Union,
character;zed to-day as a traitor to Louisiana.

MIesrs. Barker, Henderson, ,McCounnell, Ruleft
and Roselius were then appointed a commit-
tee tu prepare an address to the people of
the United States in refutation of Gover-
nor Wells', charges. Mr. Roselius then ad-
dressed the meeting: We had not' assem-
bled to refute the charges of those who traffic in
defaming the character of the city and State; it
was to deny the assertions of our chief magis-
trate; it was to refute statements which falling
from his lips which otherwise would be regarded
as proven facts; it was to show that the execu-
tive of the State had unknowingly or willingly
misrepresented us. When the man whose duty is
to protect tells'the people that we are murder-
ers, these reports are elsewhere believed;
and we have met this evening for the pur-
pose of investigating those charges. We are
charged with being disloyal; does the gov-
ernor mean by.theword that we are so to himself !
We swear no allegiance to any ian ; but we do
give our allegiance to the majesty of the law.
(Applause.) We do proclaim, here and every-
where, that our loyalty is the profoundest and
deepest reverence for the laws of our country.
That is our law and allegiance ; we know of none

'other. Since the close of the late unfortunate war,
no State had more conscientiously and ca•ifully
respected the paramount law than the State of
Louisiana. (Applause.) Are tie people of Bos-
ton more loyal than we are?-of Philadelphia and
NewYork? (Loud cries of "No.") Letthe manner
in which they had conducted themselves for the
last eighteen months answer that question. Was
t true that the community was divided into
Union and disunion men as had been asserted?
The man that now desired to dissever the Union,
he did not know; and he defied either the gover-
nor or his friends to show an instance. He was
told certain anonymous letters were in the hands
of General Sheridan, telling certain citizens to
quit this State ;" but were the citizens geherally to
be held responsible for this ? Were there no mad-
men in any of the New Englasid States? These as-
aertions were based upion some half-dozen false
and absurd and nameless letters which had ulti-
mately been sent to Gen. Sheridan.mateiy peen sent to taor, occercsn.

The charge that no Union man could remain o1
here without danger to his life, was the basest in
falsehood upon the earth. Is-it true? (Cries of at
"No.") Let me call attention to a fact, which all lc

of you canbear testimony in support of: Property
in the city of New Orleans within the last f
eighteen months hag doubled in value. That store ft

at the corner of Union andCarondelet streets, be- n
longing to the succession of my lamented friend, C
Mr. Hawkins, before the war would not have sold i
for morp than $20,000 or $25,000. Five months b
ago it sold for $55.000. Other property of the tl
same succession brought nearly eight timds what a
it was intrinsically worth, or three times its value g
before the war. There weremanyther instances. r
Look at tle rents. In the caserMtessrs. Tomp- '

kins & Co., at the corner of Canal and the Old
Levee, their rent had been increased from n
$2500 to $10,000. Another evidence that
property had more than doubled in the last t

six months was that property which sold for
seventy-seven cents in the dollar now brought one
hundred and fifty-five to one hundred and sixty
cents in the dollar. The truth of the matter was
that the rise in the value of property was unpre-
cedented and this fact was in a great measure
attribautable to Northern enterprise and capital.
If so, these men were certainly safe among us.
TLe speaker then referred to ex-Major General
Herron and Benton, and to A. S. Manasfield, Esq.,
to veil•y his statementa . He also read a letter
from Louis 1'. Collins, cullector ofinltenial revenue;
giving his testimony "il the most positive mnanuqr

to the perfect security of Northern men and prop-
erty, and of the general ;disposition to promote
harme~ony between the sections. -

The speaker then alluded to the charges of cold-
blnoded cmurder preferred against the city-that
ric ts are of dairy occOrrenlce, that we are in a state
of se:li-barbariism, and that among us civilization
has m:aaie no progress. But how many riots have
occurred during the past 03 years? The first took

r dollars into the streets from he brokers' shops.
I Compared with any other city, New Orleans was

the most law-abiding city there was in the Union.
Truth will ultimately prevail, and God grant that
V the time will soon come when we will considera ourselves a united people, knowing no North and

no South, no East and no West.
Gen. Benton, the nephew pof the great orator,f then made a speech, which was well received by

f the audience, in which he graeftully alluded to

the fact that daying the Mexican war he had
served nider General Persifer F. Smith,,a Louisiana
general,' and had foight under a,banner whichI had iieen presented by the ladies of this city-the
Sfirst flag, indeed, that had floated from theHalls

of the Monteaumas. He had not come forward to
make-a speech, but to state that he had found the
people peaceable and law abiding.

Mr..Barker, from the committee upon the re-
port, then made a report, which smbstantially em-
bodied the speech of Mr. Roselius, and the meet-
ing then adjourned.

ACCOUNTS STILL INDEFITISTE.

APPARENTLY NO NORE THAS FOUR BOATS.

Only Four Passengers Positively Stated. Saved.

AUGcsTA, GA., Oct. .-- The following addi-
tional particulars of the loss of the Evening Star
are from the Savannah News of this morning, and
contain the latest particulars of the disaster. The
list of passengers on the ill-fated ship vcas pub-
lished in the New York Times of Sept. 30:

The steamship,Evening Star, Captain Knansp,
sailed from New York for New Orleans Sept. 29,
at 3 o'clock P. no., and encountered a severe gale
at 2 o'clock the afternoon of the 3d, 18. miles
east of Tybee Island. After weathering the-storm
some 17 hours, she foundered at 6 o'clock oh the
morning of the 4th, with 270 souls on board, only
17 of whom are known to have been saved;
.. There seems to have been only three or four
life boats on board, in one of which the chief en.
gineer and the pnrser with six of the crew and
two passengers succeeded, after being capsized
several times, in keeping afloat until picked up
bydthe Norwegian bark Fleet Wing, by thich
they were transferred to the schooner S. J.
Waring, on which vessel they arrived here last
evening: The following contains the list of the
saved onthe purser's boat: Robert Finger, chief
engineer; Emery S. Allen, pdrser; John Tang,
'water tender;. Frederio Shaffer, coatl passer; Gee.
Smhith, seaman; John PAWers, seaman; Dennis
Gannan, waiter; Edivard Larner, passenger; H.
H. Harris, passenger. A second boat took six-
teen people from the ship, among whom were the
captain and the third mate. This boat was cap-
sized 'some twelve or fifteen times, the
captain being lost the fourth time she
upset. This boat arrived at Fernandina
on Sunday morning, with six persons and two
dead bodies. Only one passenger was saved on the
third mate's boat. His name is Frank Gerard t51
Bond st., Brooklyn. The names of the survivors
id this boat are: Thomas Fitzpatrick, third mate;
John Dempsey, seaman; John Campbell, seaman;
James Howe, seaman; Chancellor Mason, steer-
age steward; Frank Gerard, passenger. Among
the passengers were the Italian [French?] opera
troupe, and a number of women and children,
none of whom are reported saved.
