Hon. Hugh McCulloch, Secretary of the Treasury :

Sir-I am in receipt of your letter of the 27th,
requesting my opinion on the following point:

" Whether the laws imposing a tax on cotton and
providing for its collection, so restrict the execu- a
tive authorities as to forbid the arranging of the
cotton States into a single cotton district, for the
purpose of collecting the tax on cotton, having a
reference to the cotton tax only, and without ne-
cessarily involving any change of district which
maybe most convenient for the collection of other
taxes."

I am clearly of opinion that such a consolida.
tion of the cotton growing States, as is described q
by tile terms of the foregoing inquiry, into a single a
collection district frr the purpose of levying andl a
collecting the duties imposed by the internal
revenue laws upon cottoa, cannot lawfully be
effected by executive authority under the existing
provisions ot these laws. The authority conferred f
upon tie President by the act of June 30, 1841, ,
soction 7, " to alter tile respective collection dis-
tricts, as the public interests may require,"
enables him only to modify, from time to time,
ts may he required, existing arrangee ents of the 1
severol dlistricts designated ty him for the levyinge
and collection of iall tie duties and taxes pre-
scribed and impeosed by the acts of Collgre.s re-
lating to internal revenue. By the original art of I
July 11, .(;2, the President was empowered siim-
dly to iivide, respectively, the States and teerri 

1tortes of tie United States and tile District of
Columbia into convenient collection districts.

Soon aiter tihe peassage of this act, a question
anroe o te tihe aruthority of thIe President to alire
the arrairmen-it of the collection dli-tricts made
and estabohll de ir l pursuance of this provision of
law. 2hlat queation was carefully considered by
mlly predecessor, Attorney (General Blates, who
gave his opini u teut tile l'reielent, when he madely
tiher original division of tie Statdi into collection .
di.trictsI, exhausted his power in thie pre-miser .
This was hrehl on tile general principle that, whe
anr act of Corigress establieshing a general -syt.,m,
coalfeis o, the President tile auther:ty to Ido a
spellietid act for the purpose of perfecting the
mea:s by whicih the systemn shall le carried into
efir-t, the act of the President when perfoim rled,
accordling t, the terms of sete r ttflte, has all tts
validity and autholrity of the Senate itseir . (U. S.
opin. Bates, A. , ., p. t.

Thi- view of t!ei law having been adolpted b
tie irea-•iry driartrent, Congresr was applhed to
for additional legislation. confe-rring the autlry
which was not contained in the original act. fiThe
r7th -ectihn of the :let of June 30tie, 14, war , ac-

NS,, cordmgly, enacted to remedy tie particular doef :t
which waso- found to exist in tle statute of 1t0i2.

It i r too ciier to admiatof doullt, that "ree!!le-
tion districts," within the mleaning of the act,are
those districts. respectively, in which the internal
dutices and taxes imposed by law upon all the sulb-
jecti of taxation are collected inl the manner, and
by thr- oilicers designated itn the statute. These
districts cannot le established or arranged with
reference to the duties imposed on particular iub-
jecte. This is not the plan upon which the inter-
nal revernue laws proceed. Sitch all arrangement
as is propoerd in the memorials which you have
submitted to me, couhl not be carried into eltec:t
with the machinery of existing law,for the collec-
tion of internal duties. The President has no
power to appoint a special collector for the tax
imposed on the particular article of cotton. Nor
could he designate any one of the district collect-
ors as the officer who should proceed throughout
the entire cotton territory, and collect the tax on
that article, whenever found.

The mischief of the present system complained
of by the chambers of commerce of Mobile and
New Orleans, can only he remedlied by Congress.

The an:t of July 3, 1066, to which reference is
made by the memorialists, contains all the excep-
tional provisions as to the tax on cotton, which
Congress then deemed to be necessary and those
provisions, instead of giving authority to matte
the additlonal exception, now requested, seem to
me wholly inconsistent with it. I have the honor
to ibe. etc.
