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The MlN.Lt SteamShlp.
The arrival, yesterday afternoon, of two steam-

ships from New York, revived the interest that
was felt in the fate of the Evening Star, and a re-
port was soon in circulation that some of tihe
bodies of the passengers had been picked up at
sea. To ascertain the truth of this, we went on
board the George Washington and Merrimack, but
the report soon proved to be untrue. No indica-
tions whatever had been seen by the Ge@rge
Washington,'going to show what was the fate of
the missing steamship, and by neither was known
the dreadful calamity that had overtaken her,
until their arrival in this port. The purser of the
Mferimack states that in sailing over the water in
which the Evening Star went down, some frag-
ments, cases, boxes, etc., of what appear now
to have been on the missing steamer, were to be
seen, but no bodies; no crew; no boats. The un-
fortunate vessel has, undloubtedly, gone down
deeper than plummet ever soonded. A bark steer-
ing westward, with main and mizzon top-mastsgone, but otherwise doing well, was seen to the
westward of the Tortugas, but it was notsup.
posed to contain any of the crew of the Evening
Star.

Shooting on the Genittly Road.

Projectf rlhhe F-taLllahment of SEhools and
Caollege for I'raelites.

A few Israelite gentlemen, conceiving the ne-
cessity of institutions of learning for the Jewish
population, met some three weeks ago to discuss
the idea. Not over thirty were present, yet, in
view of the wealth, respectability and intelligence
of the Hebrew population of New Orleans, it was
believed that a successful effort might be made to
establish such institutions.

At this preliminary gathering, Rev. J. K. Guth- o
eim was chosen chairman and Joseph Kohn, sec- a
retary. The conference resulted in the appoint- Ii
ment of a committee, consisting of Rev. J. K. e
Gutheim, chairman, Rev. H. S. Jacobs, and Is
Messrs. S. Kahn, William Davis, F. Hollander, a
Joseph Simon, S. Marx, Joseph Magner, Joseph it
Kohn, B. Da Silva, h. teidenheim, A. Conn, L. re
Kaiser, M. L. Navra and II. Lichtenstein, who is
were empowered to draft a charter and coustitu- ss
tion for an association, whose duty it should be to g
establish schools, and the committee was directed d
to report to a general meeting, which they were
authorized to call.

The general meeting was convened and assesm- it
bled yesterday afternoon at three o'clock, at the n
hall of the Deutche company, at the corner of g
Bienville street and Exchange alley, Rev. Mr. g
Gutheinm continuing to officiate as chairman, and tl
Mr. Kohn as secretary. The attendance was not g
large, but deficiency of numbers was compensated T
by the worth, intelligence, influence and zeal of se
the gentlemen present.

The reverend chairman opened the proceedings si
with a statement of what had already been done, tI
and impressed upon the assemblage the necessity s
of schools and a high seminary of learning, in L
which the rising generations of Jews and those tl
who come after them may be instructed ot
in their faith and their history, as well ts
as in literature and science. The education ft
given in the public schools, he observed, in sub- ii,
stance, was sufficient for ordinary civil purposes, ts
but, with the Jewish population, there was great al
need of education in religion, and in the Hebrew tl
language and history. All would agree as to the rs
expediency of establishing an institution that ti
would accomplish these ends. The committee, w
whose report would be read, contemplated gram- el
mar schools and a college, where a liberal educa- re
tion would be affirded. The schools and the col-
lege would be open to all classes without distinc-
tion, the rich and the poor. Charity was afunda- w
mental principle of the Jewish religion, and that r
principle was properly engrafted in the educa-
tional system projected, at the very commence-
ment. Hence the college, as well as the schools, .
would afford gratuitous instruction to those unable
to pay. -

The president having closed his remarks, a char-
ter and a constitution for the proposed association,
prepared by the committee, were read.

The charter provides that an association shall be
formed of members of the Jewish rehigion, to be dentitled, "The Ilebrew EducationSucicty of Nocw
Orleans."

That the object of the corporation shall be the
establishment ofa school or schools within thlimits
of the city of New-Orleans, in which are to be
taught the elemuentary branucles of educatisn, t i
gether with the sciences and modern and an,.ic::t
languages, always in combination, with istruoc-
titin the Hebrcw language, literature and relig-

And that it shall also be lawIul for the corp'ua-
tion to estabhsh, whenever their lunds wll per- d
amit the sanme to be done, a superiocr celnllti:,r
leanoing, within the hniits of this State, the faculty
of which semlinary shall hIave power to furnish 1',,
graduates and others the usual degrees of bascil-
elor of arts, moaster of arts and doctor of lawsl
and divinity. as the same is exerciesd by colleges
established isn his State.

