A Very Interertlea and Valuable Work.

THIRTY TEARS OP ARMY lIFE ON THIE IlORlR,
BY COL. R. N. MAR'Y. U. S. A., AuTrar OF "11THE
PRAIRIE TRAVELLER."

This is an exceedingly instructive and fascinating
volume. Col. Marcy,'graduattlg at West Point in
1802, was for nearly thirty Yeais a military officer
on the outskirts or 'far beyond the confines of
civilized life. In 18c7,he servud. witll A. S. John-
t on in the expedition to Utah,'rnd coiimalded a

detachment sett in November, 1857, taoNew MIex-
ueo for sua plies. In this expediton, which was
absent tillthe following Marih, the party suffered
terribly, both from the bntensity of tihe weather
and from hungor.being'0ebiged to fnld spba their
mules. In the fall of 18I hIe was inspector -gen-
eral of the army, with the rank of colonel, and
soon after attachede to the staff of Gen. McClellan,
his son-in-law, with thie rank of brigadier general;
and td•ei noinatiom not being coat merd Icy the
Senate, it was, with a persisteht sinse of'jastice,
renewoed by President Lincoln in lth2. Colonel
Marcy, as he styles himself with modesty in his
book, was therefore chief of tlaff with General
ttc•el tan through hio Virginia and Maryland cam-
paigns.

"The Prairie Traveller" is a very valuable little
book, abounding in curious as well as useful Infor-
mation, and from the character of this snall vol-
time and a knowledge of Col. iltarcy's coarer, his
means tand powers of observation, wb were pre-
pared to find this book deeply' interesting. It
nluotch exceeds, however, in its absorhing char-
acter,\aur highest anticipations. There is an inR
descri• ldle fascination in the wild romance whichl
invests tho ideas of "

b o
rder life," which admits

of nr w lariaomenes t in its well told tales. Probea-
blr there ais no liing person, either in or but of
the arm' a so well qullidied to write a'beak of this
nature ,i Colonel hMarcy. Every page of the book
shois tilt remarkable closeness with which he
studied the life around him, His pictre of savage
life is therefore wondfeiflle y life-like and very vat-
t ,,.er of history.

There are so many worthless, and worse than
worthless'books now teeming from the press, per-
taining to " Army Life," that this volume will not
at present be so widely read, we apprehend, as it
merits. When the trash of the hour, however, has

,hat brief day, this book wilt be better known.
tan it place with the host of the descripotive and
historical works upon American frontier and sav-
age lile is not ahmatter of any conjecture.

We subjoin some passages from the book, taken
almost at random. The following shows an inter-
eating Indian pesauiarity

The name p each tribe of Indians has a signifi-
cation, whichis represthted by a sign that is well
understood by them all.

The Comanche; or Snabke," is indicated by
making wftLIthe iand a wavingt motion, in imita-
tion of the crawling of the reptile.

The Cheyenne, or "Caut Arm," by drawing the
hand across the arm to Imitate catting it with a
knife.

The Arapahoes, or "Smellers," by seizing the
nose with the thumband forefinger.

The Sioux; or " Cut-Throats," by drawing the
hand across the throat.

Thb Pawnees, or" Wolvese," by placing a hand
on each side of the forehead, with two fingers
pointing to the - front, to represent the narrow,
sharp ears of the wolf.

The Crows, by imitating the flapping of the
bird's wings with the palms of the hands.

On approaching strangers, the prairie Indians
put their horses at full speed, and persons not fa-
miliar with tjleir pcculiarities and habits. might
interpret tllis'ds an act of hostility ; hut it is their
custom with friends as well as enemies, and should'
not occasion gl'oundless alarm.

Whetn a party is discovered approaching thus,
and are near enolgh to distinguishl signals, all
that is necciscry to ascertain tlheir disposition is to
raiset their righlt and with tihe palm in front, and
griadually puslh it foroward and lack cevcral.times.
They all otunderstand this to be a com'mand todhilt,
and if thoy are not hostil[ it will at once he
obeyed.

