at oar gates, we should command the monop-
oly of trade in the varied products of the
tropics. As the best market for cotton, we
should receive nearly the whole of that staple
that is produced in the Mississippi valley, and
our port should be the entrepot for a large
portion of the prgduce of the Western States.
In return for the products we receive, we
should distribute to the West and to the in-
terior of the South, nearly all of the supplies
they consume. A proper amount of capital,
directed with energy and intelligence, should
enable us to compete successfully with every
rival who.may be opposed to us in this field
of commercial enterprise.

We are gratified to learn that some of our
steamboat owners have already directed their
attention to bringing back to New Orleans the
trade of the Arkansas valley. The Judge
Fletcher, Capt. J. W. Smith,' commander,
left our port on Saturday last for the Arkan-
sasriver. She was built, just before the war,
expressly for the Arkansas trade, and is
well adapted to the navigation of that river.
We learn that she is to be followed shortly by
other boats. As success is best assured by a
proppr organization, we venture to suggest
to the proprietors of these steamers their con-
sideration in a company of sufficient strength
to hold a rival place with the competing lines
from Memphis, St. Louis and Cincinnati.
The cotton crop of the Arkansas valley has,
perhaps, suffered less than in any other part
of the South. The MIississippi river is its
natural outlet, and it will necessarily seek
the New Orleans market if facilities are af-
forded to enable itto reach this port. We
therefore commend this enterprise of our
steamboat proprietors as worthy the encour-
agement and patronage of the mercantile
community.

PAPEnR tMr.s.-In the United States there
are 750 paper mills in active operation. They
produce 270,000,000 pounds of paper, which,
at an average of ten cents per pound,
would be worth twenty-seven millions of
dollars. As it requires about a pound
and one-half of rags to make one pound of
paper, there are consumed by these mills
400,000,000 pounds of rags in a single year.
If we estimate the rags to cost four cents per
pound, there would be a profit of $11,000,000
in this branch of manufacturing.
