THonOUGHi BREEDING PROM NATIVE HORSES-THE
MUSTANG.

(From the New York Evelaing Post.]
Without entering upon that full discussion of

the physiological relations Which govern the
question of cross-breeding--a discussion neces
Cary to the scientific understanding of the subject,
out too extensive to be-attempted in thi place--
We may pronounce empirically and approxi-
matell that the sireand diim contribute the quali

ties o their offspring in smethisg like the follow-
ing share-the ltter, size and general vigor of
constitution; the former, spirit and coapcity for
puttingthorth the entire strength toward the acomrn
plishlti , of a single end; while build and frame
and Meidilal disposition will be about equally
divelr ,y. mween them.

6-'pris!t of this distribution we may usanually
prfatet, from our knowledge of the dam iu the
case of a cross between widely dissimUar bloods,
the offspring's weight-carrying qualities, the
length of his stride (as separate from itsimpetns),
the robustness of his frame, and the facility with
which he will respond to good nouriahment and
training. What is technically known as "bottom"
belongs largely to the aide or the colt's pedigree,
though stay in a race depends upon spirit as
well as mere stamina, and thus involves importpnt
unestions as to his sire, who may be confidently re

lied upon to impart to progeny all that we should
call his own mental characteristics in a human be-
nlug, inclusirve of courage in the presence of ob-

stacles or dangers, and the willto concentrate
every material force in him for their conquest.

The speed of the animal, abstractly looked at,
is especially from the sire's side. Considered in
oonnection with the tine of effort, it involves itself
with the question both of wind and bottom. The
former depends upon both parents almost
equally-being mainly a matter of build, when the
horse has a courageous father and robust mother.

Setting aside those whose business it is to be
expert in the knowledge of this country's best
racers and their pedigrees, ther' are very few
men of wide experience in American horses who
cannot recollect many a fine'mare, long-bodied,
amnple girthed, brood loined, every way compact,
capable and healthy, standing sixteen bhands or
over, and gifted with admirable qualities of tug-
ging eoduradce, which either had no lineage at
all, or one relying for its character upon some
combination between the happy chance-hits of
tnabies belonging to neighboring farmers. There

are numlbers of such animals in every agricultu-
ral district of this country, but they are to be
found in their perfection, perhaps, in the rural
parts of Vermont, New York and Pennsylvania.
We are not speaking of such wonderful excep-
tional geniuses as Ftora Temple, though lack of
pedigree lolds true in her case; despite those
horse-heraldry-mongers, who are as ready to fur-
nish ancestors on short notice to self-made four-
legged clients as are their brethren to human
ones. The little mare might be as much too
smail a figure to impart the maternal share of a
great racer's characteristic as a Conestoga dam
would be too heavy for the purpose.

In general, however, let us be understood as
speakiog of quite nameless animals, far from rare
in this country, who yet possess every quality
which horsemen understand to have made up the
value of the mothers from whom sprung the
present English thoroughbred. When we leave
this class to consider the magnificent daughters of
the Messenger race, and sucth as have closer orre-
moter affiliations with it-the Hamhletoniao races,
and those with partially pure pedigrees, who,
though never thought of for the parentage of a
thoroughbred, are still nobly framed animals-we
cannot fail to sece that we have already in this
country the first maternal material for a distinctive

TIIE MUSTANG. i

Let us compare the mustang, as found among t
the Arapjos, Camanches, Navajos and other
equestrian Indians of the West, as well as among a
the white settlers who have reclaimed but done
little to improve him, with the Arabian Aleppo ti
or Palmyrene stallions, who sired the present race t
of English thoroughbreds. I

The mustang, in his ordinary state, stands from P
fourteen hands two inches to fifteen hands one
inch inii •iglt. Specimens of his class, stinted by
the bruto,,-, of a race-the western Indian, as r
much viler than the Arab of the desert as is con-
sistent with the limits of barbarism-may run
slightly below the former estimate. Other speci-
mens, free on their own stamping ground, or sub-
ject to comparatively civilized treatment, enjoy-
ing abundant pasture and favorable climatic cots C
ditions, as far surpass the latter measure. The
Darley Arabian measured fifteen hands and one I
inch, the Godolphin but fourteen and one-half. t:

