WtonotS, It is maiifestly expedient that pro-
vision should be made by law for regotating the
relative rights and duties of masters and servants,
and the mode of entering into contracts for ser-
vice;

Be it therefore enacted bty her majesty's super-
intendent, with the advice and consent of the
asseorLto of this settlement, as follotws:
AnT. 1. Provides that contracts are invalid for

longer than one month, unless in writing.
ARt. 2. Verbal contracts to ba for a month;

other contract of service with any person, (other
than the person or persons with whom the first
contract shall have been entered into by him as
aforesaid) before the period of such former con-
tract shall have expired, to serve hrim dbring the
period of such former contract, shall be liable, on
conviction, to imprisonment at hard labor, not
exceeding three months; Provided, That it shall
be lawful for tlhepolice magistrate, by whom any
servant shall be so sentenced to imprisonment ex-
ceeding one month, at the expiration of the term
of one month, on the application of the party at
whose suit such person mayhave been imprisoned,
to release such servant from imprisonment.

XIII. That whenever any servant, who has
been lawfully engaged, commnits any of tie follow-
ing offenses, he shall be punished summarily as
follows-that is to say:

1. For neglecting or refusing. without reason-
able cease, no proceed to tire Ipace where he has
contracted ts serve, or for absence without
leave, at any time within twenty-four hours of the
time appointed for his departure from the place
where he has been engaged. or during tihe pro-
grees of the voyage or jonrney to such place, he
shall be liable to imprisonment for any period not
exceeding fourteen days, with or wirthout hard
labor; and, also, at the discretion of the police
magistrate, to forfeit out of his wages a sum' not
exceeding tre amount of two days' pay, and, in'
addition, for every twenty-four hours' absence, a
sum not exceeding six days' pay.

2. For assaulting any master, or his lawful at-
torney, manager, foreman, overseer, or clerkr, he
shall be liable to imprisonment, with hard labor,
for any period not eoxceding twelve weeks, with
or without hard labor.
