AN INTEIIE'TING L.TTERI't AND CONFI:ilON.

On the 1Pth of Septemlber last, as will be re-
collected, o man named Adrolph Ireuder. emylployed
as a porter in the Preocott iHouse, was killed by a
pistol ball at tile door of the bar-room. The evi-
dence takenl at the inquest caused suspicion to at-
tach to a banrler named Charles Muendler, living
on Elm street. who,on the evening of the murder,
accompalnied two servant girls Irom Washington
HIall to the 'Prescott House, ond entered the house
with henm, oil shortly after the shot was fired
that killed Bruder, it being thought that having
been refused admittance, Mueindler had shot the
porter in revenge. The details of the matter it is
unnecessary to recapitulate- On the examination
before the recorder, the evidence was deemed in-
sufficient, and Mluendler was discharged.

Yesterday, a solnmewhat curiols circumstance in
connection with this ease cane to light. tMr. (eo.
Shaeffler, proprietor of the Mississippi saloon in
east St. Louis, states that last weekh lie received a
letter froml one August Kaufman, formerly bar-
keeper in tIec's saloon, on Market sileet, in wthich
tile riter confesses that lie fired the shot that
killed lBrner: that he was drunk at tile time, ad
that his real olect wao.s to hlit tiuenller; that lie
left St. Louis tie day after the murder, and was at
the time of writing ion his way to (;ermauy, and
that his object in mnaking the confession was to
save an iniocellt iian from suflerig for tihe crime.
tile writer evidently being Ignorant of Muendler's
dis:harge. The fact of this singular letter being
received wa conmmunieated last Stiday bIy Mr.
Shaetter to Mr. F. Muellet, of the Prescott Itouse.
Mr. S. frther states that tile letter has been eitiler
lost or destroyed, libut that lie will make affidavit
as to its rece'iPtand contents.

The mater wiiil doubtless be thoroughly exam-
ined by the authorities, and it certainly requires
investigation.

It will be remembered that onl the inquest the
two girls above mentioned stated thates they were
returning from Washington Hall an unknown man
attempted to take some liberties with them, and
was prevented by Muendler, and tie inference wan
that it was he rwile fired the shot as they entered
the house, inteuding to hit Muendler, but killing
the unfortunate porter in mistake. In this partic-
ular the letter would seem to be corroborated, but
the matter is still involved in much mystery. As
the law has pronou'leed Ilim guiltless, no further
suspicion can ble supposed to attachfto Muendler;
but it woul lhave been much more satisfactory for
him and all parties concerned in the unhappy affair
that the letter had been preserve.ti
