The Royal Street I•allroad.

A rule taken by Messrs. Nicholson & Co. to
compgl Mr. Montgomery, who has sued out an
injunction to prevent the construction of arailroad
on Royal streetlto increase the amount of his
bond, was tried in the Fourth District court
yesterday, Judge Theard presiding. It was
contended that thie bond given, when the writ was
taken out, was insufficient to cover the damage
Messrs. Nicholson & Co. would suffer by the work
being delayed. In behalf of Mr. Montgomery, It
was proved that Messrs. Nicholson & Co., after
procuring the right of way from the late military
government of the city, sought to induce parties
to enjoin them, in order to defeat the road, and
other evidence being adduced to show tlhat the
sunt taned in the bond would be adequate to com-
ponsate for whatever damage mightaccrue,Judge
Theard dismissed the rule. Tihe motive attributed
to the defendants in this suit, for endeavoring
originally to have the lhying of the track inter-
dicted, 'prImgs 'ioio the nature of the contract
with the late city g,tvernment. The contract em-
brace tihe right of war for the presentSt.Charles
strere. railnoad, ao well as that projected on Royal
otreet. By lthe thle terms of the agreement, it is
provdled that if both roads should be constructed,
the company snhould pay a tax to the city of one
cent and one-eighth on each paosenger, but if, by
anry i :al impediment, tie construction of the road
on t ya lstreer should be prevented, then the
company -would only pay one-half of that per
capita-that in, ninetrixtuenths of a cent on each
passenger. The travel on the St. Charles street
)route being much greater than was anticipated on
Royal street, Messrs. Nicholson & Co. seem to
have reou:niered, at one time, that their interests
would be henefited' by the failure of the Royal
astreet part of tle grant. The earnestness, how-
ever, with which they are defending their claim
against the injunction would seem to imply that
that they have changed their mind on tihe subject,
and ::ow believe that both roids will be more
profitable than the up-town one alone.
