The Great Fire not New York.

DESTIlCTION Or ST. PATRICK'S CATIIEDrAL.

The New York World, speaking of the great fire
which resulted in the entire destruction of St.
Patrick's Cathedral in that city, says:

THEI CATIIEDRALI BURNT.

As the vast crowd and breathless hosts arrived
at the Mott street wall of the cathedral yard, they
were brought to a stand by a far greater con-
course of Ulen, women and children, who lolked t
up every avenue to the chulrch to srch a degree
that, without the aid ofa posse of police, even te I
engines were unable to reach tie hydrants in the
vicinity. Thie rmnor spread by the terrified trus- f
tee was true, the churclh was on fire, but not inJ
flames.

The sparks from the Broadway fire fell thick 0
and fast on the crisp shingle roof, yet only here I
and thlere was visible a little flickeringflame, car-
ried by half extinguished cinlders, each of wtich
the unceasing wind itself blew out as the flame
of a wnax taper would he blown out by a sudden
current of air. IThe crowd was confident, and yet
not so. The thousands of Catholics of the neighl-
borhood, to whom the old edifice wass as an old
home, where their weary souls find rest when
overwhelmed with the cares and strifes of worldly
doings, were present, and the idea of their goor l
old resting place taking fire like an ordinary
building seemed out of tle qoluestion entirely.

Their conflidence was nlislaced, and their pious t
ejaculations that it might be spared, even i' it
could buorn a quickly as a tenement house, were
soon turned to cries of despair and anguish. A
sudden strong gust of wind carried a little cinder
in the air over the heads of the crowd and landed I
it on the railing of the roof of the sacred edifice, f
on the southerly side. Another and another and t
still another flew over the other buildings and o
landed on the samie roof in difibreat localities. In r
another moment a light flame arose where every 1
cinder lbd dropped, and a cry of terror arose t
from the crowd.

A TERRIBLE SCENE

here ensued. The vast crowd, overcome with ex-
citementt, and bent on saving the edifice at all
cost, without calculating chances, rushed in a
body towards thie church gates. Over tile walls A
into the yard, over thle grares, over tile chains at
the entrance rwet Iludreds ,lcol mell, to the very
walls of the churchl itself. The crowd without
were fearfully excited, and yelled madly for tile
engines, which, with their usual inactivity, had riot
as yet got ready to work. As the cindersfell faster
on the roof, and the flickering flames grew stronger
on all sides, lMr. Ilart, tile junior sexton of the
church, atld several parisllioners appeared on the
roof with buekets of water, withl whlichl they en-
deavored to extinguish the inciptoent flames.

The eidhwd cheered loudly, and the spark traces
began tc grow lees as Hlnrt and hie associates e
threw tioe tontreots of bo-Iket after buoooket on tihe
roof, owhichl they drew from a twenty galion keg
they had hauled oip to them. But the water ran a
out, and the flames began to crackle and hi-s, and h
in another nlomnent tie daring uen were forced to
beat a retreat below. The little tongue like
fliceetings on the railings now joined into one
gratn w•olaooe, vitll branches rising over the roof v
like ire-stnakes. A cry of rage went up from the s
crowd. The engines got to work, and heavy
streams of water were dashed againtut tile big e
roof, but all to no purpose. The fire had gained I
headway, aol the nloment when tile building
eoulbl have bcen saved had passed. The Ltcene as
the fire grew in intensity laso one which will not
easily be forgotten by aly one who witnessed it.

while t.e-e scenes were passing outsie, all wasi
comnootionl. he gates were forced open by tile
trustees, and tile crowd, half frenlzied with thoe ex-
citetaent of the occasion, yet instinctly knowing
that they cwere doing right, they tore up the
eopels, seiz-d ioln of tile pictures, candelebras.
candlesticks, and hurried out ,of the building to
to the pastor'a residence. All of tile acred ves-
sels and the holy sacrament were saved by lriersts
of the chu'rch, who acted with great bravery durn
ing the whole time the building was biurning, and
eveene nterre tle edifice in search of the vowsel

midniht tile fire htad consumd the entire twood-
work and interior of the structore.

