itfg Dear Sir-It is with regret, yet a pleasure,
thati am one of the survivors of the ill-fted ship
Evening Star, which went down on Wednesdny
m~l thae ldiuet., at 20 minutes to 6 o'clock
A. ~i. •is ship went down in a terrific hurricane,
what mighthbe termed 'a screw hurricane. It is
the second one of the sort I ever witnessed, and
trust it may be the last. I will not enter into the
details of the scene-there is no human tongue
thatleandescribe such a scene. The idea of two
hundred sad thirty abin pasengers, and about
sevetyof ai crew, launched into eternity with
nothstt to cling to except fioating debris fromthe
.faste5l 'ship. Out of the six metallic life-boatl

not one baut what was capsized and turned over
and over. I lung oto on f theboats until I
saw so many drowned that I gave it up as a lost
hope to clingto the boat any longer; so I found
ohe • f the tors belonging te some part of the
cabi, which I clungto frtom the time of the
ship's sinkilsng, ahich was 20 minutes to 6 o'clock
A.iL., bn the 3d inst.,, until ;10 o'clock A. Is. on
the 5th inst., being about thirty hours, and
beneg::completely exhausted there came floating
along a portion of the deak oalled the smoking
saloon say about fifteen feet long and twelve feet
wide, •tth two.ventilators in the top of it,.which
i the only thing that saved my life, and In a few
minutes alongecame oneof the boats with six men
in her and two females, but the boat filled with
watr. /.Not aeafaringman in the beoat; how-
ee, I p'oposed for all to get out of the boat and
haul her pp on this floating dock aid bail her,
whch wasagreed to, and thank God, succeeded
Inbailighler out; then I found one of her cabin
doors cwhieh answered very, well for a sail. The
wind sbeing from the eastward and blowing strong,
we sailed to thewesterd edge of the Gulf stream,and I being worn out through exhaustion, the

ioatwas filled with water again, and our condi-
tion hopeless until Saturday, about 4 P. x.

Saturday, 6th inst., we spied the schooner Morn-
Sdg Star, from Cardenas hound to Charleston,
which relieved ns of death ; when on Tuesday, the
d 9th inpi.,, t-tO A,, the United States steamero Commaugh, commander Quackenbosh; towed us
to this place. When we left the wreck we had
eleven persons on board ; since, three men and one
ilady have died, and the other tworemainingludies
are not expectdd to live. They are deliriou elil
the time. The names of the two ladies are ulii
Mjntie Wilson and Miss Minuie Taylor, both of
New Yohk.

This is the first time I conuld sit up, or I should
have written before. I am chafed and broised soSthatI have nothinng oume bt bandages. I can-
; nthexplaih my snuffering at this present time. I

leave yoe and others to judge.

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President avais and the Federal Sples,
Webster and Donnelly.

From a communication of the Rev. John D.
Keiley,'published in the Petersburg Index, we
make the following extracts. Webster, a native
of Kentucky, was hung at Camp Lee in 1862, and
it has never been denied that he was a spy in the

pay of the authorities at Washington. His osten-
sible business in Richmond was blockade running
and carrying letters to and fro across the lines.
It was his practice to submit all letters intrusted
to him to the federal authorities. Mr. Keiley says
ofhim: "

The first time I saw him was on the occasion of
dv visit to Parke. He was heavily ironed, looked
greatly distressed and anxious, and at first seemed
unwilling to give me his confidence. I thought
hit hesitancy may have been canoed by the senti-

tel in his celt, who was pacing the floor with his
gon at fixed bayonet on his shoulder. I got this
sentinel removed for a-whie, and after a little
talk, Webster told me the most favorable side of
his case, mentioned roany things which it might
be unjustto the living to reveal at present; and,
upon the whole, made a rather favorable impres-
sion on my mind.

it ought to be mentioned here, that a long-con-
tinned course of visitation of prisons and prisono
era had developed i kind of power--half feeling.
half thought, by which the shadings of truth and
falsehood, in their statements, were received. I
was convinced from some evidence afforded me
by Webster, that there were many mitigating cir.
cmstances inhbis case. That conviction was iha-
parted and in a measure partaken of by the
authorities. The execution was put off. I ob-
tained passports to go through oar lines to Staf-
ford and Loudoun counties to collect the evidence
necessary to verify Webster's statements. Unfor-
tanately, I could not get through the federal lines:
but the poor fellow was reprieved Irom time to
time, and it was only when I had given up nllhope
of getting to his home that he wao executed.
One people wondered why this execation was put
off roam time to time. Here is the secret. This
was one of tie few occasions in my life in which
it seemed to ine desirale to belong to that mud-
dle-headed class, the money-lovers and the money-
havers. If I hd had money, then I could have
managed to have gottes through the lines. and
might have been the instrument of saving this
man's life.
Tie authoriies gave mate every opportunity.

