OnD FELLOWSHIP I THE UNITED STAT:S.-At tihe
Grand Lodge of the IndepenrlentOrder of Odd Fel-
lows in the United States, which recently met in
Baltimore, some very interesting statics were
made public, which show the present strength of
the order in this country. Returns were oaade
from anl the States excelpt Texas and North Caro-
lina, and they show the total number of members
of lodges to be 179,175, and of encampsments
25,740. Pennsylvania has the largest melnbership,
51,70S in the lodges, and 5944 in the encampments,
Ohio is next, with 22,604 smsesbers of lodges, and
4527 of memb era encamtpmentse .Maryland has il1,146
members of lodges, and 1402 nsembers of encamup-
ments; and Indiana 11,293 members of lodges, and
2324 members of encampments. The total amount
of relief granted during the last year in all the
States was about $600,000, of which Penosylvania
granted $179,47t, Maryland $71,209, Ohio $0i,174,
and Indiana $41,527.
