Annlverlary Noteu.

Thei letters of Jlunius are certainly armong the
most remarkable productions in English lilfeaturre.
Their plungent causticity has only too often been
equalled; their wonderful ellict never! Their
elegance .of construction has been frequently
rivalled, if not surpassed; their correctness of
information seldom indeed, if ever ! The success
with which the secret of their authorship has
been veiled may, perhaps, have been aimed at,
but abnost certainly it has been attained in no
other ease-

We are tled to the subject by the reminder that
to-day is the anniversary of the death of Sir Philip
Furancis, who is at present most generally believed
to have been if not Junius himself, at least the one
on whom the responsibility for the authorship of
the letters may safely be said to rest. Francis is
universally admitted to have possessed education
and parts fully equal to all that is to be found in
the letters of Junius, dependent on these qualifiea-
tions or attributes. The sources of information at
his command were such as would supply all the
knowledge he displays of court life and courtiers,
of the privacies alike of noble seclusion and of the
exclusivism of the commons. His bitterness
against Lord Hastings is only too sadly expounded
by a reference to the fact of his having had a
serious difference with the persecuted governor
general, while in some subordinate position with
hirm. His handwriting is identified with that of
the manuscripts of the letters. It is well estab-
lished that he never denied the authorship of the
letters. When he died he left a copy of Mr. Tay-
lor's work identifying him as Junius, carefully
packed, sealed, and addressed to his wife.
As Macaulay says, if this is not sufficient to

prove Sir Philip Francis as the author of the let-
ters of Junius, the worth of circumstantial evi-
dence rmust be forever a nullity. There is not a
link wanting.

Sir Philip may, indeed, have had a confidant in
the concoction of the letters. That would not re-
lieve himl froLn the responsibility, or deprive him
of aught of the credit for them. It is even pro-
bable that he had a confidant, besides his faithful
printer Woodfali. Still he alone, if any one man
wan, wae Junius.
The original publisher of the letters was scarcely

a less remarkable man than Juuius himself, and
his family are worthy of note with him. One
hundred years ago this year, Henry Woodfalt wa-
master of tile stationer's company, a member of
the comnlorn council, and a printer in the famous
Paterlloster RIow, London. Iie died in
17i6. His eldest son, Henry Sam-se
Woodfall, became thle proprietor anod printer
of the Public Advertiser, after serving an
apprentic •ship to his father; Samson's name ap-
pearing as in charge of the paper, on the 17th of
November, 1760. A younger brother, William
Woodfall, was also a printer and celebrated par-
liamentary reporter, associated also in the print-
ing and editing of the Public Advertiser, who,
becoming attached to the stage lmade a very good
fig're, marriel a very amiable woman, and then
returned to edit the London Packet, from which
lie afterwards passed to the Morning Chronicle.
In 17c9r he left the Chronicle to edit the Driary.
His daughter, Sophia Woodfall, afterwards Ms.
.Mci;ibboh , was dist:iguished on the stage and il

It is with Heury Snamson Woodfall that we

have, however, to do to-day. Ie it was,
who, on the 13th of June, 1770, was tried
before Lord Mansfield and a special jury for pulb- e
lishing the letters of Junius, and who assumed the
whole responsibility for theml. On his trial it was
that the famous dictum of that judge was given
about the liberty of the press: " The liberty of tl
the press consists in no more than this, a liberty to
print now without license what could formerly be
printed only with one." This, hofwever, was not
the only case in which our Woodfall sustained the
claims for the liberty of the press. On the 2-4th of
November, 1779, he was sentenced to pay a fine of
six shillings and eight pence, and to be confined in
Newgate twelve months for publishing a hand- t
bill expressive of joy at the acquittal of Admiral i
Keippel, on charges of having allowed thie French
fleet off Ushant, in 1778, to escape from him during d
the night. U

Henry Samson Woodfall was born on the 21st
of June, 173ti, O. S. Before he had attained his
fifth year, Pope was so pleased with his fluent
reading of a page of Homer in Greek, that the
poet presented him with a crown. It is well noted
that in his conduct of the Public Advertiser he
was strictly impartial, as is proved by the fact

r that he as readily admitted to its columns letters
t in reply to those of Junius; as he did those of that

famous writer himself. 1te was, in short, high-
minded and honorable. He declined the seat in
the common council left vacant by the death. of
P his father; and lived from beginning to end a life,
not indeed without its trials and vicissitudes, butn still such as left him abundant sources of happiness.

'- Throughout it he was highly honored and re- t
spected.

He is, of course, supposed to have been in fullIe possession of the name of the real author of the

letters of Junius. It is to his high honor that, be-
lieving it a sacred trust, he never betrayed it. If
it has been discovered in that of Sir Philipt, Francis, he has thabut slightly, and perhaps unwit-
