amidst the fury of the storm. Watched with
scarcely less of agony from shore than from the
straining ship, the lifeboat rises in triumph on the
crest of the angry wave, and, battling with the
savage gale, reaches tihe wreck to bear fros ift
thbse who standoil thovery tluresholdof the grave.
Our coasts are wild, the storms that tash them are
terrible; but nowhere are there st-ouger arms orbraver hearts than ars to be found ou the shores

The Progranme of the "'4fadlentl."

THE PRESTDENT TO BE DEPOSED-SPEECH OF EEAST
BUTLER-WHAT VALLANDIGHAM SAYS.

Gen. Butler addressed an immense audience at
Xenia, Dayton and Sprinfield on Friday, and atl
Hanmilton and Cincinnati Saturday. Ge. Butler
advocated the impeachment of the President,
" because he sought to bring Congress into public
hatred, ridicule, and contempt; because he had
corruptly used the power of removal and ap-
pointments; because ho had neglected to execute
those laws of Congress which were passed, over
his veto and other laws: because he had defined
the constitutional right of the Senate to confirm
appointments by placing in power officers whom it
had rejected; because he had corruptly used the
pardoning power and unlawfully restored pro-
perty belonging by right of capture to the United
States, and because he usurped tile power of Con-
gress by terminating the war by proclamations in-
stead of by treaty by the advice of the Senate or
a law of Congress. Each of these offenses are
high crimes and misdemeanors in the meaning of
the Constitution.

The speech concluded as follows: We have
been asked the question. " How can the Presi-
dent be impeached ? He is commander-in-chief
of the army and navy, and the Constitution of
the United States says nothing wllatever about
who shall hold the office while he is being im-
peached. Therefore, it you begin the impeach-
ment, he will order the army and navy to disperse
Congress, and he will seize the reins of govern-
ment. Where is the remedy?" iere it -is:
The House of Representatives. under the Consti.
tution, is the grand ioqoest of the natiun-per-
haps, t might say, for illustration, the grandojury
of the nation. It prepares the bill of impeach-
ment against the President, if it sees cause, and
it presents the bill of impeachment to the Senate
of tile United States, whilch then becomes a high
court of impeachment, and the chief justice of
the United States sits in that court as its presid-
ing 'officer. It is thus no longer, for that purpose,
the Senate of the United States, but it is the
court of impeachment of the United States.
What shall they do? When the impeachment is
ready, the Senate sends out its messenger
or sergeant-at-arms to bring in the crimi-
nal, be he high or low. (Loud ap-
plause.) They set him at the bar and
read the bill to him. If he plead guilty, then they
proceed to sentence him, which sentence is a de-
position and deprivation of office. When he is
brought before the bar, the Senate of the United
States may order him to be imprisoned, or to find
bail, or any other proper order that a court may
adopt in a criminal case; and when the Constitu-
tion provided this mode of trial, did its framers
mean that a man who is before the court of im-
peachment as a criminal, shall be at the same time
chief executive officer of the government ? By no
means. From that moment he ceases to be able
to exercise the duties of that office until he is
acquitted. And then comes the case of the ina-
bility of the President of the United States to
exercise the office of President, so the Vice Presi-
dent must take the office, and there being no Vice
President, it must devolve on the President of the
Senate for hle time being. (Applause.) If in
any of these steps so taCen, according to the
Constitution, the President does not obey as a
good citizen the he: ests of the high court of
impeachment, then that court, like any other
court in the land, can call upon the whole
body of the people to aid it in euforcing its right-
ful authority. [Applause.] And nonw I serve a
notice on Andy Johnson that when a rightful
court of the Senate of the United States calls for
aid in their behalf, the people of the United States,
"the boys in blue," will answer. We are told
that if Congress shall proceed to exercise their
rightful authority, then there will be tried the
strength of the government, that the President
will call upon the army and navy. and the army
and navy will obey him. Let there be no fear
about that, because the army and tile navy of the
United States are not those few men that are in
the regular service. [Applause.] I have no de-
sire to disparage either tihe patriotism or the integ-
rity of the army of the United States, but if the
army, as such, or if any portion of it, or any ollicer
of it, shall so far forget the duties he owes to his
flag and to his profession as a soldier as to
answer any but the legal call of his cuoutry, that
small body of men shall beswept from the face of
the earth as a cabinet is swept away before the
rising of the morning sun. [Prolonged cheers.]

At Hanmilton, Butler, in reply to a charge that
he was responsible for stopping the exchange of
Sprisoners, gave his history of the transaction,
and stated that he stopped the exchange under
the express written order of the heutenant-
general.

BUTLER'S SPEECH

[Fron the New York Express 1
This is the radical programme, and it is full of

meaning. The bold (in tongue) bad men thus let
it all out:

1st. The President of the United States, after a
vote by a majority of the House of 26. not 36
States-and that altnamp House, created, in part,
by the expulsion of such Northern members as
Voorhees, Brooks, Baldwin, and others, is to
inpeach.

2d. The thus impeached the President is to be
brought before a Rump Senate of 52 members (26
States,)--not 72, as the Constitution requlires, (36
