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Slorta 2ntelligan ge.

General Beauregard.

This eminent soldier again treads his native soil.
He has reappeared on the streets, within a day or
two, and our people, proud of his fame as a war-
rior and esteeming his virtues as a citizen, are re-
joiced to see him once more in their midst, with
health seemingly much invigorated by his
Euntpean trip.

Negro Ontranes at Greenville.
It has been stated to us that on Sunday night,

between ten and eleven o'clock, a citizen, whose
name our informant did not learn, was stopped at
the Greenville Station on the Carrollton railroad,
by a number of negroes in federal uniform, and
stripped of everything in his possession or on his
person, except his undershirt. Several outrages
are reported to have been previously committed
in the same vicinity by blacks in uniform, and
yesterday a cab driver from the city, having drove
up to Greenville, was there taken from his car-
riage, by a gang of them, who after searching
his person and robbing him of whatever money
he had, thrust a bayonet through his neck. The
wound could not have been serious, as we under-
stood he perposed calling at General Sheridan's
headquarters to sbnmit a statement of the case.

Fratricide.

On Saturday last a negro youthl named Alfred
Thompson, about nineteen years of age, killed his
brother Michael Thllompson

, who was his elder, on
the plantation of Mr. Adolphe St. Amend, on tile
right bank, opposite Jefferon City. Bothlbrothers
were hired on the plantation, and the homicide,
after a late visit to the city, boasted of having
been elected captain of a colored company here,
aond was arrogant. lie quarreled with his brother
about a mere trifle, a piece of rope, and stabbed
him under the right shoulder, inflicting a wound
which proved fatal in a brief space. He was pur-sued by the other negroes on the place, but
ellected his escape and is yet at large.

Alnrnr of Fire.

The alarm of fire between six and seven o'clock
last evening, was caused by tile burning of a win-
dow curtain, in a house occupoied by Molly Wal-
ters, No. 227 Customhouse street.

Cannibali.m.

Sunday afternoon a man named Peter Kelly
was arrested on Commlnlon street, by officer Ryan,
for drunkenness and disorderly conduct. In mak-
ing the arrest, Mr. Ryan lost a finger-Kelly got
one of lMr. Ryan's fingers in his mouth, and
nearly chewed it off. Mr. Ryan was armed with a
revolver, but abstained from using it while he was
undergoing the torture of this cannibalism of his
prisoner. When brought to the police station,
Kelly was yetferoeious. He claimled to be a dis-
charged soldier from the federal army. If he
was such, it might be said, without hazard of con-
tradiction, he was not a good soldier. He was
put in a cell with several other prisoners. In his
cell he was still pugnacious. He had that height
and seeming bone and muscle-six feet two or
three inches high-which deter most men from en-
tering into conflict with such persons. In his cell
he had the temerity to say he could whip any
d--d rebel alive, and the challengce provoked a
little Irishman, not half his weight, to give him,
in the briefest space, one of the most beautiful
thrashings a Goliath ever got.

An Jlsportant Invention.
We had the pleasure of examining yesterday

an invention of our ingenious friend, Mr. A. Bar-
barin, a native of his city, and whose discovery
threatens to make the business of lamplighters as
much a thing of the past as that of stage coaches.
The object Mr. Barbariu has had in view is to
light every lamp in the city instaotaneously, either
by the turning of the ordinary screw which lets
on the gas, or by means of certain clock work.
In the latter case the reader is to suppose that the
hour for lighting up is 5 r. a., and that a clock is
already set in motion at the gas manufactory for
this purpose. In that case the clock goes about
its business in the ordinary manner until 5 o'clock
every evening; at this time a considerable num-
ber of wheels are set in motion-there is an
escape of a certain electromagnetic fluid through
pipes connecting with all tihe lamps in the city,
and in a moment the lamplighter's business is
done.

The only change that will be made in the pres-
ent street lamps is, that a plate composed of a
material af hard as adamant will be placed near
the burner. In case the gas is turned on with a
screw, the fluid of which we have spoken gets to
the burner first, strikes against the plate, and the
fluid and plate coming suddenly together, cause a
flame. The ordinary gas by this time getting
upon the ground, the lamps are lit for the night.
At the proper time the next morning the clock
work suddenly cuts down its gas bill, and tie city
is left to get along with sunlight for the balance
of the day as it best can.

