SOUTHERN MAIL FACILITIES.

Two or three weeks ago our estimable con-
temporary, the Renaissansc complained that
the copies of that paper intended for de-
livery in the country were thrown aside, and
thus never reached the subscribers. If we
remember aright, our contemporary attribu-
ted this conduct to some prejudice against the
French language, on the part of the country
postmasters. This explanation may be imme-
diately, but it is not ultimately correct. Hon-
est officials would consider themselves bound
to deliver a paper printed in the French lan-
guage, as promptly as a paper printed in the
English language. No amount of ignorance
or prejudice would prevent them from dis-
charging the ,duties which are confided to
them and which they are paid to perform.
A little reflection will, we are sure, convince
the Renaissance that the cause of its well
t founded complaint lies deeper than mere

prejudice, or ignorance on the part of the
postmasters. It is to be found in the perni-
cious system which controls the appointment
of federal office-holders in the Southern
States. Indeed the consequences of this sys-
tem are just those which any reasonable man
might have predicted in advance; just those

which all rational thinkers have argued of a
method which places political opinion, and
previous political action, in advance of hon-
esty, integrity and capacity, as qualifications
I for office.
The tendency of party organizations to

limit the range of selection to members of
the dominant party has been considered a
fruitful source of official corruptioq; but at
least the law never required any political
tests, even when political animosities were
most bitter. It was reserved for the " party
of great moral ideas," the "party of liberty
and progress" to affix a legal sanction to a
system which is not only odious and tyran-
nical in itself, but which is demoralizing, in
the highest degree, to any community in
which it is enforced. It is not too much to
say that, as long as the test oath law dis-
graces the statute book of the United States,
the public business will never be properly
conducted. That act is a standing bid for
dishonesity. It is a perpetual inducement,
held out to Southern people to perjure them-
selves, if not in the forum of the law, at least
in the forum of conscience. Very fqw have
yielded to the temptation, it is true; but
thence it follows that the public business is
necessarily confided to a class of men who do
not enjoy the confidence of the communities
which they serve, and many of whom, in the
very act of taking the oath, have proved them-
selvesunworthyof trust. There exceptions,
of course. There are a few genuine Union men
who could conscientiously and truly take the
test oath; and, against these, we have no
wish to urge any objection. But, throughout
the rural districts of the South there cannot
be found a number of really respectable,
honest and efficient men, to fill the federal
offices.

There is really not one man in a thousand
who did not in some way voluntarily render
obedience or allegiance to the Confederate
government, and all such are excluded by the
literal terms of the oath. Hence it has hap- t
pened that either the public business is en-
tirely neglected, or it falls into the hands of
untrustworthy persons. The President and c
the heads of departments at Washington
have felt the embarrassing effects of this state
of affairs. The secretary of the treasury has
urged on Congress the abolition of the test
oath, and the late postmaster general admitted
that this requirement would prevent any
efficient reorganization of the Southern mail
system. Congress, however, refused to fur-
nish any relief. The test oath is still in
force, and the consequence is that a large
number of Southern postoffices are closed,
and on many routes contracts even have not
been made.

Howthis difficulty is to be remedied we
cannot perceive unless the government will t
select good and competent men at the North
to fill the public offices, and to enter into
mail contracts. So far as the Southern peo-
ple are concerned there would be no objection
to such an expedient. They know that the
public business would be far better transac-
ted by men who could conscientiously take
the test oath, than by those who falsify their
opinions and their acts in order to get pos-
session of a federal office. In the mean time
we observe that an ingenious gentleman has
"invented" a plan for getting over the diffi-
culty in the case of mail contracts. He is
perfectly eligible under the law; he has taken
the oath, and made a contract. He now asks I
Southern people to contract through him, t
and he guarantees, by arrangement with the
auditor of the posteffice department, that the
funds shall be senit directly to the persons
engaged in conveying the mhils. This may
be called flanking thB test oath, and it seems
to be a feasible way of overcoming the actual
difficulties of the situaton.

Agesal naod the Amazon.

[From the Philadelphia Ledger.]t Professor Aganssiz, it has been known for some
time, thinks that the valley of the Amazon will
one day support so many millions of people that

Stile valley of the Mississippi will be nothing to it,'e although the latter lies in the temperate and tile
former in the torrid zone. On the evening of the
9th inst. he gave some of his reasons for this view
in a public lecture. The facts he presented were
most striking. He set out on this journey with
every advantage that wealth, science and good
will could affbrd. His expenses, and those of six
assistants, were paid by Mr. Thayer, of Boston.

d Other assistants volunteered, and thus sixteen
persons formed this most remarkable of scientific
e- expeditions. Of two steamship companies, one

o gave his expedition a free passage to Rio; and the
other placed a steamer at his disposal for a whole

0 month.
The United States governmentsent'a circular to

all our naval officers on the station to render the
expedition all thle service in their power; and the
emperor of Brazil treated them with an imperial
hospitality that arranged for the accomplishment
of all their desires. A ship of war was placed atlt the service of the professor for several months on
e the Amazon. He consumed 2500 gallons of alco-
haolin preserving the specimens brought away, andwas even able to bring home a fossil palm tree, to
enable botanists to throw light upon the formerct vegetation and chmate of those American trolies.
Humboldt, whenhe attempted to enter Brazil froma the waters of the Orinoco, was stopped on the
frontier and forbidden to enter, as a man whose
principles were perlicious to society and inimical
to religion. Strange contrast!

