Great reform demonstrationa are to be held in

London, Edinburg and Glasgow.
The Berlin correspondent of the London Times

says, according to authentic intelligence received
here, Napoleon's health is not improved by his

sojourn in Biarritz, although his recovery is prob-
able. A Biarritz correspondent says the emperor
looks remarkably well and takes daily walking
exercise.

At ameeting of representatives from all parts
of Northern Schleswig a resolution was adopted
for the immediate establishment of an association
for opposing any division of Schleswig. The
Prussian governor of Schleswig has prohibited
the raising of a subscription by the Danish inhabi-
