Treasure Trove.

A report was current in San Antonio some days s
ago of a large sumn of money found buried on the
plains of the West. The Herald of the 21st rivese
the following explanation of the grounds or the
report, from which it appears that there may really
be something in it. If so, and the amount is what
the

cut" indicates, the finder has made a snug

and a sudden fortune:
The report of indications having been discov-

ered leading to the supposition that treasure was
buried several hundred miles west of here, proves
to be no humbug. The facts are simply these :
A Mexican, in charge of his train, from New Mex-
ico to this city, two or three weeks ago, when
about 350 miles west of here, lost some mules, and
while searching for them, discovered on the crest
of a little mountain a peeulirr arrangremeet orf 0
some small rocks, which attracted his attention.
There were three of tfhese rocks placed inn tri-
angular form, and within these three, other rocks
similarly arranged, while in the center was a stone Si
sunk in the ground about a toot lower than thre 1
rest, and overgrown with grass. di

On the outide rocks was cut the date Iafi, and in
addition a Spanish inscription, statiog that a party c
of Seaniards,jurneving from New Mexie, had ei

stopped here and buried $ t0,000 in silver beneath
the center stone. Several graves were also to be
seen in the immediate neighborhood, over or
around which bayonets were driven in the ground.
From these and other indications, it is supposed
that nearly the whole party were massacred by
I Indians, and that perhaps only one remained, who
buried the money, and placed the rocks over it in
the form indicated, to mark the spot. This indivi-
dual very likely died before an opportunity offered t
to return and recover the treasure. The locality
