This city is generally regarded as one of the

most healthy in the South. It has long had that I

reputation, and perhaps deserved it; but during m0
the past two or three months, various classes of I
fevers have prevailed to a most alarming extent. ti
The cases of congest;re and billious fevers have sc
been so numerous that, to judge from the official
reports and the sallow, feeble invalids creeping L
about town, one might suppose at least a third of in
the population had been attacked. The dreaded f'
but less dangerous dengue, or "break-bone
fever," is most common of all, and nobody pre- cc

tends to remember a time when these maladies E
were so universal and virulent. Dining the past
week there was an unusual increase of mortality, dii
the city sexton reporting 51 interments against
some 30 odd in the previous week.
