Their elorts, as will be seen from extracts taken
from tlhir letters, awhi0ch we publish below, have
been attEnded tl with t ih ud solceso . They have
set an example which, lit ti hle lhoped, will he
extensively emulatedl ly many ntlers of their day ti
and generation. The yoluig gentlemen referredt i
to, we may as well state, are the sons of Mr.
Moses L. Meeker, of this parish. They went to a
Rapides last fall and set about getting a place,
which they succeeded in doing, and at once com- stit
metced cultivating cotton, corn and sugar. Sick-
ness and other obstacles being overcome, they re
have managed to realize pretty fair crops, and to i
establish a more promising basis for their next
year's Iperations. Says one of them (Joseph), l
writing under date of October 12th: cht

" tWe are very busy now preparatory to grind- tle
ing: sare puiling corrn and picking cotton; will tin
finish both to-morrow. Will commence putting et
down seed cane on Monday, and expect to put let
down enougl to p5lnt 25p acres. I think we will

Cane is very ha
green, but is yielling more sougar than was antici-
pated.

ACCOUNT OF AN AFTEnNOON SPENT 0WITH 0IIN E '
AN AMERICAN.

[Corrospondence of the New York Trihune.]
hiieLIN, September 13:, 180(;.-I ant tempted

write you about a man who is both well nod ill to
known in America-I mean Count Bismarck. It
has happened that I have seen him three times,
and once, at least in a way inwhich I suppose few
other Americans have seen him. There is much
that I should like to tell about himithat would be I
of interest to all readers, and which yet, for con-
science sake, I must forbear to say. To put pri- I
vate matters into print is an offense which I do
not mean to commit for any temptation. If I do,
on some points, speak freely of Count Bismareck
and repeat some things that I heard from his lips,
it is because Count Bismarck is a historical char-
acter, is in public life, and the public curiosity
about him may may properlybe to some extent
gratified. If I wanted a precedent for doing this
I migct find it in Emerson's "English Traits," with
his sketches of Landor, Carlyle, Wordsworth and
therest. If Mr. Emerson could put them into a
book, which will last forever, I may surely take
an equal liberty in a newspaper letter, which to-
day is, and to morrow is cast into tile oven.

Anybody may see Bismarck who will go to the
chamber of deluties here on a day when a matter
of importance is debated. The crown ministers
of tile king sit behiind a long, raised desk, facing
the piresident, and Bismarck is at the right. The
benches are ipartly upholstered with scarlet
throughout the room, the light is dim, and the
diplomatic gallery front which I looked down is at
the side of the hall, so that it is not easy to scan
closely this famous face. You can see, however,
that the portraits of him are bad, and then,b oi,ing
for a better view at another time, may betake
yourself to noticing what goes on in the parlia-
meot.

Much was said aonut the king, which I musto
omit. The very interesting narrative whilch Count
Bismarck gave of the circumstances attending his
accession to office four years ago,and of his inter-
view with the king-these also nmust be passed
over. I will only add that while the mininter D
president evidently finds his abilities often tasked T
to persuade the king into his views of foreign and sat
home policy, Count Bismarck, as a Prussian, is
animated by a sentiment of loyalty perfectly gen
nine. He may sneak of the king at times with C
some freedom, buh he will always serve him faith- n
fully. " You, as a Republican," said Count Bin-
marck, "can not understand the feeling with Noa
which, when called to the ministry, I proffered my
services to the king. For four or five years my 1
ancestors had served his. That I hould tell him -
when I thought him wrong, was not less necessary C
than that so long as I continued minister I should co
obey. When it became impossibleto obey, it was eon

nossible to resign.' Tlenre is a contrast here
which will not fail to suggest itself. On one sideta
the ministry conducting the king step hy step
along the path he would not tread fur one instant C
could he but see whither it led; on the other, the a.

lubject professing and sincerely feeling tie utmost
loyalty to his sovereign. This is none the less tnu-
man onatnre because it happens to be a contradic-
tion. It is true, also, that loyalty to the crown is
a national sentiment among the Prussians, and th
that the thirone of the Hohenzollerns standsfirmer
to-day than thoat of any royal hiouse in Europe.
