A plain marble slab marks
tie site of Byron's grave. Hanging beneath the
slab is a snmall escutcheon on tattered and tar-
nished silk, to the memory of his mother, while
the "sole daughter of his house and heart,:" has
but a plain mural tablet.

The literary men of England are ceasing to
e depreciate Byron's gifts, and to contest his rank
as a poet. He belonged to a morbid school, but
his genius shone resplendently through all itsclouds of affectation, and in spite of the melan-
choly delight he felt in being considered a martyr,
his positive sufferings were not trivial. It was
truly remarked of him, "The grand Napoleon of
the realms of rhyme, he was always preparing
his St. Helena, in which his own passions were
o jailors, more cruel than any conceivable Hudson
Lowe," but his last glorious act bore witness to

the generous impulses of his heart, and his death
was noble. Surely, it is time that England should
cease to deny him the homage she accords to
many a lesser man.
