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3ORE TROUBLE IN GERMANY.

The recent contest in Germany appears to

have left behind it some serious causes of ir-

ritation. Already the governments of Aus-
tria and Prussia have had sharp words; and
Count Bismarek has intimated that the dispo-
sitions of Austria might, at any time, bring
on another war. Recent news says 'that

the emperor has appointed the Baron Yon
Benst, his minister of war. This gentleman
has always been known as a most determined
antagonist of Prussia; so much so that when

his appointment was discussed the Prussian

government remonstrated against it in the
strongest terms. It was declared, in very

emphatic language, that Prussia would re-

gard such an appointment as an intimation
that Austria would make every effort to re-
gain her position as a. German power. In
spite of Prussian remonstrances, however,
the emperor made the appointment; thus, for-
getful of Sadowa and Munchengratz, snapping
his imperial fingers in Bismarck's face. How

much will come of this incipient quarrel it is

hard to say; but, at all events the cable,
simultaneously with the announcement of
Von Beust's appointment, declared that the

relations between Austria and Prussia had
become verymenacing. Of course there is no
actual cause of war in all this. Austria has

a perfect right to make Von Beust, or KIosuth,
or John Smith, minister of foreign affairs, if
it please her, and for Prussia to demand a
dismissal of the minister would be simply
ridiculous. But the affair is of some import-
ance as showing the feeling which the two
governments bear toward each other. Prussia
is flushed with triumph and intoxicated with
9 ambition. Austria is sore with defeat, and
I irritated by the loss of her prestige as the

s leading power of Germany. In such a pos-

ture of affairs it does not takle much to canse
a collision.

Besides all this, Austria seems to be on the

point of quarreling with Russia. The former

power looks towards Turkey to furnish com-
s pensation for her losses in Germany, and

t Turkey has always been a morsel highly
coveted by Russia. If Austria is to remain a

first-class power, she must look to the east for

materiads with which to renew her strength.
But here she finds a formidable competitor in
Russia, and the consetuence seems to be that
the relations of the two countries have become

unfriendly.
If, as the New York Tribune says, Austria

should use the utmost care not to offend in
anything the cabinets of Berlin andSt. Peters-

burg, it would be extremely difficult to live at
permanent peace with either. The Prussian

government, continues the Tribune, will
never cease to seek for a suitable opportunity
to gain the German provinces, and Russia
will ever be anxious to prevent the consolida-
tion of a West-Sclavic empire and the
advance of a competitor in the east. At home
there is nothing that would point to a closer
union between the divergent nationalities;
while, on the other hand, the separate tenden-
cies of the Germans, Hungarians, Solavi and
Roumanians are steadily and rapidly growing.
Thus the opinion is everywhere gaining
ground that a further disintegration of the

Austrian empire cannot be remote, and that it
may possibly be very near.

GEN. HOOD'S CICULAR.

We willingly yield space to the circular of
Gen. Hood, which we append. Gen. Hood
is one of very few men who, in the space of
a little more than three years' service in the
field, arose by successive gradations from the
rank of a lieutenant to that of a general com-
manding an army. This is no place for dis-
cussing his merits as a commander, but the
fact which we mention is sufficient to attract
attention to the modest and soldierly appeal
which he makes to the officers of his various
commands.

The object which he proposes must meet
with general approbation. If we understand
his circular aright, Gen. Hood does not pro-
pose to write a history even of the armies
with which he served with so much dis-
tinction, but desires to collect authentic in-
formation in reference to the troops who have
served under his direction, and to collate
these facts in such a form that the future his-
torian may renderjustice to his gallant com-
rades.

In the absence of official records, the plan
proposed by General Hood for replacing them
is the bese that can be suggested. But in
order that it may be attended with success, it
is necessary that general publicity be given to
the circular. 'The question is of such general
import, and concerns so deeply the history of
our times, that we feel we are but discharging
a public duty in giving place to this circular,
and in urging our brethren of the press to
comply with General Hood's request " to as-
sist in accomplishing the undertaking by pub-
lishing his circular."

We hope that other gentlemen besides
General Hood, may be induced by his exam-
ple to attempt to render justice to the gallant
deeds of the men whom they commanded.
History cannot be compiled from official re-
cords alone. Personal memoirs often explain
points on which official papers are silent ; and
it is by a comparison of different authentic
accounts of the same scenes viewed from

various points of view, that a just judgment
of events is formed. It is too soon to write

an'impartial history of the late war. But it
will be too late, when the actors in the strug-
gle shall have passed away, to collect facts
which will die with the actors unless collected
in the mode now proposed, and embodied in
narrative form. We therefore heartily ap-
prove the design of General Hood, and com-
mend his example to the imitation of other

commanders.
CIRCULAR.

NEW ORLEANS, Nov. 1, ISt6.

Deeming it a duty to the oflicers and men who
served with me in the late war, to place on record

a brief account of the operations they performed,
I have the honor to request all commanders of
batteries, battalions, brigades, divisions and corps
to forward to me, without delay, reports of all

battles in which they were engaged while under
my direction.

This will begin with the companies of Virginia
cavalry which I first commanded nnder Col. Johns
8. Magruder, at Yorktown, in May, 1861, and pass
'through the successive gradations of command to
the period of the surrender of the late Confederate
army.
I would also request the commander of each

separate orgoaization to send, with his report, his
photograph ,"and the photograph of any one of
his commandera killed in action, together with
5s0h facts relating to his career and death, as may
beinteresting.

All Ohrsaa wha served upon my staff are re-
quested to furnish me with their photograph.s and
repdsti of thOir labfrs andebservations.

It is not my intention to attempt to write a his-
tory of the war. My object is simply to collate
facts with regard to nilitary operations.

It will remain for the historian, who shall aspire
to draw a truthful picture of the eventful and in-
teresting epoch, with which I was somewhat con-
nected, to assign to the facts embraced in these
memorials their proper place and just significance.

I wish to devote the lime lcan spare from my
business to relate with the directness and brevity
of a soldier, what I saw on many battle-fields and
arduous campaigns, and the part my comrades
performed.