The constitution, containirg the usual directions i
for the government of suc(, societies,admnits every
Israelite to membershilp, upon his being voted f'•
by a nmaj'ity of the members present at the
meeting to which 'an is proposed, and up1

n i',
paying an initi.lirtu fee of live dollars, and a fourth
of his asu!l\l dees, which are fixed at six dollars

The charter and constitution having beenaheard,
the chair observed that it was scarcely to be sop-posed the meeting would have sufficient time at
present to examine in detail those instruments,
and he suggested that the instruments be printed
for careful examination and acted upon at some
other time. He would also suggest that a corn-
mittee be appointed to solicit subscriptions and
invite absent Israelites to join tie organization.

Mr. Joseph Magner moved that the charter and
constitution be adoijted as read.

Mr. Joseph Simon moved an amendment, that
after the constitutionshould have been signed by
a suficient number to constitute the society, the
charter and constitution should then be sub-
maitted for final action.

Mr. Magner accepted the substitute, and it was
at dopted unanimously.

A recess was then proposed and taken, to allow
those present to record their names as members
of the society.

The proposition for a recess pending, GovernorIHyams briefly addressed the meeting. From the
days of Abraham, he said, to the present time,
the Jews had been the teachers of the world, and
certainly itbecame those who had done so much
for others to do something for themselves and for
their posterity. The historyof the Israeliteswas the
most interesting of all histories and it was a reproach
to the race that they knew so little of it themselves. a
Every Israelite should be conversant with that
history, and should hbe taught to be proud of it, hfor no race or people had a record of which theycould justly be so proud. The physical attributes
of the Jewish race, throughout the globe toaday,
was of itself, if no other evidence existed, solli-
clent to attest tile truth of the bible. The hi-tury
of the Jews had been obscured and marred by
persecution, ignorance and prejudice, and the
speaker was rejoiced to see this effbrt to establish ci
institutions where the faith and the history of his
people would be tauight. -

As Guo. Hyanls reaumed his seat he was warmly tl
applauded.
._aDtr. Ctrawcour was then called upon and briefly
responded. Ite cordially approved the schemea t
submnitted by the committee, and it appeared to
him that no Israelite could fail to take a doep
interest in the success of a system of schl,,tl
securing instruction not alone in all branches of lIa liberal education, in the languages and the
sciences, but also in thalt faith which was the
oldest in the world; in that faith which it was
the duty of all tIraelith s to sek to incul:anl a a
cand disselinate. All it his power would abe i
done to advance tle project submitted to tilhe
meeting.

Upon the concrlsion of Dr. Crawcoura' remanrks, I
of whichl, as well as those of Gov. yarns, we
have given only an imperfect outline, the at em-
blage ignillied its coadial approbation oft the eln
tilments he expressed.

The recss haviug hecr taken. all pre-nt, about to
cie hundred, subscribed their names as nielbers
of tile sociity.

The meeting then came to order agai, and Gov.
.Ilyans offered a resolution for the appomtmen.t of
a coamolitee to invite all Israelites not pre=eut to
become members of the association.

Mr. Magner proposed an amendment, that the Aa
committee of fifteen, appointed at the preliminary 1
meeting, be deputed to perform that duty, and
continue to officiate until a permanent organiza-
tion be effected.

The amendment was accepted by Glu. HIyams,
and was adopted as a substitute.

Tihe comalttee was authorized to have one
thousand copies of the charter and consuttution
printed, to ba distributed among the Israelites of
the city.

The meeting then adjourned, subject to the call
oa tile committee.

The Base Ball Contest.
We rejoice to hear of the iuterest a good many

of our young men take in outdoor athletic sports;
and our rejoicing is only tempered by the regret
that the interest is not more general. Base ball is
essentially a manly sport. It has come to us h:'-
lowed by tradition. It is a game that in England
almost every young man, of any parts or attain-
ments, prides himself upon knowitong; and yet we
regret to say, and we ablost blush it saying it, it
is one to which our young men pay too little at-
tention; not for the extraordinary merits of the
game iu particular, but because of the general in-
dittfference to tile active, healthful exercises.

These remarks hlave been suggested by
;he match which came off yesterday even-
ing between the Lone Star and Mag-
nolia Base Ball Clubs, upon tile Deltchaise
ground. The weather was nagnificent, tile
ground was as level as if it had been made so for
that purpose, and the players, dressed in their
gray uniforms, bent to their work with a will.

Tlley afterwards transplrt lhem beyond, the walls
of Pekin to haunts uknown a o te apolice, and
puthe themto death ie they cannot olbtin heavy
ransomns front their fatilies. These facts have
occurred often enouhb to spread terror among all
classes of the pouulatian; and the court, report
says, is mucha pre-occupied with the subject. The
soperior magistrate, Toet-han, lhas recently made
a report to the sovereign, in which be demand.,
that tile crime of nabdution shall be assimilated to
that of robbery with violence, and punished in
the same manner.