Tile ' astonishing , aptness of the Indians itt
" tracking" is shown in this intecresting assaoge :

Alonlt otllttic Iudians whom 1 hlave met wit,
are proficient in this splecies of knowledge, the
teonity for acquiring which appears to le ininate
with them. Exigencies of woodaold and prairie
lifc, stieiulate tile savage from childhoeod to de-
velop iaeulties so important in the arts of war
and of the chase. -

I have seel very few white men vwhlo are good
trailers, and ipractice did not seem vetry materi-
ally to improve their faculties in this regard.
They ihae not the same acute perceptiolis of
these things as the Indian or ehe lMexican. et is
not apprehended that this diffieult branch of
woodcraft can be taught from books, as it per-
tains almost exclusivelyto the school of practice;
yet ] will give some facts relating to the habits of
the Indians that will facilitate its acRquirement.

A party of Indians, for example, starting out
on a war excorsion, leave their families behind,
and never transport their lodges; whereas, when
they move with their families, they carry their
lodges and other effects. If, therefore, an Indian
trail is discovered with the marks of the lodge
poles upon it, it has cestaioly not been made by
a war party; but if the track do not show the
trace of lodge poles, it will he equally cartain
that a war or tunting party has passed that way;
and if it is not desirable to come in conflict with
them, their direction may he avoided. Mustangs,
or wild horses, when moving from place to place,
leave a trail which is somethnes difficuolt to dis-
tinguish from that made by a party of Indians,
especially if the mustangs do not stop to graze.
Tits tosy be determined by following upon the
trail until some dung is found. and, if this should
bIe in a single pile, it isa sure indication that a
herd of mustangs has paored as the' always stop
to relieve tlhetoselves, while a party of Indians
would keep their horee in moeion, and the ordure
would be scattered along the road. If th0 trail
psob tllrough woodland, the otuoiang will occa-
siotally go uinder the limbs of trees too low to ad-
mit the passaga of a man on horsebaclk.

An Indian, on coming to a trail, will generally
tell at a gla:ece its age, by what Iarticnlar tribe it
was made, the number of tte lparty, and many
other thillngs oconnected with it astounding to the
utniontiated.

I remember, uponaone occasion, as I was riding
with a Delaware upon the prairies, we crossed
the trail of a large'party of Indians traseling with
lodges. The tracks appeared to me to be quiite
fresh, and I remarked to the Indian that we -must
be near the party. " Ol, no," said he, " the trail
was made two'days before, in the morning," at
tile same time pointineg with his finger to wlhrele
the sun would be at about S o'clockr. Then, see-
ing that my, curiosity was excited to know by
what means he arrived at this conclusion, he
called shy attention to the fact that there had
been no dew for the last two nights, but that on
the previous morning it had been heavy. He then
pointed out to me some spears of grass that had
been pressed down into the earth by the horses'
hoofs, upon which the sand still adhered, having
dried on, thus clearly showing that the grass was
wet when the tracks were made.

At another time, as I was traveling with the
same Indian, I discovered upon the ground what
I took to be a bear trach, with a distinctly-
marked impression of'the Iheel and all the toes. I
immediately called the Indianle attention to, it, at
the same time flattehing myself that I. had made
quite an important discovery, which had escaped
his observation. The fellows remarked with a
smile, " Oh, no, captain maybe so he not bear
track.'

, 
He then pointed with hlis gun-rod to

some spears of grass that grevrnear the impres-
sion, but I did not comprehend the mystery until
ihe dismounted and explained to me that when
the wind was blowing the spear of grass would
be bent over toward the ground, and the oscillat-
ing motion thereby produced wduld scoop out the
loose sand into the shape. I hhve described. 'The
truth of this explanation was apparent, yet it oc-
curred to me that its solution would have baffled
the wits of most white mnen.