The mustang, like the Arab, beneath the do- d
minion of nomad masters, has endured many gen- t
erations of irreguilar wearing toil, over vast wastes q
of level country rwhere ceaseless warfare of the
guerrilla sort has made necessary a horse possess n
ing marne.ous speed and edurance-where, for a
days togrlther, bothe folder and water must tbe
scantily snpplied or even utterly withheld. These I
circumstances have combined to form what Dar-
will wsli call a priiciple of natural selection,
lelimelatig from each stock all but its hardiest

scions and creating races which possess the I
power of self-preservationunder the most adverse I
circumstances of scanty fare-of living, even act- vmnlly thriving, upon a minimum of food and atten- s
tion, with a maximui m of climatic exposure and a
nervous as well as muscular work.
The mustang has had no Oriental imagery to t

cloak the gauntness of his hips-poets are not t
plentifel either amnon Indians or trappers ; more- t
over, the requiremelits of the preselt day are c
tullch morne vigorous repectirng tile poilnts of a line
horse thans they were in the middle of the eigh- I
teenth celntury, all of which goes far to account
for the fact that by the side of our splendid I
Easter!s Stlite specimecns of the thoroughhred, the i
mustang has not only received no such admiration f
as was won by the im;ported Arab standing for the t
firsttime among sleeker and slower English pure I
breeds, but has had his great virtues as the tro-
genitor s of a cross almost entirely overlooked. I
Travelsrs have fully established tie further fact I
that not all "Arab steeds" are Darleys and Godol- I
plhins ; and we are willing enough to own that I
there are pienty of poor animals among the Indi- I
ans, as inl every other race of horses. But grant- I
ing in both cases the same privilege of selection, I
and thel picked horses of the Western nomads I
would disgrace no company of the Oriental Pclite. I

It wotld be hard to askof a pure Arab perform-
ances more arduous than are habitually furnished t
by the war-horse of the plains Indian. It is no
unusual thing for him to travel fifty miles a day i
for six or seven days in succession-over arid
tracts where water is as scarce as in the Sahara,
and when found, not the clear spring of the po-
etic oasis; but a bitter, brackish, or alkaline and
stagnant pool-with no fodder but the woolly
leaves of the "shoe-string weed," the wild mari-
gold, a scanty patch of grama, or a tuft of mes-
quit. Even these he must forage for limself,
turned loose without grooming or tending, after
fifteen hours of incessant toil upon a sand-barren,
where any horse but himself or the Arab mighthe
excused for lying down in despair. No petting of
his master's children for him; no entree to the
family tent; no share in that poetic "bag of dried
dates," or " measure of dhdrra," by which tradi-
tion gives encouragement to the oriental steed.

He knows no food but pasture, and that of the
poorest sort, from the time he is foaled into the
Indian camp, until his carcass is left to the ca-
yote. Yet, in times of exigency, when his master
must flee or pursue, he is adequate to doing his
seventy, eighty, even one hundred miles a day ;
and there are cases, when, without food, ie has
travellert) ne hundred and twenty. Like the
Arab--' every animal habitually thrown upon
his own resources-he possesses an intelligence,
a courage, a self-reliance, a spirit and a will which
appl'roach the human. His quickness of eye and
surenese of foot, his ability to measure distances,
his prompltness in the adaptation ot means to ends,
have been so long cultivated by absolute indepen-
dence and the habit of riding with a loose rein or
not t alil, indulged in by all the tribes who have
reclaimed hiss, that it is scarcely !ossible to put
him into a position of peril and difficulty, where a
deer erolh hell tliimself, from which he cannot ex-
trircte Iboth himself and rider.

It has repeatedly been our lot to hunt astride of
him, across countries which would have baulked
any steeple chaser (the horse, not tile man) who
ever won a victory, and we have never secen him
at fault yet. In puorsuit of the buafalo, we have
known him to go down the side of one of thise
characteristic ravines by which the Western plains
are intersected, sloping sixty degrees and aIs mnmy
feet in depth, Imeasuring the incline, without a
moment'i pause to gain his footing, and with his
beasd 1,•'t entirely to himself, where to muiss fot
would hare been death to both horse and rider;
then, on reaching the bottom, to gather himself
instantly and ascend the equally steep oippesite
side bty-a action which can n(sily be comparid to
the cl;ImeriUg of a monkrey-literally pawinig Ilin-
self sp tie bank through sheer firce of the fore-
hoofs, which he inverted and dug into the clay as
no one unfaluiliar with him could' have supptsedi
possilble of anyv member es I cflexible than hands;
anti lnaliy, uion reaching tile tell, to resune,
withenst a sigu of distrces, the long, eteady gallop
which lie head preserved fl' a dilstance iof ten
miles t, ., - coming to the ravinei in question.
We re .iown him, in coouring a single herd, to
croa... ,. seuch ravines--r:.ined sometimes with