THE RLUINS-THE CROWDS-THE CROSS.

The rluin yesterday presented a feature of
destruction rarely seen. Standing at any poinlt
near by the walls of the church, te comparla-
tively slender appearance of the columlns Ibeing
but a trifling obstruction, along with the adjoining
low house,, to admit tile vision of tile spectator
from Prince to Houston. A large portion of the
crowd assembled to witness the burning while it
was yet in progrers remained till daylight, and
during the entire day yesterday the nmltitudle of
spectatorls would have numbered a hundred
thousand.

A force of jolice were stationed around the
church yard, it being feared that the walls might
fall at anyunomtent. Looking at the ruins, and
remeellnerllg tho aippearance of the place but two
days before, it oeemced too dificult to realize thlot
so great a work of destruction could have been
performed in so short a splace of time. One of
the features of the after scenes of the conflagra-
tion is the cross at tihe westerly end of the church.
The fire ceonsuned it to the cross-piece, reducing
the lower 1part to the circumference of a hummner
handle, while tie broad golden top reoloios un-
touclhed. anld rcfiects the sun as brightly as ever.

until 1817, when it was opened with great pomp es
and ceremony. Nev York had no bishop at thel
time it woo opened, aothougt Bishop Colcannon to
had been appointed by the pope a short time Ibe- If
fore to preside over the diocese, but never lived
to see the city. he having died before reaching
this country.

The
ruins of this once noble edifice are the great point
of attraction to the concourse of idlers and sight-
seers who flocked toi the spot from all plrts if the
city.

saved. All tie vestments, chalices, plates and
boolks were removesd icfi.o the flames could
reach tihelll. Tflte vstments o' piotifieal ehric
nies. brought on by isp a Ba Icon, oi Portland,
and 1bctvllt ly ilie Ihe alArchelibop Ighe, cliacnd
valued at $3000, were all saved. The chalicec

were all removed in time. Eoroe of thrse were
very good ones, aod one of th(emI ealecially was
decoraeted with preeiorns stones. They were val-
ued at $100or. The oll haptismall loot was hauled
out, but with considerable ditilolty, hIavig been
tugged at with the entlulsiasm of Trojans by two
citizens, who, unable to overcomle t t inertia, called
tile assistance of a ulmeer of ethers, and resrred
it from tle flames, much to the gratification of
all insterested in the church, not so much on ac-

e count of its intrinsic value as because of tihe many
sacred associations w eio cluster around it, during
filty years of use. All the books of the shetool
were saved, as also were the missals. There were
about five hundred men, womeen, and children,
during the progeress of the fire, engaged in bring-
ing out the movable articles, and manifesting ty
their zeal and activity the afifetiot in which tthe
church and its associations were held by the peo-
ple connected with its ministrations. Both the
crosses, though made of wood, were, by astrange
freak of the flames, saved from any material in.
jury. One fell down, as the stones on which it
rested were displaced, and the other still remains,
runscorehd, although both of them were com-
pletely encircled with the crackling fire.
This incident recalls a similar one that occurred

in Philadelphia during the native American riot in
18t4, when St. Augustine's church was destroyed.
Its architecture of wood had been burned and itst massive walls toppled into ruinous heaps on the
ground below, with' the exception of a small
I inclosure over the altar. In this there was an
emblematie picture of an eye, with the words,
"And tile Lord seeth," inscribed below it, which
were miraculously preserved amid the general
ruin that surrounded them. The altar, which was
expensively decorated, was completely destroyed,
thontgh its moveablle ornaments, consisting of
valuable candlesticks, candelabras, vases, etc.,
were removed in time.

THE BURIAL VAULTS.

Underneath the structure, which was enveloped
in flames, the winter stock of coal, consisting of
forty tons, was placed in fearful proximity to tile
burria vaults, wherein lie the venerated remains
of these eminent prelates. The fire had made
rapid progress toward this part of the building.
Iut no ignition of the coal took place, and no dis-
turbance whatever to the vaults, the firemen pre-
venting either by copious streams of water.