None more so than oi r beloved Presient. I hove
no doubt now--l Ilid none then-that Webster
was, in a good measure, guilty as charged; but
tire shocking steroness and raomrodism whichr char-
acterizes courts martial excltded, i effelct, every
modifying peculiarity that lessened the emos of
crime: 1 had a volmirons lot of papers abhout
Webster, which it was my purpose to place in thg
rands of his friends at the close of the war ; bht,

alas! the vandals tore them up and scattered them
along with all my otler things, onthat 3d of April,

o86t. Yet I do not greatly blame these wieled.
because foolish men. Their trade was destruc-
tion. Their business was rnan.

'Of Donnelly, Mr. IKeiley says:
This youg man, a native of New York, but re-

centlyfrom•ftew Orleans, was sentenced to be
shotus a federal spy. In my visits to the jail; he
crouched off in a corner, and seemed desirous of
eluding me, but at last I got him to tell ine tihe
particulars of his rase, which were so favorable,
that if properly substantiated I felt certain he
would be pardoned. I got a good-hearted man,
Mr. Heath, who now keeps a grocery store up
Halifax street, to go to a station on the Nrorfuli
railroad and get me the affidavit of a magistrate
and his wife, in thIe immediate vicinity of the fed-
eral lines, touching the material poitrl in tlis case,
arid had them laid, with a personal explatation,
before General Cooper, who promised me that tire
case wouldbe attended to. I had preywously tried
all efforts with the authorities here il vain. On a
Sunday morning, on visiting the jail I learned with
dismay, that an officer had been there a few min-
utes before, and had read the death-warrant of the
prisoner; whlo was to be shot thie next morning at
the Fair Grounds. Before going to the church I
sent this dispatch to the President: " A man is
going to be shot here to-morrow, as a spy, who is
innocent. Please forbidit. J. D. xEsr.v"'

I received a message shortly after, saying that
"J. D. Keilley shall not be shot to-morrow, nor
any other day, by orer r of JEFF. navlS.
SOn applying at the office of the commanding
general here, I learned that they had received a
dispatch forbidding the contemplated execution.
In my anxiety and haste I had forgotten to men-
tion the prisoner's name, hence the tenor of thie
dispatch. The affidavits were recoveredandlaid
before the President, and in due time the prisoner
was discharged. His aged and venerable mother
sent me afterwards letters of thanks, and promised
that she would prsy.for me as long as she lived.
Precious beyond diamonds to me are these letters
and prayers.

The success attending these various efforts and
a great many others of a like hind, led me to be,
lieve that the President of the United States wouli
give a favorable hearing to the case of one, who
when in' supreme power, washimself so accessiblr
to appeals of this sort-one who, unlike thIes,
partially guilty parties, was the idol of us all fo
his stainless purity of character, and his massie
strength of intellect. I was not so successful as
had hoped to be, on account of tihe unsettled slate
of the countlry. - Bat I do not by any meano des
pale.. The succesa of our Northern brethr n ii
their elections may soften their rhearts,and make
them more willing to be merciful. There is ne
much of intrinsic deception in the mere nimrbu:
of political parties, for the sake of afslcting thIr
votes of the unintelligent and impulsire, that 1
have no doubt the medium portion of all parties ii
this Christian laud, mean well and will try to di
what is right.

Wednesday last, Right Reverend C. S. Hawks, D.
D., accomaonied by Reva. Drs. Schuyler and
Berkley, and Revs. Spencer, MeKin, Dunlop,
Corbyn and Holman, left St. Louis to lay the
foundation-stone of the new church ledifice at La-
clede on the Pacific raltroad. There was a large
gathering of people from St. Louis, Kirkwood and
the surrounding neighborhood, and the interesting
ceremonies were enjoyed by all.

After the laying of the corner-stone, and the
reading of the usual services, the bishop delivered
an elegant discourse, which was listened to with
marked attention, the subject being "Progress."
He alluded to the fact that this church at Laclede
was the work of one individual, IR. J. Lockwood,
Esao This gentleman intends to defray the whole
expense of the building, which will be between
$15;000 and $20,000. The church will be of tnhe
Gothic order of architecture, similar to the one at
Kirkwood, and it will he an ,ornament to the vil-
lage of which it is the center. At the end of the
services the choir from Kirkwood sang "Gloria in
Excelcis" min a most impressive manner.