The terms we have used, perhaps differ a little
from those of science, but we have aimed only to
give a general idea of what will undoubtedly
prove a valuable invention. The machinery for
this, as exhibited in the model, works to a charm,
and a patent for the discovery has already been
taken out. We understand that Mr. Barbarin has
already obtained the contract for lighting the
Paris Exposition by this discovery.

We were shown by this gentleman several other
models-one for a new tie for baling cotton,
another for hermetically corking bottles without
the use of wire or sealing-wax. We rejoice to
hear of any efforts that may be made at scientific
discovery in our midst, and wish for tMr. Barbarin
a luckier return for his genius than that of most
inventors.

A LocalItem from Planqlemines.

Frosm Mr. J. R. D)ucros, who has just returned
from Plaqueomines, we learn that the prospect for
it good crop of sugar in that parish is magnificent.
Only about one-alf of the ground thalt was once
cultivated is now planted, but the yield from this
promises to be of the most valuable character.
Crossing at Algiers and proceeding down the
river to the road known as the Cut-,ll you comenic
to the Stackhooue plantation, at least thre:e mire
long, and the cane from this point is excellent.

being erected by Mr. Reggio upon his place. No
cotton crop, it need hardly be stated, is planted
in this parish. The rice and orange crops are both
doing well-the trees of the latter being described
as in a healthy condition, and the taste of the
fruit remarkably sweet for the season. There
are more of these golden fruit raised in this
parish than in all the rest of the State to-
cether-the only parish in fact where orange
raising Is made a business. The ordinary yield of
a tree is about 2000 oranges, and some of the
plantershave between three and four hundred
trees. As one man can tend to two hundred trees,
the business is one of the most profitable there
is-once the trees have come to maturity.

Our Present Astatle Population.
The visit to this city of the Chinese emigrant

agent, Ah Yuck, has caused the subject of an
addition to our working population from Asia to
be more or less discussed, both in private circles
and in the public journals. In nearly all of these
the fact seems to be but little known, or alluded
to, that there has been for a great many years
past in the city emigrants from the oriental races,
both Mongolianand Malaysian. The Chinese
race, it is true, have never been very numerous.
About 150, all without exception males, is perhaps
as high as this population has ever at any time
reached among us. These Chinamen have all
been sailors at one time or other, and make ex-
cellenh stewards.

Oar Malay population, which comes almost en-
tirely from the Phillipine Islands, of which Ma-
nilla is the principal city, is much larger. We
have heard their number estimated in the city and
State as high as two thousand. They speak
Spanish, are of a darker complexion than the
Chinese, and are of small stature. In summer
they occupy themselves in catching shrimps, in
winteringathering oysters, and one way or another
are all the year round fishermen, looking to the
water as a natural source of livelihood.
Like the Chinese, of whom we have spoken,

they come here originally as sailors, as -indeed is
the rase with a large class of our immigrant popu-
lation. The manner in which this happens is that
vessels in foreign ports are frequently deprived by
sickness and death of a large proportion of their
hands. .We have been told of an mstance where
a vessel lost her crew in the port of Rio Janeiro,
from the captain down, four times in one summer.
Where this is the case the crew is recruited from
the population of the port, the vessel sails and it
is a matter of considerable uncertainty whether
any of them will ever care to find their way back.
As for the Malay race, they have a natural turn

for the ocean and with their hardy temperament,
once obtained such a piratic power along tile
coast of China as to require something of a naval
cllbrt upon the part of the British government to
put down. Even in this country they are noted
for their quick sense of honor, and readiness at
any time to give battle. An instance of this sort
occurred several years ago at the Lake which is
still remembered, and which sounds something
like the descriptions given of " running a muck."
It is the custom in the coffeehouses which this
people frequent, for every one who enters and
calls for a drink, to invite the surrounding oc-
cupants of the tables to do likewise. This custom
had been observed by a Manillian, and as the
guests stood arranged in front of the bar, the clerk
of the coffeehouse remonstrated with the enter-
tainer about some slight breach of etiquette which
it appears had been omitted. A difficulty fol-
lowed in which the bar keeper and five of the
drinkers were killed by the dagger of this man
alone. The latter then ran to a skiff and was al-
most upon the point of making his escape when he
was killed by a well directed shlot.