The hanks of the Amazon form a peculiar speci-
Smen of tropical nature, quite unlike similar re-
gions in Africa or Asia. There are no hills ford two hundred miles clear awayacrossthe continent
to the foot of the Andes, and the river is four thtou-
sand miles long, running from west to east, the
valley being eighteen hundred miles wide and of
the most amazing fertility, full of vegetable matter

a and irrigated by rivers where ships of war cansail
for hundreds of miles. The climate averages betcf 82 degrees, though right under tie line--72i de-

a grees being the lowest, and 95 degrees the highest
ever known. Tie river runs just opposite to the
trade winds, and thus makos this one of the most1 mild and healthful of all tropical regions. Yet it
oohas abad name, owing to the bad arrangements of
tie Brazilian government ;which sends out to
F these regions young officers, who misrepresent theyelimcate to get away. All his company wrent
and returnled with comfort, and are now enjoy-
inog Ibettcr health than usual. Tice woods are full of
timber of the most valuable varieties. One lcn-a dred and seventy-eight different kinds of
timber were counted in a small region.S Tile river is not open at prcsent, bat soon wiii

o be. There is not a saw mill on tills nohlest of
rivers. In August and September the snows of
tile Andes melt, but tile lower section does not
feel tihe rise till the followine g MIarch, and the rirer
nis highest from June to October. The rise is freme
tliirty to sixty feet; sometimes thle whole basin isrunder water, and tile forests may be navigated.

t, This river has no delta like the Nile, the Ganges
or the Miissisippi--not for want of mud, for it is
of a sort of half coffee, half cream color, and
tinges the ocean far out to sea. Instead of form-
cing land. the sea is constantly encroaching on the
shore. The river once extended three hiundredit ccles beyond its present mouth, and a belt of that
breadth has been swept away. Whether this is
owing to tile silning of the coast, or tihe force of
the current undermining, as at Niagara Falls, is

s not certain; but rivers now empty into thoe Atlatic
that used clearly to be tributary to the Amazon.

As to tie prospect of this river soon being open
to a profitable American commerce, it must be
borne tl mind that whatever may be
the mildness of the climate for the tropics,
yet feversr woneld appear certain to pre-
vail. Fish its abundant in the river, but so areSalligators; and srcrpecnts, jaguars, bears, panrthers.
and other wvild animals are equally abueleant. The
tides at the full of thie moon are more wonderfult than in the Bay of Fundy. They do not rise so
high, I rt much more suddenly, sweeping along
like a mighty wave or tongue of water, ten orStwelve feet heigh. •prooting trees and sweeping
vessels most destructivrely. Still, where money is
to be made dericulties will be overcome, and the
interests both of tile United States and the Bra-
zilian government are too closely connected with
the opening up of thatvast region to leave any
doubt but that under the present enlightened ec-peror of those vast, rich and inportant regions,
the valley of the Amazon will be opened to pro-
lific commerce and settlement.

Tan UPPEn ltssrtsitrpt Rtvtn-- lproe-nteeal
of the 1?apiels.-The St. Louis Republican has a
very interesting report from W. H. Cupp and Jan.
F. Griffith to the chairman of the committcee on
the improvement of navigation of the Upper Mis-
sissippi river. They report that they met Meaj.
Geu. James H. 'Wilson, by appointment, at Keo-
kuk, onthe 19th ult.; learning from him that hei intends malting a thorough survey so soon as the

stage of water, then uonfavorable, permits his ad-vantageously completing the iovestigation and1 work plaed in his charge; proposin to plan out
two or more modes of procedure, as well as cost
of needed improvements ; especially intending tothorougllly investigate every plan which may be
proposed for improving the rapids that evinces
any merit adopting none till well convincer it is,all things considered, tihe best wmhich can be de-
vised; and, by canaling from head to foot, attain-
ino a width of not less than 300 feet water pass-
age, with two lifts of twin locks, so that all pur-
poses of navigation be fully served, -now and inl
time to come. By this mode. an' immense water
power, avtailable for manufacturing prposes,
vwill he attained.
The other mode is by improving the naturalhaellel by means of blasting, diroiling, etc..
aniiing broad. easy, curves where abrupt points

or curves noev exist, all nneavigabnle chaelsnoa rexiating to be filled tp or blocked over;
throwing out wing dams with a broad base anKdsuffiriently easy to slope to permit ice being car-
ried over tlem tritlot tearing them fromo theirhase; tile dams beineg calculated at low mater to
throw tile great body of ouater into the navigablelcane]et; mainly to make broad, easy curves
whe re tie current has any teency to makie a
sharp, rapid pitch over the outcropping ledges;
to lengthen as much as is advisable the course oftile main channel by sweeping curves, that the
water, being retarded in rapid flow, maybe banked
eIp, thereby increasing the depth in the channel.It is proposed to throwe out dams opposite Keo-
kuk, and at the crossing from Nauvoo to lion-
traee; tihe points of all ning dams infringitng on
the channel to be buoyed out; the whole
calculated to render navigation unobstructed,
save by increased velocity of current, as at any
ordinary portion of the river. The fall of water
being some twenty-three feet in twelve miles, it
may he possible to attain four feet in the channel
at tile lowest stage of water without increasing
the velocity of the current more than a maximum
of five miles per hour. It is proposed, as soon as
the progress of the work renders it advisable,
that the merchants of St. tonis appoint a civil en-
gineer to consult on tile feasibility and accuracy v
of the plans. Furthermore, a request is made
that the Union IMerchants' Exchange furnish a
statement of imports, exports, and commerce
genarally on tie Upper Mlisissippi river for 1tg6,
that a rerort to the authorities at Washingtonmay A
embody ind make known the immense traffic trans-
acted on these waters.