Fresh tracks generally show moisture where tihe
earth has been torned up, but after a. short ex-
plosure to the sun threybecome dry. If thetraciks
be very recent, the sand may sometimes, where it
is very loose nid dry, bh seten running back into
tihe tracke, and, by .follositg'thsem. to a place
where tiey cronp wter, the' earth will be wet for
some distance after they leave it. Tihe droppings
of the dung from animals are also good indications
of ise age of a trail. It ls well to remember
whither there have .beer any rains withlin a few
days, as the ageof astrail may sometimes be con-
jectorrered in this Way. It is very easy' to tell
whethrc tracks have beer made before or afterma
rain, a• s the ter washes all the sharp edges.

it io not a dimcult matter to distil•aisis Irhe
tracks-of American horses from thoae~of Indins
horses, as the latter are never shod;' moreover,
iltey are much smaller.
In trailing horses, there will be no trouble

whilethe ground is soft as the impression they
leave will then be deep dad distinct; but when
lley pass over.hard or rocky ground, it is some-
times a very slow or' atroubledame prOceps to fl-
'low thlem. When trere is gras, the trace can be
seen for a considerable time, as the graso,will be
troddeh down and bent down in the direction tihe
party Ihas moved; should the grass have retorned
to its upright position, the trail can often be dis-
tinguisled by standing upan it and looking ahead
for some drstauc in tihe direction it has been pur-
suing thie grass that has been turned over will
tshow a diRfferent shade of green f'orl thant around

it, and this slteu marks a trail for a lon; time.
Should all traces of the trick be obliterated in

certaini localilies, it is tie custom the Indilns to
follow on ins the direction it has breen pursting fo'ssome time, and it is quite probable thant in come
places where the ground ia more favorable, it will

show itself again. Should the trail not be recov-
ered in this way they search for a place where
the earth ic soft, and make a careful examination,
embracing the entire areawhere it is likely to,
run.

Indians who find themselves pursued and wish
to escape, scatter as mach as possible, with an
understanding that they are to meet again at some

eiot in advance, so that, if the pursuing party
/ollows any one of the tracks, it will invariably
lead to the place of rendevous If, for example,
the trail poias in the •lrectinhof a.inpe utaih pass,
or towards any other.place which affarda the only
paessag though a particdlar section of country, It
Swould not be worth:hile to spend much -time in
hunting it, as It would probably beregplndd titthe

I pass. "

Swhere there are no prominent, landmarks, and

I needle to, guids them.
Upon a certainaoccasion, when I had made a

long march over an unexplored section, end wasSreturning over an entirely dillerentroutd, without
Sither road or trail, a Delaware, by the" hame of
"Black Beaver," who was in my party, on arriv-
I ing at a particular point suddenly halted, and,I turning to me, asked-if I recognized -the 'country

before us. Seeing ho familiar.objectd, I replied'Sin the negative. He put the.same question to
other white men of the party, all of whom gave
the same answers, whereupon ha amlldd, and in
his quaint vernacular said, "Inj"-,he don't know
nothing. .lnjun big' fool. White soon mighty

Ssmart; heknow heap." At the same-time hetpointeo to a tree about two hundred yards-from
twhere we waere then standing,, and infoimed use. that our outward trail ran directly by the side -of

it, whichproved to be true. -
, Another time, as i.was returning from the Coe,

manche country over a route many miles 'distaet
from the one I had traveled in going ont, one ofopry Delaware hunters, who had never visited the
section before, on arriving upon the crest of an
eminence in the prairie, pointed oat to me aclump
of tries in the distanco, remarking that our. obut-I ward track woeld be fount there. -I was tot,
however/ disposed to credit his statement until-wo
reached the locality, and fotsd'the road passiogng
the ideatical spot he had indicated.