cracked clay 0s hard as adode, and sometimntc.
with treacherous sand.
Not a word have we ever seen it necessary to

speak to him save the word " bravo "-and that
necessity belonged to the ridor's sense of justice,
not the horse'sencouragement. Without a hint
from his rider, he always put himself in the
proper shape the instant he touched the brink of
tlle precipice with his four hoofs. If the thing
cold be done, he took the entire chasm tyidg;
were it too wide for one jump, he plunged head-
long in a lightning succession of several, with
his powerful hocks thrown under him as far as
the base of a perpendicular dropped from the
withers; seupposing it too steep for that, he pre-
pared himnself for a slide, and took the glacise
almost on his haunches, or with a promptness of
resource worthy of a general, at once converted
the direct line into a longer and less steep ob.
liqat reaching the bottom by that most diffitcult
of all actions which requires two legs to be braced
eupon the samine side.
Hunting deer with him in the Pacific States we

have ridden him through miles of the worst chap-
paral that ever vexed lan or horse-the inextri-
cable snarl or close set manzanita and burr-oak-
growing over fallen timber, which the scrub en-
tirely hides-timber in some cases three feet in
diameter, sometimes hard, sometimes rotten com-
pletely through, and in all cases a worse trap than
was ever set for hunter or steeple-chaser-the
wiry scouargee of the scrob floggio the horse
shoulder high. Though the temper of the particu
lar animal referred to was n the highest degree
restiff--as is the case with all first-class Arabs or
misangs--he never once lost his self-possession,
never reared back on bin rider, but gaining pluck
at every leap pursued his unerrino instinct from
invisible foothold to foothold, neither crashing
through rotten wood nor striking hli pasterns on
the hard trunks; never once stumbling, "running
through" his obstacles, nor in any way breaking
out of his series of clear leaps fr a mile ata time.

We have seen him ii his trot, his rack, his
canter and his run. As was famoausly the case
with the Arab, there is no pace the mustang
cannot learn; scarcely any he does not adopt of
his own accord to suit different circumstances.
With a week's training we have trotted him
eight miles in twenty-six minutes, on uneven
country, and without a break. His rack (we use
the word to avoid the generality of "pace") is
so speedy, as often on the Plains, in his wild state,
to tire out the best trained runnerso on which
he is pursued with a lariat. He will carry a
rider of fonurteen stdne, as the old Plainsmen
say, "from sunnp to sundown," without once
going off the easy tope. His running gait can
only be appreciated by those who have seen him
behind a band of antelope or in the lightning
evolutions of an array of Navajo or Camanche
warriors.

If his weight-carrying abilities be thought com-
promised by his small size, let us add that we
have seen a mere pony specimen of the mustang
carrying three well grown Indian lads from four-
teen to eighteen, with the lodge poles of their
tents dragging behind him from the girths, and
heavy tent appurtenances borne in a blanket,
thrown across them-this during a whole day's
march, and without any more ado than one of
Our Knuacks would make in bearing a single
rifler.
But supposing his weight-carrying qualitieswere

small iq proportion to his size, let it be remem-
bered that such qualities were never especially
predicated of the Arabian. It is to the maternal
side that we mpst invariably look for the perfec-
tion of such qualities in progeny. One fact
throws a flood of light on the proposition. Tie
little Godolphin, wiho died in 1753, was, as we may
once more recall, but fourteen and a half hands
in height. In 176l, one of his fifteen sons, the
Gower's stallion, carried eighteen stone through a
whole day's hunt.