The attention of the Maaillian is sometimes
turned to the vending of cigars and tobacco and
other articles of similar nature; but generally,
as we have already said, filshing is his favorile oc-
cupation. Something of a feudal relationship of
lord and vassel exists among almost all of the
Malay population, and of this we see some traces
here. The fishing business is conducted by gangs
of fishermen who bring the results of their skill
to a captain, who has charge of their band. The
captain makes the proper entry of tlhe amount of
fish caught by each one, and sells the whole in the
markets. The supplies that are required by the
men under his charge are generally bought by
him. Sometimes they obtain a leave of absence
to visit the city, when they draw four or five
dollars upon account : but the time'expired and
the money spent, they return to resume their ordi-
nary duties.
Where these Mtanillians chiefly live are down the

coast of the river, about Fort St. John, at Proc-
torville, and at Terre-aux-Boufs. They are an
industrious, hardworking portion of our popula-
tion, speak the Spanish language, are of a darker
complexion than the Chinese, and are never seen
above 15 feet high.
Apropos of the latter, several Chinamen who

keep stalls at the market, wear pigtails, but who
dress otherwise in the European costume, were
not a great while ago brought before Recorder
Letten upon the charge of gambling, made by one
of their number. Some coins with holes in the
middle were found in the party, and a number of
slips of paper about the size of the forefinger
with hieroglyphics upon them. But there was so
little|English spoken in the party and the informer
seemed so much influenced by revenge. thatjus.
lice confessed herself dead beat, and dismissed
the matter from court.

Mexican Protectorate, the Cession of
Lower California, Contradicted.

No Results from Gen. Sheridan's Report.

IMPORTANT AND ADVANTAGEOUS NEW TREATY
WITH JAPAN.

WAsReaNTOa , Oct. 22.-The telegraphic dis-
patches which were first sent to Northern papers,
and which have since been publlshed all over the
country, concerning Mexico, prove to be un-
founded. lo arrangement whatever has been
made, as 'T stated in them, for the establishment
of a protectorate over that country by the United
States; nor bas any provision been made for the
cession of Lower California to this country. Of
course, the report of the undertaking that the
United States should indemnify France, upon
these conditions, on the evacuation of Mexico by
Maximilian and thb French and Austrian troops,
falls with the rest. This correclion is given upon
the very highest authority.

It is positively ascertained from the best sources
that the negotiations now pending with respect
to the Alabama claims are being vigorously
prosecuted, and that there is every likelihood of
an early and satisfactory result being attained.

The draft of yet another commercial treatywith
Japan has just been received at the State depart-
ment. It is much more favorable than that pro-
mulgated by the President in his proclamation of
Thursday last, making concessions of tile most
thoroughly free trade character, and highly con-
ducive to the extension of our commerce with
that country. It is duly signed by the tycoon, and
only awaits ratification by our government to en-
sure its being concluded.

The report of Gen. Sheridan upon the condition
of the freedmen of Louisiana has not elicited any
new orders either from Gen. Grant or from the
war department; and it may be confitently stated
that there are no expectations in official circles
that any change will be made in the relations of
the freedmen to the civil authorities in any of the
Southern States, beyond that already provided for
in general order No. 44. ELe.

WAGES Ac AFFECTED BY THE CcURENCY.--HOu.
Atnacsa Walker, of Massachusetts, in his work'n
"The Science of Wealth," has an interesting chap-
ter on the manner in which wagls, rents, inter-
ects and profits are relatinely c aloatod by a cur-
r•ncy inflation. His estimates are that wages, on
an average, take the country through, have ad.
vanced fitly per cent.; that is, where a workman
got a dollar before the war, he gets one dollar and
a half now; where he got two before he now re-
ceives three dollars. iuterest, he calculates, has
advanced generally (on all except permanent
mortgages) twenty per cent.; that t, from six to
sevet and three-t.nths. Rents, he estimates, have
advanced generally to an equal extent with inter-
eot, thougl he says that in commercial circles
they have advanced more. Profits have advanced
one hundred per cent.; that in have doubled.
This last is a low estimate. Afterthis satement,
he inquires : "Whatis t1e reanlt of hijf? Who -
wins en consequence of thi rise in.w••s, rents.
interest and profits ocasiotned by the fiifetion oftthe currencyP Prices rise to an unprecedented_
height, say 120 per cent." The.resolt to the w
laborer ho states as follows: " Where his waage .
were Si300 per annam they are now $450. This
last sun is laid out in compmodities, and breings
him $204 54 worth, as reckoned at prices before
the rise. So, from $300 deduct what he actnally
gets, $204 53, and we find his losto be $96 46, or
nearly one-third of his real wages, or what they -
were before the expansion."