-The sameIndian would start from any place to'
which h had gone by a sinanoub route,'through ana unknown country, and keeps'direct bearipg back

to the place of departure; andheassured'methat
he has never, ven during the moat cloudy or
foggy weather, or in the darkest nights, lost the
points of the cozhpasi, There ars'very few white
men who are endowed with these wbnderful facul-I ties; and these fean are only reihtred proficientby
ematured experience.

I lihave known several men, after they had be-
came lostin the prairies, to wanderaboot for days
witholut exercising the least jadgmenut, and finally.
exhibit a state of mental aberration almost upoa
the verge of lunacy. Instead. of'reasoning upon
their situation, they gxhautt themselve, runnialg'
aahead at theirutmost speed "ithoatany regard to
r direCtioni When l person i satisfied tl•pthe hasud lost his way, -he should stop hnd reflect upon ,the,

caurso he ha.• been traveling
; the -tinie. that hat

elapsed -,nce he left his.amp, anda the. '3robable'ii diasaace that heis firos it; ant} if he is unable to

Sretrace hlis steps he sb'onldekep as nearliy in the0 direction of them as possible; and ifh he has a corn-

t. pas, this will be an easy matter; but,' above all,
lie should guard against follow'fiog' his. own traick
eartound in a circle with the idea thhlt he is in a
beaten trace.

WIhen he is traveling with a train of wagobs
which leaves a plain trail, he can make the dis-
tance he has traveled from canvp the radius, of a
circle. in which to ride around, and before the
circle is described he will strike the trail. If the
per.on has no conpass, it is ilways well to make
an observation, and to remniiber the direction of
the wind at the time of departure from camp, and
its thii would not generally change .during tihe
day, it syould afford a means of keeping the points
of the compass.

In the night Ursa Major (the Great Bear) is not
onlyncaeful to find the north star, but its position,
when the poilntlers will be vertical in'tile heavens,
may be estimated with sufficient aecuraoy to de-
ternuine tile north, even when the north star can-
not be seen. In tropical latitudes the zodiacal
constellations, such as Orionand Attares, givette
rast and west bearing, and the Southern Orossthe,
north and south; when Polaris and the GreabBear
cannot be seen.

It is said that thelaoss upon the firs and other
trees in Europe gives a certanindication of the
points of the cempass. in' a.forest country, the
greatest amounut accumulating upon the northside
of the trees. But I have often observed the trees
in our own forests, and have not been able tdform
any positive conclusions' in this.way.

The following upon letters of recommendation
will be interesting in this latitude. Senaeo's
doubtful letter contained more truth, doubtless,
than mapy such letters of recommendation, that
are piled up by cartloads in this part of the
country:

The Indians are desirous of preccrieg from
whomsoeier they meet testimonials of their good
behavior, which they preserve with great care,
and exhibit upon all occosions to strangers, as a
guarantee cr future good conduct.

On meetino with a chief of the Southern Co-
manches, in 18o•4, after going through the usual
cerernony of embracing, nod assuring me that he
was the best friend the Americansn ver had among
the Indians, he exhibited numerous certificates
from the different white men lIe had metwith, teati-
fying to his friendly dispositian. Among these was
one he desired me to read witt special atteltio,
as he said he was of the opinion that peilhaps it
might not be so complimentary in its character as
some of the others. It wasin these words :

'Tile bearer of this uays hetia omanchechief,
named Selaco: that he is the biggest Indian and
best friend the owhites ever ltadc; iu fact, that he is
a first-rste felrow ; but I believe he is a d-- ras-
cal, so look out for him "

I smiled onlreading the paper, and, looking up,
found the chief's eyes inmoraently fied upon mine
Wilth an expression of the mostearnest inquiry. I
told him the yaper was not as good as It might be,
whereupon.he destroyed it. o
SBi sketches of border hunters are very graplic.
The far famed Capt. Martin Scott, whose unerring
aim wilh the rifle was such as'to produce tile weli
lknown legend that the coon, when treed by him,
would sing iut, " If it is you, Capt. Pcott, don't
fire ; I'll come downe" was an officer in Caolonel
Marcy's regiment, and long associated with him in
border life, His chapter upon his old friend, who
fell heroically in the Mexican war, is full of inter.
est, ard've quote from it: '

Like other boys, young Scott was very fond of
visiting places of amusement, such ashlorseeraces
trainings, town meetings, etc., and, as he was a
good rider, he was sometimes selected to ride
races by the sporting frate nity of thot section.