Thiassubjectwill bear much greater amplification,
hbut we have sufficiently indicated the line which
itmay be desirable to pursue in creating a cross
which shall be distinctly American. To any man
in possession of the facts we have given it must
be evident that we hare thie high mettled, speedy
and generous-natured sires--the noble-framed and
vigorous mothers of a race which, for cavalry and
turf purposes, deserves to be created by the en-
lightened horse-breeders of America. This crea-
tion need not interfere with the propagation of
tboroughbreds' by imported blood. Ii ought to
run parallel with it. There are purposes of use
and sport which we may point out in a future ar-
ticle, which it would snobserve as well as war and
the race ground. And who, in fine, can better
take up this most original and valuable proiject
practically, as well is the A. J. C.? F.L.

TOE POSITIONS GAINED AT THE ACADEMY WERE
MAINTAINIED IN AFTER LIFE.

We happened to take up,the other day,General h

Cullum's " Register of the Officers and Graduates
of the United States Military Academy at West f
Point." There are, perhaps. not many who would
take much pleasure in turning over the somewhat f
dingy leaves of this old catalogue, but we confess
that it enabled no to while away a leisure halt-houre
quite agreeably and profitably. The long roll of
names, which the nation will cherish in her t
memory, called up a host of associations con-
nected with the history of the late and of the
Mexican war. Many were of men who have never
been prominenily before the public, but there are
not a few which America and the world will 'not
neillingly let die."' t
Aside from this, it occurred to us that it might

be profitable to search through the roll and see
how far the positions gained at West Point t
were nlaintained in after life. We know that d
simnilar search through college catalogues would d
show a large number of instances where the re-
cipients of the highe.t academic honors failed in i
the race against those whose names stood low on I
the.lists. Would this prove true to an equal ex- I
tent with West Point? Commetcming with the d
class of 1l20, let us see what the result will be. ,
About the only nmne in this class with which t

the public are now familiar is that of John ID.Wtin-
der, who stood number eleven in a class of thirty.
His record during the war shows that he did not t
improve aftergraduation. In the' next class we
find no name worthl mentioning here. Iin tile class
of 1822. J. K. F. Mansfield was second. He meas-
urably maintained his prominence as an engineer t
officer during a long and honorable career. Num-
bers twenty.five anrd twenrty-six in his class were
filled by Davrid Hunter and Gee. A. •cICall. Tile
first honors of the class of 1823 were borne away
by Alfred Mordecai, who, up to tie beginning of
thle late war, held a prominent position in the en-
gineer corps. Lorenzo Thomas, late adjntant
general of tlle army, ranked sixteen files below
him. Dennis EI. Mahan--since better known as
Prof. Mahan--stood number one in tile succeeding
class. Dixon H. ililes was the twenty-seventhI man in the same class, and kept his rear position
well.

We have not now the space for givihg such re-
flections as a study of the above list is calculated
to inspire. We give them asn interesting statis-
tics in the history of the army and of West Point.
We will nmerely say that the "' first men " of the
various classes have generally maintained their
positions for scientific and engineering ability,
while some of the most famous and successful of
the generals on each side of the late contest came
from among the pretty well down on the class
lists. The fact that youthful imprudencies at
West Point go far to offset the finest scholarship
and soldierly accomplishment explains this faetto
a great degree. We lave not pretnaded to men-
ion all the names of graduates within the dates

above specified who have been especially dis-
tieguished. We have mnrely made a selection
sufficiently thorough to answer the purposes of
this article.

SHORT DRESSES AND BLOOnERS.-Dr. Dio Lewis,
in an article in the October Herald of Health, says
of the dress introduced in his school:

The short skirts, although in importance to
health the least vital of these three changes, is,
nevertheless, very important. The skirt should
fall a little below the knee. The pants should be
large Turkish pants, which, made long enough to
fall to the ankle, and fastened at the bottom by
being drawn close about the ankle with a slight
elastic cord, should then be drawn up to the place
usuaily occupied by the garter; and pulled down
to the middle, or a little below tile middle of the
call of tile leg. When going out into tie cold air
tie exposed part of thie leg shoold be covered
with a patent leather anklet, and daring the cold
season of the year that part of the leg should be
covered by two thicknesses of woolen. While all
this peculiar arrangement is, in point of conve-
nience and protection, less satisfactory than the
straight pants, such as gentlemen wear, 1 never-
theless advise it, because it is very easy to intro-
duce the short dresse with these pants, and very
difiicult to istroduce whatis kuownas the bloomer
costume.

or example: In my school at Lexington, Jass.,