In those days (before the time of horse fairs)
horse.racing was looked upon by the New Eng-
landers as a most immoral and pernicious prac-
tice, and young Scott was never allowred to male
his appearance at sorh places with his father's
consent.

Upon one occasion an unknown horse was
brought to Bennington by some sportsmen, who
offered large wagers upon his rinning against oany
other horse that could boeproduced. Now a cer-
tain Deacon r--, of that place,. wa the owner
of several fine horses, and among them was one
that was considered very fleet, but those disposed
toucontest the wager so cbnfidelntly offered on the
strange horse were perfectly awure that a Pres-
byterian deacon would not openly sanction and
give countenance to such a diobolacn immnorality;i yet those who knew hinl well verily, believed if
there was any olne trait in the.deacon'a character
.that was not in strict accordance withthe require-:ments of the. church and with theu sanctity of his
ecclesiastical functions, it was the weaknliess heI matifested for owning the fleetest horse in tie
country.

The proposing to take up tile gaunitlet (so deli.
antly throWnaout-by the bahkers of the new horse
enteredthe iencon's favsorite horse for the race,Sburt wih the' ex ress stipulatlion that the race
should come off in tihe night "time, and should bee
kelt'a profound secret except Ito tlhose lireetly
interested. The tarms hlaving been satisfactorily
arranged. Martin Scottwas selectedl as the jockey
br tihe deacon's horse ; and on tihe night desig.
nated far the contest he stole very quietly into the
stable, and muffling tie hoise•s feat, led him out
and took hilm to the race track.

The judges were tten posted, the riders
mountel, and the horses were off. It wara single
straight deash of a mile, and both horses were put
to their speed;-aud kept constqntly down to their
work frot the wrord "go." But as they alt
Iproahed tile " cening ott'" place the strangeI horse began to reeitl a little upon, hisi antugonisi,
andl at tis inomenut of interest and excitrmeut toI anll lparties concerned, it looked as if the deacon's
.Ihorse was to be beaten, wheln suddenly froem be-1 hind a board fence Ilear the track jumped up
I Deacon I-- lhinrself, who, in a very loudl anl

excited mnliner, screamed out, " Pot thle wllp toritis, IMartin, put tihe whip to him, I tell you! "
Martin was perfectly astounded and almost par-
alyzed at this unexpected apparition, but, wtlh
nervous desperation, he made several vigeroeus

I anrid well timerd applicalions of his whip, which

caused the horse to redouble his efforts and win
the race by half a length, at which the deacon, in
the e xcitement of the moment, took off his hat i
and gave alusty cheer ; but instanrtly afterward
reeollecting himself, and considering the ludicrous
role he had been enacting ii this somewhat farci-
cal performance, he assomed an Jndignantair, and
approaching Martin, who washolding the horse
in greattrepidation, said, "Martlin Scott, ynou
young reprobate, you have stolen my horse, sir,
and, unless yea ihstantly lead him back to the
stable and give him a good rubbing down, I'll re.
port you to your lather, sir t"
When young Scott arrived at the age of 16 he

fell in love with a young lady in a neighboring
village, and received her permission to payhis
addresses; but his father's opinions upon the sub.-
Ject, being somewhat austere and dictatorial, did
not accord with his own, and compelled him to
conduct his courtship in a clandestine manner.
Hewas in the habit of waiting until his father
-rent to bed, when ha wouldtake ahorse from the
stable, pay a visit to his 'lady-love, and return
home before daylight. Afteronorf' thesoweekly
visits, he had just put up his horse in the stable,
and hadmade some little noise in doing so, which
.awakened his father, who ran out toward .ihe
stabl',thinking that some person Wha attointing
toitteal his horso. Martin saw him appioaching;.
and', uiable to elude his obse•tation, ran into a
corn-house near by and ascenoded aladier, into a
loft, with the old man close uponhis heelso

It was dark at this time, and he hid himself in
one corner of the loft; bit his father groped
around until he was satisfied that the next instant
he would be in his grasp, and he saw but one
method of escaping detection, which he instantly
resorted to. He leaped upon the poor old man,
and gave him a blow which knocked him down,'
and thus secured an opportunity to make his ea-
cape to the house.
'The old man soon recovered himself however,

and calledout, "Martin Martin cuome here quick;
there are robbers about, and one of them hasn
kdotked me down." Martin thrned and running
back to the corn-house, aided his father for a con-
siderable tiime in searching for the supposed rob,
bers.

During the winter of.1845-4, while Gen.Taylor's
arny occupied Corpus Christi, Col. Garland, Capto.

cott, McCall aind myself, went about a hundred
miles up the Nueces upon a bhunting expedition.
Our hunt;after we reached the ground,lasted four
days, and the result was we bagged twenty-seven
deer, seventy-three wild turkeys, four tiger.cats.
besidds quite a number of geese and ducks, and
of. these Capt. rfeCalland myself'killed the greater
part. Capt. Scott only killed one deer and a few
turkeys.
'I soon perceived that he considered his reputa-
tion as somewhat'damaged y these disparaging
reults," and, as 'we were returning to, Corpus
Christi, he remarked tome that it mibhtbe: sat
as well 'not to jpention to the 'officers at cdinp
which one. of us bagged the greatest.amonnt of
game, as this would net' probablyplease the other
two gentlemen. '.I replied that it would be ex-
ceedingly nbecoming in me to boast'of my own
exploits, therefore Ishould, to course, ray,othing
upon the subject.

On our arrival at the encaltpment with the ei-
traordinary quantity of game,the offiers'collected
groundtus ant manifsted a greet desire toaseer-
itain which of the 'four had excelled in the hunt.

I-Made an' evgasiveanawer, stating that we hadnot
been partino r abuot keeping' accurate account,but that there wtn not probably mac' difference.
The question woas then put to Captain Scott, who,
after my generous reply, thought he must sayI sometlhing magnanimous in return, and he an-
swered that Ie was not altogether certain at to3 which hadl bagged the most.game, but of one
thinog Ie was sure,od thatwas that he had seinS.n great many deer hunters in his day, but that he

had never met with one who could crawl, and
Ssneak, aund squiCm up to a deer like Marcy. 'I ap-
preciated the motive which dictated the remark
folly, but at the sanme time I regatded the in-
tenided compliinunt as somewhat equivocal tin its'

The Captain Was not ulpopi all other oeansions as
magnanimous as he might have been toward
those who attempted to come in comhpetition witlh
him as' mrksmet or hunters., While (t:-reen
Bay, in1833, I had procured a' rifle pistol, whlich
description of arm had only been in use a slltrt
time then, aqd Captain Scott having never before
seen: one, was inartdulous in regard to my rsser-
tion isto its performances. ihe barrel of this'
pistol was about,twelve inches in length, and
would throw a ball fifty yards *ith as motel'accu-
racy as a ifie. Scott did not believe it, however,
and often bantered me to give a specimen of its
powers; hut, not feeling disposeod to subject my-
self to t he ridicleofthis clebrated portsman by
incurring the risk of making a possible failure in
tile presence of spectators, I declintd, until one
day he proposed that we should go out alone and
tryit,to which proposition Ianssented. In order
to fully appreciate the sequel of our target excur-
sion, it must, e remembered that the captain was
exceedingly economical', and estimated a dollar at
its fall value lHe had that morning treated him-
self to a new high-priced pocket-knife, with
which he cut out a piece of paper about
four inches square and fastened it to a
lboard by sticking his knife directly through the
center of it. I made a shot, standing about fifty
yardsdistaot, and struck tile lower part of the
paper. He expressed astonishment at the precis-
ion of the shot, but gave it as his opinion that it
was accidental, and doubted if it could be done
again. I assured him it was by no means the re-
sult of chance, and that, ho all probability, I
should mtake a better shot the next timel indeed,
I added that he must not be surprirsed if I struk
his new penl-knife, (only tile eld of the handle
wat exposed.) Hn replied, "Never mind the
knife ; don't let that give you the slightest unea-
siness. sir; go ahead and make your shot;. I'll be
reseonsible tor the knile." oWhereupon I raised
tile pistol and tired again, and nt the same instant
the paper fell to tioe ground. pon examinastion,
we discovered the hall hadhit the knife in til end
of the handle. and split it into at least a dozen
piecres. Scott made no a ommentut, butt, looking
daggers at me, abruptly turned and walked olf to
hris quarters, aud it was some days before lie re-
ceived me into favor again.

With the exception of- the money lie expended
in horses, dogs and guoas, whtich were always of
the very best description, Captain Scott, as I re-
marked before, was very economical in his own
personaol expenses; he, however, did a great deal
toward supporting several members of his family
who were not very well to do in thi world, and
contributed liberally toward this worthy object
during his whole life. Upon one occasion, after
he had been absent in tile far VWest for quite a
nuimber of years, and had accumulated a consid-
erable sumn of money, ihe obtained a furlough for
tite purpose of revisiting his friends inoBenting-
ton. lie had left there a pool farmer's boy, and
lie resolved to make a respectable appearance on
his return. He owned two of the tinest horses
that I have ever seen, and a negro bay, for whom
he paid five dollars a pound, and whom lie subse-
quently set free.

Captain Scott was seated in a beautiflt new
gig, drawn by his hagnilicent white horse, fol-
lowed by Jack dressed in livery as an outrider,
and nmounted upon his thoroughbred horse Daudy,
and the rear'of the cortege was brought up, by
some twenty fall-blooded dogs of various breeds
anddescriptioas In this oSder he drove thpough
the quiet streets of Benuington and halted at the
village inn,.where a great crowd of inquisitive
citizens were soon assembled, all manifesting the
keenest anxiety to learn the name of this distin-
guished stranger. No one, however, recognized
him as he entered the house and took his seat by
the window. He did not remain long before he
saw his brother passing with a yoke of oxen,
whereupon he went out and accosted him, saying,
"You have a very fine pair of oxen there, sir;
do they belong to you'?" His brother, not recog-
nizing him, answered that they were very good
cattle, but bilonged to one oI as neighbors, and
that he was not able to purchase't

h
em.

The captain then ianquired what they epuld be.
had for, and when his brother mentioned the sum,
he took out his purse and handed him.the amount,
saying that he liksd his 'appearance so much that
lie would make him a present of thee onen. This
most extraordinary liberality astonished his bro-
ther, who could hardly believe it pssaible that a
man should show such munifieeoce to a stranger.
He, however, took the money; and expressed his
prtfouud gratitude to his benefactor.

The captain then asked him where he lived, and
remardhfd thtlho ieuld, if lie had no objections,
lile tomake him a call, to which his brother re-
plied that he rented a snmall farm near by, and
that it was only by the insot rigid economy and
industry that he could mahage to support his
family and pay his rests, but that of couiar he
wohld be gind to receive a visit front one who -had
sahown such' g terosityto Lim,. He then iqulired
of his brothler what lriie the owner put npon the
farms. adding tlhat. he believed lie sheoahtl like.t6
tresent him with thant also: His brother now
looked nitetlively at I!im, and fin- the first time
recognmzald hio. They Went home togelther, both
exceedingly happy;
